* Division Headquarters, Camp Dodge, 
Des Moines, Iowa, March 11, 1918.— 
The lid has been clamped down, air 
tight, so to speak, and hereafter sol­
diers must not notify their folks of 
any contemplated movement of troops. 
The soldier may write to the home 
folks that he is going to some other 
section of the United States soon but 
further than this n e must not tell, 
even it he knows. 

The new prohibition, announced by 
the division Thursday applies both to 
officers and enlisted men, moving Sin­
gly or in detachments. It is issued 
to conform to orders just received 
from Washington. No explanation of 
the reason for such a drastic regula­
tion is offered. 

The new order prescribes that when 
soldiers are ordered away from Camp 
Dodge, their officers may tell them 
prior to the date of departure that 
they are to be sent away to an un­
named point at an indefinite date. 
They may notify the folks who may 
want to see them before they go, of 
this much and no more. Officers who 
know their destination in advance are 
prohibited from being more explicit in 
tetters to relatives. Marking of any 
baggage with the destination of troopB 
is forbidden. Officers are deprived of 
the opportunity of exploiting their 
knowledge on military affairs by an 
order effective at once. Discussion of 
any military matter in any public 
place is proscribed. Disobedience of 
this order will make the guilty party 
subject to court martial. 

Fewer town leaves, more work and 
more drastic punishment for offenders 
have resulted in practically eliminat­
ing cases before the military police.

EXCHANGES DO A THRIVING 
ST BUSINESS. f -

The Army Canteen i s the title sol­
diers i n the war of the rebellion called 
places where ''Yankee Notions" and 
various refreshments were to be had. 
The canteen afterwards became dis­
credited because it finally became to 
the regular army after the war nothing 
but a cheap saloon and a few years 
ago was outlawed. Places where 
things may be procured are now called 
regimental exchanges. 

Many of the exchanges in camp re­
semble little country stores. They 
carry almost everything and in one 
corner sits a tailor busily sewing away 
on uniforms. The average day's re­
ceipts In any one of the exchanges i s 
about $300. 

COURT MARTIAL GETS AWAY. 
Six court martial cases were report­

ed by Major W. A. Graham, division 
Judge Advocate. Henry Schilling, a 
private in Company F, 313th ammuni­
tion train, got off a lot of profanity 
both at the government and at Camp 
Dodge and the court gave h im six 
months in the guard house and the 
forfeiture of two-thirds of his pay. 

Private Je iome Van Norman, Com­
pany K, 351st Infantry, drew 10 years 
in Leavenworth prison for deserting 
from Camp Dodge. Ha was captured 
in Chicago. 

Three years at hard labor in Leav­
enworth was the portion of Sergeant 
Jack K. Payne, convicted of forging 
the name of Maj. C. A. Early t o two 
bad checks. 

Private Roy E . Brewer, medical de­
tachment, base hospital, was charged 
with desertion, but the court martial 
redueed the charge to absence without 
leave. He was sentenced to serve 
three months at hard labor and forfeit 
two-thirds of his pay. 

Private Chris Nelson claimed that 
his wife's eyes were rapidly giving out 
in an appeal for discharge from the 
army. H e was convicted of making a 
false affidavit, and will work for four 
months in confinement to expiate this 
crime. 

In the case of Serg. Jean Mandeloff, 
quartermaster corps, who struck Serg. 
George W. Iverson, in the course of a 
wrapgle as to whose truck was next in 
turn for duty, the reviewing authority 
found that Mandeloff was "not wholly 
to blame." 

The court martial ordered reduction 
to t h e ranks and forfeiture of hall 
pay for s ix months. General Plum-
mer approved the forfeiture, but not 
t h e reduction to t h e ranks. 

TO B E F E W REJECTIONS. 
Jded^cal examinations of the 15,000 

final increment men were completed 
March 5. At the division surgeon's 
office i t was stated that rejections be­
cause of physical disability would not 
reach more than one per cent. This 
means that local boards will have to 
send only 150 additional men to the 
cantonment.
