WORK OF COUNTY

AGENT OUTLINED

Directors of Farm Bureau Meet—
Will Test Seed Corn, Do Drain-
age Surveying, Etc.

The Directors of the Kandiyohi
County Farm Bureau had a meeting
in the Court House at Willmar, April
10th. Some gf the things they did
in out-lining the work of the bureau

for the coming year, and directing
the activities of the county agent will
undoubtedly be of interest to you.

The County Commissioners appro-
priated one thousand dollars toward
supporting the work during the com-:
ing year.

On account of the seed corn situa-
tion this year it was decided that the
county agent should devote a good
share of his time until planting time,
working on the seed corn problem.
It was decided, since there is such a
demand among farmers this year to
have their corn tested, that the county
agent arrange with the High School
Agriculture Teachers at Willmar and

to do the testing. The boys to be
paid for their time and a charge of
fifty cents be made for testing each
sack or bushel of seed corn. Since
such arrangement have been complet-
ed and we will be able to ear test
quite a large quantity of corn before
planting time. We are making three
grades that we think suitable for (1)
Hills, (2) Drills, (3) Rejected. There
is no charge for testing ten ear samp-
les of corn. Samples may be mailed
to Mr. Hookem, or left at the Indus-
trial Building, Willmar, or may be sent
to Mr. Davison or left at the High
School, New London.

Arrangements have been made for
surveying and drainage surveying will
be done as far as time will permit in
any part of the county absolutely free
of any charge. Farmers to furnish
lath or stakes for their job.

In cases ‘of hog cholera and other
contagious diseases the county agent
is to do everything he can to help
control the disease, but he is to do no
vaccinating. )

It was decided to conduct a county
pig growing contest in co-operation
with the State Extention Division.

It is also planned that the Farm
Bureau and County Agent help the
farmers of the county in every way
possible in the exchange of live stock,
and seeds, and in securing farm labor.

It was voted to allow Mr. E. L.
Rodegeb County Agent, to secure
necessary office help and equipment
for carrying on the work. At present
no definite arrangements have beea
made regarding office, but a place will
be fitted up as soon as possible. Un-
til then Mr. Rodegeb may be reached
by telephoning his residence at Will-
mar, phone 713. Whenever his serv-
ices are needed it is suggested that an
appointment or arrangement be made
a few days in advance if possible.

ENROLL FOR THE NAVY

An opportunity seldom equalled is
now being offered by the United States
Navy in a new, great drive, recently
ordered. It allows men to emroll in
the Naval Reserve Force and remain
on inactive duty for an indefinite
period. !

Advices to this effect have just been
received from Lieutenant George A.
Treadwell, of the
cruiting Station, in charge of Naval
recruiting interests in Minnesota and
North Dakota. Inactive duty, the dis-
patch indicates, allows men to remain
it home or at their respective occu-
pations, sometimes for months, before
being called. While no definite time
can be set for the calling of the re-
cruits into active services, the pro-
babilities are that men who enroll
now will not be called before Fall,

The new order does not exclude
draft registrants. All men in the draft
who secure certificates from their
tocal boards to the effect that they are
not required to fill any current quotas
of the National army are eligible.
