State Safety Commission Issues Or-
der To Insure Employment of
All Idle Persons.

There is a job for every one at this
time and not a single ounce of energy
must or will be wasted, according tc
Order No. 37, adopted by the State
Safety Commission at its meeting last
week.

The provisions of the Order No. 37
are such as to still further solve the
farm labor proposition. The passage
of the Order is the latest and most
pcpular of a long series of plans that
have had their inception as well as
practical application with the Public
Safety Commission.

The Order provides that every male
person above 16 years of age must be
employed or give good and sufficient
excuse for his jdleness. It is not
expected that professional loafers are
good material for farm hands, yet if
they were employed in some capacity
it will release labcr more desirable
for the use of the farmer who wants
first class help.

Especially important is this Order
at this time when every ounce of
available man power must be con-
served and employed in order to assist
in the production .f food and all other
articles essential for war purposes.
The Order goes further than a sim-
ilar federal order, known as the “Work
or Fight” ruling, as it makes th® age
limit 16 years and makes it obligatory
upon the sheriff of the county to en-
force its provisions, in co-operation
with all peace, municipal and special
peace officers.

While many of the orders of the
Commission as war measures have
been about as popular as war itself,
Order No. 37 is popular with every-
body except the shirker and loafer.
