Recruiting News.

Present indications arg that Congress
will soon take action to change the
draft age from 21 to 31 xears, so that
the draft will include all men between
the ages of 18 to 45 years. Strong
pressure has been broughkt to bear on
Congress for an increase in the draft
uge limits, and the general belief
among men in close touch with the
situation is that speedy action will
be taken in the matter,

War industries in all parts of the
country are lagging because of a short-
age of labcr. Various branches of the
United States Army, particularly the
Engineers and signal corps, are in
need of skilled machanics and artisans
of all kinds. The “Work or Fight” law
is expected to relieve the situation
somewhat, but it is doubtful 4f it will
bring enough men into the Army and
into the hundreds of government work-
shops to make army cfficers change
their plans. Secretary of War Baker,
and Provost Marshall Genetral Crowder
are both emphatically in favor of the
change, and have gone so far with
their plan that a bill already is practi-
cally ready for introduction in the
House.

Voluntary enlistments in the Army
have taken a marked slump since the
first of June, and strenuous effcrts will
be necessary in Minnesota during the
next week if the state is to main-
tain its present position in relation
to the other recruiting districts of the
country.. The Minnesota District has
been the banner district for the past
three months, and Major John D. Yost,
RRecruiting Officer for the District, dces
not want to see this state supplanted
by another.

Single men within the age limits
of the proposed new draft regulation
are urged to get in touch with their
nearest Army Recruiting Office and get
placed before the new order is in
force. All branches of the service are
cpen at the present time and afford ex-
cellent opportunities for advancement.

MECHANICS ARE
NEEDED IN ARMY

An Appeal From Fort Sam Hous-
ton Contains Information about
U. S. Service.

1. According to a statement made
by Major Mark L. Ireland, Quarter-
master Corps, U. S. A, who is in com-
mand of the extensive automobile re-
pair shops at Fort Sam Houstcn, Tex-
as, the great need in the present war
is Motor Transportation. And the
greatest problem arising in ccnnection
with motor transportation is to keep it

available at all times for service. In
order to accomplish this the Govern-

ment is in actual need of automobile
mechanics and men possessing quali-
fications making them desirable in

and abcut automobile repair indus-
tries,

0

The repair shops at Fort Sam
Houston are designated by the War
Department to take care of the motor
transportation south of Kansas and
west of Mississippi, which means that
the great number of motor driven ve-
hicles involved in service within the
confines c¢f the territory mentioned
are dependent upon the repair shops
at Fort Sam Houston for overhauls.

3. The education and training of
men for this class of service with
the Army is one of the principal fac-
tors of the shops located at Fcrt Sam
Houston. Adequate instruction is giv-
en the men to gqualify for service with
mechanical units for service in his
country and abroad. A large percent-
age of Americans in this section of the
country are somewhat surprised to
know that such an organization exists
at Fort Sam Houston, where men are
daily being received for training in the
particular duties connected with mo-
tors and motor transportation.

4, There exists at the present time
urgent need of men who have had ex-
perience in the following trades:

Auto Repairer, Mechanical Engin-
eer, Battery Repairmen, Mechanical
Auto Repair, Blacksmith, Mechanical
Wcod Worker, Carpenter, Motorcycle
Repairer, Harness Maker, Painter,
Helper, Harness Maker, Sheet Metal
Worker, Helper, Auto Repair Mechan-
ic, Plumber, Inspector, Motor Vehicle,
Tire Repairer, Machine Tool Inspec-
tor, Tool Maker, Machinist, Trimmer,
Automobile, Machinist Helper, Welder,
Magneto Repairer, Wheelwright, Cook.

5. Captain Ned Horton, Q. M. R. C,,
Executive Officer of Quartermaster
Mechanical Repair Shop No. 304, at
Fort Sam Houston, who is well known
in and about the Brownsville dis trict,
when interviewed, stated that the op-
portunities open to men for service
in this shop are beyond comprehensicn
of civilians. Whileitis well known that
the Navy has had in operation training
schools for a number of years past, the
Army has never before operated train-
ing institutions such as the one in ex-
istence at Fort Sam Houston, for the
reason that the requirements of the
Army in the past have been adequately
met by adjunctive departments attach-
ed tc corps or regiments. In the pres-
ent emergency, it has been recognized
by the higher officials that the meth-
ods pursued in the past could no-long-
er meet the exigencies of the service,
and as a consequence the great re-
pair shops have sprung into existence,
with the end in view of providing me-
chanical education and training for
suitable men.

