SWEEP STATE 

Thousands Burned to Death in 
Northern Minnesota. 19 Towns 

in Ruins. 
Minnesota has just suffered the 

greatest calamity in its history. More 
than a thousand persons have perish­
ed. 20,000 people are destitute, 50,000 
people are homeless, nineteen towns 
are in ruins and many others damag­
ed, and the property loss may reach 
a hundred million dollars. Forest 
fires last Saturday and Sunday swept 
over an area extending from Bemidji 
to Duluth, forty to sixty miles wide. 
Fanned by a strong wind the tinder-
dry wood country was over-run by the 
flames with the speed and power of a 
tornado. The suffering, misery and 
heart-rending agonies caused connot 
be described in words. It will tax the 
resources of the entire state to fur­
nish the immediate relief necessary, 
to assist the sufferers, and Willmar 
and Kandiyohi county should do their 
share.

The theatres did 
not open on Monday, and the schools 
are closed until further notice. 

Information as to the present status 
of the epidemic is rather indefinite, 
as the overworked physicians have 
not reported each day. The number 
of cases have increased somewhat. 
Two deaths have been reported at 
Willmar. Mrs. Lewis Berg, on Camp­
bell Avenue, passed away, this morn­
ing, and1 Miss Ltllie Olson, daughter of 
John M. R. Olson died Tuesday. There 
are several critical cases in the city. 

Granite Falls is In the grip otighe 
Spanish Influenza, and furnishes^fa, 
object lesson of the danger of Un 
epidemic if it secures a foothold. One 
doctor, Dr. S. A. Berg, and one dentist; 
Dr. G. T. Hart, have diecL from the dis­
ease and another local doctor, Kerns, 
is ill and there are more than two 
hundred cases in the village. Physi­
cians and nurses from outside towns 
have given what assistance they 
could. Drs. Davison and Frost of 
Willmar were there on Monday and 
Dra. Sandven, Jacobs and Branton 
worked there yesterday. The Mayor 
and council of .that city hare taken 
drastic steps to stop spread of the 
disease and have arranged to turn 
the City Hall into a hospital. •
