“The W. C, T. U. has a radiant his-
tory but in these days of acid test un-
less she has a useful, practical present
and a promiseful future, she makes
little appeal to the busy bustling
world. We are thankful that the or-
ganization has just this energizing,
vitalizing, spiritualizing force. Miss
Willard’s definition of the W. C. T. U.
is as true today as when she gave it
utterance, “The W. C. T. U. stands for
the protection of the home, the aboll-
tion of the liquor traffic and the tri-
umph of Christ’s golden rule in cus-
tom and in law.’

“In these days of materialism, we
will do well to stop often and take
account of stock.

Made up
of a cosmopolitan contituency, know-
ing no platform, creed, faith or party,
but a common humanity, she obvious-
ly cannot stand for other tenets, and
it was the express direction of the
government when it called women to
service in this great body, that it did
not mean to undermine or disturb any
other existing social or moral agen-
cies. Communities suffering a moral
lapse because of the breakdown of
moral and spiritual agencies, have
broken the morale of that center, even
tho the quota of bandages and socks
have gone far ‘over the top.’” There
is a definite place in every community
for the W. C. T. U. else it has no
cause for being. Miss Willard, loyal
churchwoman that she was, said, ‘if
the church could and would do the
work that the W. C. T. U. is formed
to do, I would favor no other organi-
zation. Is there mo place in your
community for the W. C. T. U.? Then
it must be that every person is a total
abstainer; there must be no boys
learning the use of tobacco, and no
unscrupulous persons who will keep
them supplied with it; there must be
no young people ready for the lessons
in personal purity; no silly women be-
ing led captive by the delusive and
dangerous patent medicines; no latent
emissary of the trade, who would for
greed of gain slip back to possess the
land as soon as the public conscience

'is believed to be drowsy. Alas, there

axe, few such communities, hence, we
must in addition to the bandages and
the knitting, obey the scriptural in-
junction, ‘this ought ye to have done,
and not have left the other undonse.’
“We must interpret the call of the

government aright and SUPPLE-

What Has Becomme of the Breweries
Compelled by Prohibition to Change
Their Business?

When prohibition is enacted the
brewers do not “go out of business;”
they “go into business.”

While breweries lend themselves
most readily and with the least change
to the manufacture of ice and to cold
storage purposes, the products manu-
factured in such plants include soap,
vinegar, butter cheese, ice cream,
canned clams, syrups, denatured alco-
hol, pottery, malted milk, yeast, dry
cells, chemicals, paint, varnish and
loganberry juice, soft drinks, and
many other useful articles.

The Coors brewery of Goden, Colo.,
is doing twice the business making
malted milk and pottery it did when
it was a liquor-manufacturing estab-
lishment. The sales force has in-
creased from one man to twenty-eight.
The payroll has increased from eighty
persons to two hundred, recetving 25
per cent better pay. The beer market
was limited while the pottery selling
machine is already international.

The new regulation means the
changing of the hotel rules concern-
ing the serving of sugar. A. D. Wil-
son, faderal food administrator for
Minnesota, and Walter A. Pocock,
chairman of hotels and restaurants for
the food administration in Minnesota,
have issued the following rules:

Sugar will not be served unless pa-
tron requests it.

To aid in interpreting a teaspoon
of sugar, according to the three pound
ration, we suggest that 60 teaspoons
to the pound will be considered a rea-
sonable amount.

Sixty teaspoons to one pound—three
pounds per every ninety meals—equals
one hundred eighty teaspoons per
ninety meals or six teaspoons of su-
Ear per day per person.

Bix level t-aspoons for three meals
squals one and one-half ounces.

Two teaspoons per meal equals one-
half -ounce, the allowance.

One ‘teaspoon of sugar for a cup of
tea or coffes.

One teaspoon of sugar for cereals.

One teaspoon of sugar for grape
truit.

Discourage the use of sugar on
sweet fruits.

Do not serve sugar with sliced ba-.
nanas or oranges. (Most places dis-
continuing the service of ‘these -fruits
sliced.)

Cut down sugar in ples, pastries,
puddings, etc., to one-half the amount
usually used, or less.

Do not serve -sugar with cocoa or
thocolate. '

Do not serve sugar for sliced to-
matoes or for baked apples, pies, pas-
tries, puddings and other prepared
sweet dishes, that already have had
sugar added to them ‘in their prepara-
tiom.

Concerning this latest order Mr. Po-
cock says:

“The new regulations are made up
of the better parts of two previous
bulletins issued here, including the
new regulations. The order is still in
effect that the sugar bowls and large
containers must be kept off the table
and lunch counter, nor may they ba
brought to the table or lunch counter.
Officials ef the United States food ad-
ministration say that Minnesota ho-
tels, restaurants and clubs have made
the best record in the country on han-
dling the sugar bowl proposition. This
reputation we must maintain. The
food administration has allowed the
public eating places a ration of three
pounds of sugar per every mninety
meals—this allowance, which s ef-
fective at onece, to cover sugar used
In cooking and otherwise. The above
rules, which are being 1ssued through-
out the state to hotels, restaurants,
clubs and boarding houses, may seem
In kindergarten form, but experience
has taught us that we cannot be-too
explicit in the explanations of and sug-
gestions for the carrying out of these
peders.”

Steel, wood fibre and cotton, each Music

in its turn, have been experimented
with but to no result.

Steel tires are durable enough but
they fail in all three essentials. They
fail to give traction, they transmit vi-
bration to the truck mechanism and
they do not cushion the load. Even
with air used as a cushion beneath a
steel tire results were unsatisfactory.
This construction proved resilient at
slow speeds, but at high speeds the
inertia of the rim prevented the tire
from acting quickly enough to absorb
the road shocks and it also failed to
give traction.

Wood blocks and wood fiber were
retired after they failed to display
resilience, much less the durability
of steel. Cotton fabric, likewise, bow-
ed to rubber after a trial. The cotton
fabric was highly compressed and ap-
plied. It was fairly resilient but lack-
ed tractive grip and hence was useless
on a vehicle which propels itself by
power delivered at the rims of its
