_ The Suffraget Victory.

The Suffragets who daily Prequent
the Legislative Hall n constantly in:
creasing numbers are apparently go-
ing to get everything they ask for so
far as the House 18 concerned. A
memorial to Congress requesting the
submission of the Susan B. Anthony
Amendment and a state constitutional
amendment . granting: full suffrage
were passed-early in the session. This
week a bill went through, 103 to 24,
granting women the right to vote for
presidential electors. Rep. Adams
sought to limit this right to women
who could speak and write the Eng-
lish language, but his motion was de-
feated. - Bills are pending to author-
ize women to take part in the primary
and ¢ity elections and enlarge their
rights in other respects. It is expect-
ed that the Senate will attack these
measures on constitutional grounds.
The women have entrusted their cause
to Theo. Christianson and Charley
Warner, acknowledged House leaders.
The Senate killed the suffrage consti-
tional amendment, forty to twenty-one
and are considering the other bills on

1] that subject.

Weich’s Bank Guaranty.

The bill introduced by Hon. A. C.
Welch, the League Floor leader as-
sessing a tax on all bank deposits to
create a sinking fund to repay all de-
positors in full who have money de-

ing with most determined opposition
fromy some national banks and big
trust companies.- ‘Many smaller banks
and some broad minded bankers favor
the measure, arguing that the tax will
be very small and often nothing at all,
while the results would be increased
confidence and- large deposits. Some
bitter enemies -of the League are in-
clined to oppose the measure on ac-
count of its authorship as they do not
want the League to get any credit for
good legislation.
" Free Passes for Law Makers.

Rep. Nimocks of Minneapolis, he of
the Red Flag notoriety, has introduc-
ed a bill that has been approved by
the House Committee on Ralilroads
requiring all railway companies to
furnish free transportation to legis-
lators. It is estimated that such a
law would indirectly raise the law-
maker’s galary from-one-fourth to one-
half and the rallroads would pay Iit.
Rep. Skaim, the vigilant League mem-
ber from Becker strongly opposed the
measure in the committee, It is hard-
ly likely the bill will become a law at
this session. Should it be reached
for consideration its opponents will
probably amend it to death by adding
ludicrous and foolish provisions, as
many members like to make sport
of Nimocks - when the opportunity
offers.

More Bills.

The number of bills presented in the
House now approaches the 900 mark,
with nearly two thirds as many in the
Senate. It is simply impossible in a
90 day session for any body of men to
properly handle and give con-
sideration to such a vast nufmber of
proposals to change existing statutes.
Of course many of these bills are
duplicates, but a sufficient number
propose changes of a more or less
important nature in the laws. Some
members feel that to make a record
they must introduce numerous bills,
sometimes twenty and thirty, and
even more. Good legislative records
are more often made by helping to kill
vicious measures and alding to pass a
few really meritorious laws. :

Some Good Measures.
The Tonnage Tax bill introduced

.| by Mr. Welch by which some $7,000,-

000 in additional revenue will be de-
rived from a source well able to pay
it stands at the head of the list. The
next in importance is a bill to tax
mine royalties or moneys derived
from leasing iron mines, a measure
fathered by the League members in
both the House and the Senate.
Should these two bills gafely pass the
Governor they should unless appropri-
ations are increased cut the ordinary
taxes on the average about one-fourth.

Reduced Interest Rates.

Delay Under Fire. |

Rep. Dilley of St. ‘Paul has aroused
‘the ire of the manufacturers of pat-
ent ‘medjcines, Jemon and other ex-
tracts and that class of goods by the
introduction of ' a bill ‘limiting the
amount of alecohol in any of them to
5 cent. He says some of these
preparations contain as much as 76
.percent. Dilley won the wvictory in
the Committee and the Drys will like-
ily put the measure through.
A Viclous Measure.
The Senate has passed a bill to
regulate the starting of new banks. It
provides among.other things that no
icharter or permit may be issued if the
new venture would have a tendency
to effect the solvency of existing
‘banks. It no doubt is almed at pro-
posed Non-partisan League banks in
‘rural communities. The State Securi-
ties Commission is granted full and
final authority to determine whether
ior not the volume of business at.the
proposed location named is sufficient
to justify starting the new enterprise.
A strong effort will be made to kill
this measure in the House.
Two New Sources of Revenue.

