" TO A 50 CENT DOLLAR IN.A
QUARTER OF A CENTURY

ho ere we have lived for a quarter
of a'chntury I have been compelled to go
ver” the attic. In so doing I have_run
across files of old- érs—The New
1886 and The Will-
‘mar Tribune when it was a wee little
baby fighting for dear life against the
money power of the panic days of Grov-
er Cleveland. In looking here and there
through the first columns of the Tri-
bune - 1- was astounded at the change
that has taken place since then in our
‘monetary system, or rather in the so
called of value the dollar. I
thought maybe you would publish some
.of these cogitations, reminiscences and
reflections and so I sat-down and began
to write. Now whatever I -may say is
not in a spirit of criticism of any” man
or party past or present. I know well
enough that a. man of my age cannot
understand the present era, he c¢an only
relate what he through and stand
wondering at the present panorama that
now unfolds before him:
Our complaint in 1894 was that we
had a 200 cent dollar—judging by its
purchasing power—exchange value and
that is of course the only real value of
a dollar. A dollar whether of gold.
silver, paper or wampum is not a food,
raiment, nor an ornament, but simply a
token to exchange for something to eat
and wear. In 1894 dollars were few,
because the per capita circulation was
small and the demand for dollars was
great, because we were all in debt and
needed dollars to pay it with, S0
the dollar was valuable, that is, ita
exchange value was great and goods
were cheap. :
Butter was from 10 to 15 cents' a
pound, oats 20 to 256 and wheat 50 to
76 cents a.bushel. The best kind of a
cow sold for less than 20 dollars; hogs
were from 3 to 5 cents, In Willmar
Tribune April 9, 1896 Rodlun and John-
son had an ad. stating what one dol-
lar would buy of the different necessi-
ties of life as follows:

pounds -Apricots
pounds Peaches
pounds Prunes
pounds Raisins

In other words as compared with half
a dozen years later we had then a 200
cent dollar TMe creditor class was in
clover the debtor class was practically
b pt. It was agalnst this rotten
deal of the creditor element of the
nation that populism protested.

Fortunately just then Klondyke be-
gan to mine and South Africa to in-
crease its output of gold and this re-
lieved the situation and averted what
no doubt would have.ended in revolu-
tion in this country. The enormous
output of gold during the closing years
of the 19th century made the dollar a
fairly honest dollar and prices continu-
ally rose, that is, the dollar went down
until there was a fair deal to both
creditor and debtor, and times became
pProsperous.

Let us then say that we had a falr
and equitable dollar In 1913, and had
ever since the large supply of gold
stabilized it during the last few Yyears
of the last century.

Why then has the dollar gone down
in vaiue to about one half since then?
The war, you say? But how does the
war affect the dollar? Because money
like any other commodity obeys the
laws of supply and demand—when It is
abundant its exchange values goes down,
when scarce it goes up.

Our per capita circulation now
very, very large—I don't know just
how large but undoubtedly three or
four times what it was In 1895, The
gold of e Allies came here for war
material before we went to war and in-
creased our per capita. Then we have
the federal banking institution which
is nothing more nor less than a fiat
money making machine. We have heard
all kinds of talk about the old green
back system. Under that Congress did
make legal tender fiat money but that
was limited by specific acts of Con-
gress. Our Federal Reserve Banks can
now issue fiat money without limit—
that is, it can extend credit upon what
its officers deem good collaterals—which
serves the same as money by enhanc-
ing its efficiency and causing inflation.

Now what is the real trouble with
us now? Money inflation. We have the
gold standard nominally but in fact we
have a paper money inflation worse than
during greemback times after the Civil
War. We have travelled from a 200
cents gollar in 1894 to a 650 cents dollar
in 1919,

Now then what? If this state of
affairs continues— and some wise men
say it will—then all the debts contract-
ed before the late war, all the obliga-
tions entered into before the war can
and will be pald in 50 cent dollars.
Every long time contract entered into
before the war Involving the orphans
and widows and their insurance money
—all halved! think of the saving's bank
deposits not to speak of public and
private debt.

We heard all these arguments during
the debates on the money gquestion 25
years ago, why don’'t statesmen—philo-
sophers howl now? Are they afraid
to touch this delicate question lest the
whole industrial and social structure
turns topsy turvy?

1 am not rejoicing over the arrival
of the 50 cent dollar—I am only curious
to see how wise statesmen will handle
the naughty animal. Owur people are
now intoxicated on groaperity. on an
abundance of cheap dollars. How are
we going to stop the debauch? We have
got the remedy of course— the Federal
Bank can refuse credit—can contract
the circulation—and that is practically
the only thing that will lower prices
generally

But that would be 1llke sobering up a
drunken man and that is not a pleasant
experience. Politicians lack the moral
courage to do this. The public wants
more cheap money booze and will no
doubt get it until delirilum tremens sets
in and bring the public to its senses.

But may be this 60 cent dollar is a
good thing after all. ¥ be we may
learn from it that chasing dollars is
after all not the only thing to live for.
Why should & man lay up a whole lot
of prospective income in dollars when
he dont know what that dollar will be
worth to him when he gets it? Rather
then, acquire a small farm or business
that always will be worth some thing
of real value in life. That was the
way our forbears did before money
chasing became all of life and they
lived, it seems, happier than we do.
