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WASHINGTON, D. C—Th% peace 
treaty Is signed. The war is officially 
at an end. It is now a question witn 
us of whether the senate is gcing to 
agree to the final document. Our 
situation is peculiar in that in almost 
no other important country is the ad­
ministration independent of the legis­
lative branch and, therefore, able to 
go ahead without regard for the law­
making body. Other peace delegates 
were directly responsible to their re­
spective legislatures. 

Indications seem to point to a rati­
fication of the league of nations as 
worked out and the peace treaty by 
the senate in spite of seemingly strong 
opposition developed. Much of this 
opposition was G. O. P. talk. More 
fundamentally it was the expression 
of big interest fears that certain 
groups of foreign capitalists were get­
ting an unfair chance at the spoils. 
The peace conference attended to 
these grievances, and now the sen­
ators, such as Knox and Lodge, and 
the controlled press are gradually 
shifting to a favorable position. Sen­
ators who oppose the treaty on prin­
ciple are too few to carry the senate. 

The league of nations goes into ef­
fect when the different states have 
formally ratified it, just as our own 
Constitution became the law after rat­
ification by the allied states of Ameri­
ca. 

W I L S O N APPROVES A L L 
President Wilson's complete praise 

of the treaty does not awaken the 
trust which such a communication 
from him at one time would have 
done. He may be coming back with a 
feeling of personal triumph, but he 
does not bring with him what all the 
progressives hoped for when he set 
out for Europe. He brings a peace 
fashioned on the old diplomacy, and 
he leaves behind at least 18 wars now 
going on and more wars in the mak­
ing. 

Peace Is less possible in the cen­
tral empires, in Poland, in Russia, in 
Italy and even in France than it was 
at the signing of the armistice. That 
the inclusion of the last country is 
not an exaggeration is shown by the 
fact that the government is planning 
to keep the soldiers in the army until 
after election because their votes 
would be hostile. The whole of France 
is covered with strikes against con­
ditions rather than for wage changes. 
In all these things there is a limit 
to what flesh and blood will stand. 

Wilson, as representing the most 
prosperous nation and the country 
which could really dictate except that 
our imperialists opposed, might have 
called off blockades, rushed food and 
supplies to Europe, and declared for 
self determination and so ended a 
number of wars. Instead he has dick­
ered with others in secret diplomacy 
for mere political arrangements, for 
territory and for spheres of influence. 

If his work pleases any in America 
it will be the reactionaries A gen­
eration ago his work might have 
pleased many of the people, but now 
the people are too serious about the 
matter of war and peace to be side­
tracked They are not delighted to 
learn that the peace treaty follows 
the 14 points around which they were 
rallied for the war in the special Wil-
sonian sense 
EAST W A T C H E S N O R T H DAKOTA. 

The success of the North Dakota 
farmers in the referendum election 
has attracted great interest As usual 
the metropolitan press in the East 
picked up the first election returns 
from the cities and announced that 
the farmers had lost. The truth wilt 
probably be presented in an out of the 
way corner or not at all 

At first the Nonpartisan league 
movement attracted only the more 
progressive labor and farmer ele­
ments here Now a great many of 
the more conservative are thoroughly 
alarmed at the growth of radical 
thought in the East They declare 
that the West does not know what 
radicalism is, and they look to the 
League as a kind of safety valve. 
These people the big interests who 
contributed to beat the farmers, and 
the politicians who have the scare of 
their careers in the independent farm­
er-labor -movement, are studying the 
returns in detail. 

FARMERS IN BALKANS. 
Congressman M. Clyde Kelly of 

western Pennsylvania, who has just 
returned to this country from a three 
months' journey through central and 
southeastern Europe, is strongly of 
the opinion that revolutionary chang­
es will make small headway in the 
Balkan countries. 

