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FIVE DEAD IN
AUTO ACCIDENT

Mrs. Ostgulen Is Fifth Person To
Die of Those In Soo
Accident.

A most appalling disaster occurred
last Sunday afternoon when passenger
train No. 108 ran into an automobile

driven by Oluf Ostgulen of Terrace, on
the Soo railroad rcrossing between
Brooten and Sedan near Eagan's
place. Mr. Ostgulen was taking his
family for a visit with his parents
and was just crossing the tracks
when the fast limited came tearing
along at high speed and crashed into
the car. Three of the occupants
were killed instantly: Jane Ostgulen,
5 years old, Cecil Ostgulen, 8 years
old and Miss Helen Lien, aged 41, a
sister of Mrs. Ostgulen, The fourth
victim, Selma Ostgulen, 3 years old,
died of her injuries shortly after reach
ing the hospital at Paynesville, and
the mother, Mrs. Ostgulen, died at
the hospital Tuesday evening after
suffering intensely. Mr. Ostgulen
himself escaped with a broken leg
and some severe bruises about the
neck and head. The baby, about 13
months old, was practically unhurt.
The train stopped as soon as possible
and picked up the victims, leaving
the dead at Brooten, where they were
taken to the Nelson undertaking
rooms. and carrying the injured to the
hospital at Paynesville where every-
thing posible was done for them.

This terrible accident cast a gloom
over the whole community Sunday
afternoon. The unfortunate family
was well known and highly respect-
ed. This was evidenced by the enor-
mous gathering of friends and sym-
pathizers at the funeral ceremony held
Wednesday afternocon at the Terrace
Lutheran church. It was indeed a
touching sight to see the five coffins
side by side in the aisle, and to look
into the child faces of the poor little
innocent victims would move a heart
of stone.

Addresses were made by Rey, A.
Belgum of Terrace, Hev. R. T. Heish-
us of Brooten and Rev. J. J. Beito of
Rolling Forks.

The latest report from the hospital
indicates that Mr. Ostgulen is bearing
up as well as can be expected under
the terrible blow.—Brooten Review,

ROSELAND MAY HAVE
NEW CREAMERY SOON

Meeting Held at Roseland Friday
When Plans Were Laid For A
New Co-Operative Creamery.

A creamery meeting was held in
School House No. 34 at Roseland Fri-
day evening, August 20, 1919. W. J,
Jonk was elected temporary chairman
for the meeting and A. E. Reetz tempor-
ary secretary. It was stated by the
chairman that the purpose of calling
the meeting was to consider the possi-
bility of securing a creamery for the
community and if possible to get some-
thing definite started. County Agent
Rodegeb, who had been requested to at-
tend the meeting was called upon to
discuss the subject. He spoke of the
experiences gained by other Cooperative
Creameries. The essentials for a suc-
cessful cooperative creamery were out-
lined. A sufficient number of cows to
guarantee a liberal patronage through-
out the year, sufficient funds available
to secure a site, erect a building, and
start the business. A good cooperative
spirit that will make for success even
against adversities. A good location or
site where plentiful supply of good wa-
ter may bhe secured and yet one that
will permit good drainage disposal.
Methods of organization, incorporation,
and procedure of organization were dis-
cussed and suggested by the speaker.

A general discussion of the whole
situation followed in which wvarious
members took part. A rough survey
showed a goodly subscription of shares
and several hundreds of cows pledged
to patronize the cooperative creamery
if organized. The interest and enthusi-
asm of the members present showed
that they were keen for a local cream-
ery. The maln difficulty or difference
of opinion seemed to be in regard to
where the creamery should be located.
Members present felt that this ques-
tion should be decided. A motiun was
made and carried that the proposed
creamery should be located at Roseland
on 3. Damhof’'s land just west of the
store.

In order to make definite progress,
temporary officials were elected until a
permanent organization can be perfect-
ed at ‘the next meeting. Willlam J.
Jonk, Raymond, Rt. 3, was elected presi-
dent. A. E. Roetz, Raymond Rt. 3 was
elected temporary secretary; N. Douma,
Svea IIt. 2, was elected temporary treas-
urer; N. A. Kleinhuizen, Raymond Rt. 1,
temporary director; H. J. Roelofs, Ren-
ville, Rt., 5, temporary director.

It was outlined at the meeting that

these men should act as a committee
in drawing up constitutions and by-laws
to be presented at the next meeting, to
investizate site for creamery, building
plans, necessary funds, and to secure
such other information as may be re-
quired, to canvass the situation with
aid of others that it may be definitely
known just how many shares are to be
subseribed and how many cows pledged
for such a cooperative creamery. The
next meeting will be called by the tem-
porary officials as soon as the work
outlined can be accomplished. It is
hoped by those Interested that the
creamery may be built this fall, the ice
put up this winter, or equipment put in
shape to start operating this winter or
early next spring.