6. The Government has been ex-
tremely generous in the apportionment
¢f non-commissioned grades, and a
large percentage of the officers now
serving with the shops have been pro-
moted to commissioned officers from
the ranks of the enlisted personnel
An instance of advancement is Lieut-
enant Ira A. Tedder, well known in
the Brownsville district. Lieutenant
Tedder offered his services to the
Gcvernment as an enlisted man; with-
in a short time his ability was recog-
nized and he was promoted to First
Lieutenant in the Quartermaster Corps
and is at this time in charge of one
of the principal departments of the
shops. The instance cited is but ong
of many where men of energy and
ability have been promoted to admin-
istrative positions in the shops.

7. Any man, whether in the draft
age or otherwise, who has had exper-
ience along the lines above indicated,
is requested to write without delay to
the Commanding Officer of Quarter-
master Mechanical Repair Shop No.
304, Fort Sam Houston, Texas, who
will furnish full particulars concern-
ing pay, Gevernment allowances, and
other subject matter indicating oppor-
tunities that are open to men possess-
ing qualifications making them desir-
able for duty with this organization.

2. Much difficulty is encountered in
the failure of candidates for enlist-
ment to grasp the value of these bene-
fits classed under the heading of al-
lowances. To illustrate this point, a
case will be taken of a man who has
a wife and one child, a dependent mo-
ther, father-in-law and grand-mother-
in-law, but who is himself possessed
only of the qualifications sufficient for
a position as unskilled laborer. The
value of his pay and allowances per
month are:

It must be clearly undérstood that
several of the above items vary—cloth-

ing with the conditions of service; val-

ue of medical attendance with the size
of the family and its health condi-
tions; compensations with conditions
as to number of dependent relatives,
whether the soldier dies in the service
or throws an additional burden upon
the family by being frcm partially to
totally disabled; also the value of the
rations fluctuates with market prices
and is not paid to a soldier when he
obtains his meals in Camp. The sav-
ings by purchasing for the soldier's
family in the Government commis-
sary depends upon the proximity of his
family to the commissary and the
number in his immediate family. It
is not permissible for him to purchase
for any persons who do not eat at
his own board.

Government Insurance.

3. In addition to the above, the gol-
dier may insure himself for any
amount between $1,000 and $10,000, in
increments of $500.00 at a cost of 64c
per month for age 20; 66c per month
for age 25; 69c per month for age 30;
and S8lc per month for age 40. In case
of his death, the insurance is paid in
monthly installments for 20 years at
the rate of $5.76 per thousand dollars
of insurance. In case of disabflity,
payment is made monthly at the same
rate during the life of the insured. It
he dies beiore 20 years expire, pay-
ments for the balance of the 20 years
go to his heirs, If he lives 50 years,
the payments <continue until he is
dead.

Destinction Between Three Classes

of Bengfits.

4, No soldier can claim more than
$50.00 per mcnth in FAMILY ALLOW-
ANCE. Family allowance does not
apply to officers. The maximum al-
lowance under COMPENSATION for
a large family and total disability of
the soldier, requiring constant attend
ance of a nurse,, runs above $100 per
month. If a soldier has had the fore-
thought to take cut $10,000 worth of
GOVERNMENT INSURANCE there
will be added to the compensation due
his family in case of death or disa-
ability a sum of $57.50 per month.

Promotion.

5. A man who is more than an un-
skilled laborer is promptly promoted
te Private First Class. A man who is
in the helper class is made Corporal.
A man capable of independent werk
is made Sergeant. Men of special
skill or who show ecapacity for fore-
manship are promoted to Sergeant
first class, Quartermaster Sergeant or
Quartermaster Sergeant Senior Grade.
It will be noted that some of these
higher non-commissioned grades real-
ly pay the soldier with a family better
than some of the commissioned grades
A man may become a candidate fer
commission immediately upon enter-
ing the service. He cannot be examin-
ed until he has completed three (3)
month’s service.