It has developed through Nonparti-
san League activities that a proper
and just tax on iron ore and mine
royalties, money receiving from leas-
ing mine, would bring in nearly $15,
000,000, about one-fourth of all the
taxes now collected by the state—
Sources which now practically escape
taxation. The parties whom this tax
would reach include the Rockefellers,
the Hills and others of great power
and influence, so there is no wonder
that the papers controlled by big busi-
ness ‘are bitter against the League.

A Bill Killed. J

Among the bills killed in the Senate
are the two introduced for the pur-
pose ,of making it easier to amend
the state constitution by requiring
only a majority of those voting on the
measure to carry it instead of a ma-
jority of all voting at the election.

The Bone-dry BIll.
It now'looks as if the Bone Dry

will meet defeat. . Many members feel
that Uncle Sam should make the first
move in this matter. The national
dry amendment doés not go into eﬂect
until Jan. 20, 1920, and there is’a
strong feeling in favor of passing the
buck over to the next legislature.
This is indicated by the Senate's re-
fusal to make a 40. mile dry 2zone
around Indian reservations.
Christian Scientists Win.

About 1000 Christian Scientists be-

designed to compel them to give to
their children treatment and medi-
cine that might be prescribed by
boards of health.

To License Egg Dellen.

Sen. Orr, a city member has intro-
duced a bill to license all the eEE
dealers and to require eggs “to be
candled” when purchased and when
sold.

.To Destroy the Barberry.

A bill introduced by Sen. Lummings
to destroy all rust producing barberry
bushes, which means all but the Pap-
anese Varieties has passed the Senate
and will doubtless become a law. This
is an effort to stamp out the white
pine blister rust under the direction
of state entomologists.

" Hays visits the Legislature.

Hon. H. W. Hays of Indiana, chair-
man of the national republican com-
mittee visited the Legislatyre and
upon invitation briefly addressed the
Senate on “Americanism.” He was
non-committal on the Suffrage ques-
tion which aroused the ire of the radi-
cal suffragets. His address which
did not touch upon party policies was
received with a rising vote of thanks.

Notes.

How many of the law makers from
country districts told their constitu-
ents while making the campaign for
election that they would vote to re-
peal the direct primary law? And how
many of them would have won out if
they had? It is some gatisfaction to
know that another election day is
coming and the people will not for-
get. A few years ago the organized
farmers made a hard fight to prohibit
‘railway companies from giving free
passes to the law makers, and since
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that time railroad influence in politics
has been on the wane. Now Rep.
Nimocks proposes to compel the rail-
roads by law to furnish these con-
venient paste boards as an act of
charity. It is to be hoped that no

the supporters of such a measure.

The “Big Three” In the House,
Adams, Warner and Theo. Christian-
son, do not always agree, the latter
being generally the more progressive,
but they do get together on the propo-
sition that the Nonpartisan League
should be eliminated as a political
factor in Minnesota. Some day will
they explain why? I am certain that
the steel trust, lumber barons, bene-
ficiaries of mine royalties and the pro-
fit hogs in general would agree with
them, but their hopes and desires are
not likely to be realized.

QOutside of the Laagua mamhers the
well meaning legislators may be di
vided into two classes; those who vote
against measures because they are
favored by the League and those who
vote for or against bills purely on
their merit.

For putting in their time in learn-
ing the ways of legislation and indus-
triously studying the effect of pro-
posed laws commend me to the
League farmers with scarcely an ex-
ception. Two years hence they will
be fully qualified for the job of lead-
ers in putting in effect the League
program.
Col. Wilkinson of Washington seems
to be a party all by himself, He says
he has no time for the League and
apparently has no consuming love for
big business interests. If I am not
mistaken the hour will come before
the end of the session when Rep.