The reason, according to-Mr. Kelly, 
is found in the fact that the peasants 
of Greece, Turkey and the territory 
comprised in the new Jugo-Slav state, 
are for the most part themselves small 
landowners, cultivating their own soil, 
who could gain little if anything from 
any attempt to redistribute the land 
on a government ownership leasehold 
basis Tenant farming appears to be 
almost nonexistent and the peasants, 
meeting together in the villages to 
discuss and act upon matters of com­
mon interest, have already for some 
years past extracted much of the best 
of the soviet form of government. 

The dictatorship long exerted by the

Turk over southeastern Europe is 
credited by Mr. Kelly with having 
produced this stage of agricultural 
development. He explains that the 
Turkish government, continually bank­
rupt, long ago taxed and comman­
deered the estates and fortunes of the 
great landlords out of existence, and 
that indifference on the part of* the 
authorities then led to democratic 
development by the peasants them­
selves. 

LESSON FOR AMERICA 
Beeause of this condition where 

nearly every peasant has his little 
property and where there are no land 
barons or overseers there is no senti­
ment in the Balkans for further ex­
perimentation, Mr. Kelly says. 

The Pennsylvania congressman, 
who has long been a champion of com­
munity development and co-operative' 
enterprise in the United States, re­
turned from Europe .more than ever 
convinced that advances along this 
line are fundamental to eradicating 
unrest at home. 

N E W PACKER BILL . 
The bills for regulating and break­

ing up the monopoly in the packing 
industry, introduced in senate and 
house this week by Senator Kenyon 
of Iowa and Representative Anderson 
of Minnesota, have the backing of 
Commissioner Colver of the federal 
trade commission, who urges their 
indorsement by food producers every­
where Perhaps he sees no hope of 
thorough remedies in the present re­
actionary congress The Kenyon and 
Anderson bills are identical, but were 
introduced as separate bills in either 
house 

The principal points m the Kenyon 
bill, as pointed out by William Kent 
of the United States tariff commis­
sion, are as follows 

1. A provision which prevents the 
extension of packer control over re­
lated Industries, effectually meeting 
the menace of packer domination over 
food products other than meat. 

2. A clause providing that violation 
of the bill, when enacted, shall place 
the offending business in the hands of 
a receiver who would conduct the busi­
ness in the interests and for the pro­
tection of the public "This," says Mr. 
Kent, "is a new application of the idea 
of receivership Heretofore the 
thought has been that a receivership 
is solely for the protection of the 
owners and creditors of a business " 

3. The provision calling on the 
railroads to provide refrigerator and 
special equipment -cars and prohibit­
ing the packers, all of whom must 
be licensed, from using such cars not 
provided by the railroads after six 
months from the passage of the act. 

The Kenyon bill calls for the ap­
pointment of a commissioner of food­
stuffs, holding office for a term of five 
years, to enforoe the proposed law. 
The bill carries an appropriation of 
$300,000. 

CIVIL WAR MAN CAUGHT. 
Interesting evidence of the way the 

department of justice is working in 
running down "Bolshevik" suspects, 
and an indication of how the $2,000,-
000 just voted by congress for this 
work will be spent is seen in the ex­
periences of Robert Henkle of this 
city, a Civil war veteran 76 years 
of age, who was oaught in the drag­
net for no apparent reason except that 
he is a Socialist. Mr. Henkle tells 
his own story in the following let­
ter: 

"I am a Socialist, but not a mem-
Iter of the local here. I fell into 
the dragnet of the department of jus­
tice on the 14th (June) and was held 
incommunicado for eight days, being 
released Sunday night, the 22nd. 

"There were three others besides 
me, including one woman, incarcer­
ated at precinct No. 1. Smce being 
released the rumor has reached me 
that there are about 200 being de­
tained in various precinct stations in 
the city. 

"The writer of this is a veteran of 
the Civil war, having had the honor 
of serving in the Union cause from 
the beginning to the close of hostili­
ties in 1865. 