WHAT KANSAS DID

“Soft” Town Men Made Good by
Harvesting Wheat.

Men from towns and cities—"soft”
town men,” if you please—are harvest-
ing the great wheat crop of the Mid-
dle West and the West,

Of course, it “couldn’t be done!”
The professional pessimists persistent-
ly proved very ccnclusively that it
was utterly impossible and altogether
ridiculous even to attempt it. “Town
riff-raff and soft, office pen-pushers

for the farm!” they sneered. “Why
the farmers won't stand it. And the
town people can't stand it! Dear!

Dear! what an inefficient Government!
Why doesn’t Washington press a but-
ton, or something, and send plenty of
permanent, experienced farm labor to
the farmers?”

But, strangely enough, the farmers
did stand for it, and strangely enough
the worn weaklings did stand the hard
work. Perhaps they hadn't read the
lamentations of the Can’t-Do-It-Crowd
and didn't know they were foredoomed
to failure. Perhaps they were maore
interested in whipping the Kaiser than
in hearing reasons why they were sure
to fall down on the job. Perhaps, be-
ing plain, every-day Americans who
are so absurd as to-have assurance
they can do anything, they just went
ahead with confidence calmness and—
did it!

The Government agricultural De-
partment had been urging in every
community—that town men go to
work in agricultural territory adjacent
to them during emergency farm-labor
needs of cultivation or harvest. Kans-
as started an intensive campaign for
the enrollment of town and city vol-
unteers for harvest labor. Kansas
made ready to shut up shop during
the harvest period. Kansas prepared
to subordinate every activity, for a
few weeks, to the one supreme jcb
of saving the big wheat crop. From
every town and city in the State men,
women and boys, in such numbers as
were necessary, went to the fields; the
men to work as harvest hands, the
women to cook for the volunteer army
of harvesters, the bcys to fit in wher-
ever they could best serve. This Kan-
sas harvest army of nearly 100,000
men did the job. All the outside help
that could be secured was used, of
course, but by far the largest part of
the help came from right at home—the
“goft town men” who just simply
couldn’'t do it, and who wouldn't be
tolerated by the farmers!

And, in just the same way, the war-
winning wheat crops will be harvested
in Nebraska and Minnesota and North
Dakota and South Dakota! In just
the same way, when necessary and
where necessary, crops will be saved
in every State.

Our State will do likewise! True,
it can't be done! The faint-hearted
and the Hun-hearted will tell you so
on every hand—so, do it! -

Boy Scouts Busy Gardening
and Finding Black Walnut

Gardening activities are again in
full swing, and members of the Boy
Sccuts of America are lending sub-
stantial aid, doing yeoman service
under the slogan “Every Scout to
Feed a Soldier.” .

Their untiring energy and patriotic
service in this regard are big factors
in helping Uncle Sam and his allies
to win the war.

The scouts have also been called
into highly important Government
service to take a census of all black
walnut trees for the War Depart-
ment, to be used in making gun
stocks and airplane propellers.

They are also raising the castor oil
bean. This is by Government request.

Their enthusiasm in increasing the
available amount of castor oil in the
country was awakened when it was
found that the Government needed it
for the army airplanes which some
day will be flying by thousands over
the German lines.

W. W. Stockbridge of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture says it is hoped
to secure a large crop of castor beans
to be used in the production of oil
necessary for the airplane service.

Castor oil appears to be the most
satisfactory lubricant which has yet
been found for certain types of air-
plane engines, and for this reason the
War Department finds it necessary
to secure much larger supplies of
castor oil than have hitherto been
available.

When in motion the left rear tire
rolls along comfortably on the smooth
middle portion of the road, while the
right rear gets the rough going on the
off-side—the sharp edges of the as-
phalt, the rocks and 1uts and is more
likely to encounter objects thrown on
the side of the road. Then again the
rear tire bears the brunt of the stop-
ping, sometimes sliding—a majority
of the wear falling on the right rear.
The tire receiving the next hardest
usage is the left rear, then the right
front and last the left front. So when
your right rear begins tc show signs
of wear, and you wish to spare it, put
it on the left front wheel. And like-
wise change your left rear to the
right front.