"Nor is this all. He had ancestors 
in every war this country's been en­
gaged in, including the War for In­
dependence, the War of 1812 and the 
War with Mexico. 

"He is of southern birth, as all his 
forebears are, being born in Tennes­
see, Wednesday, January 5, 1843, of 
Maryland and Virginia stock—but 
which makes him no better than if 
he'd been born in a lowly manger. 

"This was the first time in more 
than three-quarters of -a century that 
a key was ever turned on him, and 
he's got the first time to ever appear 
as a witness in a court of law. In these 
perilous times no one knoweth what 
the next hour may bring forth. 

"I can't say with the ignorant, 
'Thank God my parents don't know 
of this" They do. But above all 
they know he's not guilty of any vio­
lation of man-made law or the law of 
God or his being.

FOUND IN TREE 

Strang* 8tory of Finding « MummfflecT 
Body In a Tree In Le8ueur 

The Le Sueur News tells, about a 
startling discovery made recently on 
the farm of Mr. Edward Q-leek of 
Ottawa township in the woods' along" 
the river. f IXLS clearing a n&c% of 
land it became necessary to cut down 
a gigantic white oak- tree, which 
broke in falling, disclosing "the fact 
that it was hollow for a distance of 
about 15 feet, beginning several feet 
above the ground and the cavity "end­
ing in a large opening concealed a-
mong the branches of the lower side 
of the tree, which leaned considerably. 
Within this hollow was found by the 
horrified choppers the mummified 
body of a man, not at all decayed, 
but dried and! shriveled! by the lapse 
of time Into something rivaling the 
best Egyptian: art. Mr. Gleek on be­
ing summoned by the frightened labor­
ers, recognized at once in the mum­
my the body of Jean LaRue, a former 
servant of his, who had mysteriously 
disappeared from the farm the 30th 
day of August, 1862. 

On the day, which was during the 
Sioux uprising, a boat load of soldiers 
on their way up the Minnesota river 
from St. Paul to New Ulm, foolishly 
discharged their muskets many times 
as they steamed up the river above 
Henderson, carrying terror to the 
hearts of people along the river who 
were already about to flee from the 
dreaded Indians At LeSueur one of 
the bullets discharged wounded a 
small boy, Cyrus McEwen, in the leg. 

Mr. Gleek says that when LaRue 
heard the firing he seemed to nearly 
lose his reason from fear rushed into 
the house, seized his rifle and some 
other belongings, including about $700 
in money, and fled into the woods 
He must have known of this hollow 
tree, sought to hide there, slipped 
down too far, and being unable to 
extricate himself, must have perished 
there where his body, preserved in the 
living oak failed to decay. His rifle, 
bullet pouch and powder horn were 
found beside him and the money, $783 
50, was found in his pocket. 

Also there was found the diary, 
which LaRue always kept, and in it 
undated, but on the page following 
the one dated Friday, August 29, 1862, 
was written in trembling words the 
following: 

"Can not get out, surely must die. 
If ever found", send me and all my 
money to my mother, Madame Suz­
anne LaRue, near Tarcon, in the pro­
vince of Douches Du Phone, France " 

Thru the consul at Marseilles Mr. 
Gleek will endeavor to learn some­
thing of the dead man's relatives, but 
there Is not much hope of doing so 
at this late date. 

F A R M E R S 8 U F F E R H O T 
W E A T H E R LOSS ON HOGS 

Hot weather losses on hogs have 
already begun to hit shippers to Chi­
cago and the South St Paul livestock 
markets, and the Equity Co-Operative 
Exchange is sending out warnings to 
all its consignees to ice their cars, 
and ice them well and load light. 

In one week this season there 
were 600 dead hogs unloaded in the 
South St Paul stockyards, and there 
have been some heavy losses while 
the animals were In pens awaiting 
sale and delivery. Fifteen hogs died 
in one day last week from over-heat 
in the pens, and with the weather 
remaining humid and warm it is cer­
tain there will be enormous losses 
unless managers of shipping associ­
ations and other shippers take pre 
cautions. These are the total losses, 
and hit all commission dealers and all 
shippers alike. 

Hogs are selling at around 20 cents 
per pound and the average weight of 
hogs marketed is 200 pounds and bet­
ter. It is figured that the average 
hog brings the farmers $50. On this 
basis the 600 dead hogs in one week 
cost the livestock farmers of the 
Northwest not less than $30,000. 

This enormous loss could have been 
prevented (or most of it could) by 
proper care in shipping. All cars 
for the shipment of hogs should be 
cleaned well, and no hogs should be 
loaded into cars that are several inch­
es deep in filth. Traveling for hours 
through the hot sun the cars heat 
up from top, bottom and sides, and 
this filth becomes steaming hot. In­
stead of a bed of this kind the hogs 
should have a clean sanded floor on 
which they can keep-cool. After re­
moval of the filth clean sand should 
be shoveled into the cars and spread 
around the floor. 

Several large cakes of ice should 
be placed ini the car also. The hogs 
not only rub against this ice, but its 
slow melting supplies a constant flow 
of moisture over the floor, cooling the 
sand and wood and relieving the hogs 
of distress and loss of weight. If 
shippers want to get full returns for 
their swine during the hot season they 
can not afford to neglect these meth 
ods, and the extra cost of this kind 
of loading will be more than made up 
if it saves a single hog, or saves even 
a few pounds of shrink per animal. 

Most necessary of all is the point 
of loading light Overloading Is the 
chief cause of losses in hot weath­
er. Sixty medium hogs are enough 
for a 36 foot car in hot weather, and 
fewer if they are extra heavy. Two 
farmers' the other day lost hogs that 
weighed 410 pounds each on> the day 
they could have got 20 cents a pound 
live weight, which meant a loss to 
each farmer of more than 480. Eigh­
ty dollars would ice and clean cars 
for a big shipping association for a 
'month A dead bog brings only, 2 
and a half cents per pound and goes 
into the fertilizer vats. 
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DAMAGE surr 
, ML Clemens, Mich.—Witnesses for 
The Chicago Tribune In its defense 
of its action in labelling Henry Ford 
an "anarchist** included Joseph Medill 
Patterson, one of the editors of The 
Tribune and Clifford S. Raymond, 
writer of w"hat is now known as the 
"million dollar editorial." 

In the course of the testimony it 
was developed that Mr. Patterson is­
sued an order when Tribune men 
began to enter the service of the 
country after the United States enter­
ed the war, that no wages were to 
be paid to the departing men, whether 
they had dependants or not, but that 
he personally continued to draw his 
salary of $20,000 a year after he went 
to France. 

Both Mr. Patterson and Mr. Ray-
mand also testified that they knew 
Germany wanted to see the United 
States at war with Mexico but that 
despite this fact The Tribune con-
tinned to urge intervention In Mexico 
and to oppose war with Germany. 
This was drawn out on cross-examin­
ation by counsel for Mr. Ford in an 
endeavor to show that The Tribune 
was pro-Geiman up to the time the 
United States entered the war. 

Arrested in Belgium 

Counsel for Mr. Ford asked Mr. 
Patterson if it was not true that he 
had gone to Germany during the early 
days of the world war for the purpose 
of writing the German side of the 
controversy. Mr. Patterson denied 
this and counsel then introduced a 
copy of The Tribune in which the an­
nouncement was made that Mr. Pat­
terson was being sent to Germany to 
get the German point of view. The 
witness admitted having been arrest­
ed in Belgium, on leaving Germany, 
on a charge that he had written pro-
German articles. 

"In The Tribune you opposed and 
denounced war with Germany, die 
you?" asked Ford counsel. 

"We did not oppose war, we dis­
couraged it," answered Mr. Patterson. 
"We had been at close quarters and 
we knew what an awful thing it was." 

"But you advocated war with Mex­
ico." 

"We advocated intervention.'' 
"Well, doesn't intervention mean 

warT" 
"Usually." t 

Advocated Taking Mexiee 
"Ton advocated the taking of Mex­

ico too, didn't you?" The witness was 
inclined to deny this until shown a 
copy of The Tribune in which the 
seizure of Mexico was uiged editor­
ially and then aswered "Yes." 

Mr. Raymond, when asked by coun­
sel on cross-examination why The 
Tribune excoriated Theodore Roose­
velt because of his utterances fol­
lowing the sinking of the Lusltania, 
Said he believed such'talk was not 
helpful to the government in reaching 
a decision, and that calmness was 
desirable 

"Did you ever argue for calmness 
when a border difficulty arose?" 
asked Ford counsel 

"I think not," answered the witness. 
"You used some pretty violent lan­

guage yourself, didn't you?" 
"I believe we did " 
Upon direct examination Mr Ray­

mond denied knowledge of the Inter­
national Harvester Co, and Standard 
Oil Co., stocks held by relatives of the 
editors and publishers of The Tribune 
and also denied interference with his 
editorial utterances 

Mr. Patterson likewise denied that 
Standard Oil or the International Har­
vester have had any effect on The 
Tribune's editorial policies 

Mr Patterson admitted having once 
been a member of the socialist party. 
Ford counsel offered in evidence Mr. 
Patterson's book, "A Little Brother 
of the Rich" in an effort to prove that 
Mr. Patterson once held views similar 
to those attributed to Henry Ford It 
was not admitted. 

Writer Too "Pro-British" 

The witness admitted having dis­
charged Frederick Wm. Weil, The 
Tribune's .London correspondent, be­
fore the United States entered the 
war Counsel for Ford asked if Weil 
was told that his articles were too 
pro-Ally 

"Too pro-British is what I probably 
said," returned the editor. 

Col Henry J Reilly, commander of 
the famous artillery regiment from 
Chicago, known as "Reilly's Bucks" 
took the stand and testified as a mil­
itary expert to the necessity for Inter­
vention in Mexico. A long deposition 
was also read from James W. Gerard* 
former U. S. Ambassador to Germany, 
placing the blame for Mexieam 
troubles at Germany's door.

Pasture for Montana Cattle. 
Conferences were held June 28th 

and 30th, in the office ot the new De­
partment of Agriculture, relative to 
securing pasturage in Minnesota for 
Montana livestock, which by reason 
of the drouth conditions in that state 
must be moved immediately. Repre­
sentatives of the stock Interests, of 
the neighboring states, of the College 
of Agriculture, the Immigration De­
partment, the railways and other in 
terested parties ha Minnesota were 
present A committee, consisting of 
A. D. Wilson, of the extension divi 
sion, N J. Holmberg, Commissioner 
of the new Department of Agriculture 
and Fred Sherman, Commissioner of 
Immigration, was appointed to direct 
the locating of this stock in this state 
It is probable that farmers and set 
tiers who can pasture a carload or 
more till fall, be accommodated by 
communicating with the Department 
of Agriculture. Large tracts of cut 
over lands In northern Minnesota will 
probably be secured, on which herds 
of cattle accompanied by a herder will 
be placed. This action will provide 
an opportunity for utilizing vast 
quantities of forage, which annually 
g o e s t o w a s t e in northern Minnesota , 
and at the same time control the 
marketing of a heavy run of stock so 
as to distribute it evenly throughout 
the season. 

The Department of Agriculture has 
placed its new egg grading and cand­
ling regulations in the hands of the 
printers. The Bulletin embodying 
these rules also contains directions 
relative to keeping and packing eggs 
They become operative as soon as 
published. Their purpose is to raise 
the standard of marketing, eliminate 
the great waste which marks the 
trade, now, and to secure to the pro­
ducer a bigger return for ~his egg 
crop.
