Close Election Means Victory Post­
poned to Fall Only 

(By Harvey Fawcett) 
Minneapolis, Minn —The Nonparti­

san league, altho losing the race for 
the nomination of its gubernatorial 
candidate in the Republican primaries 
of Jume 21, has not been defeated in 
Minnesota. Victory has only been 
postponed. 

The primary race was a neck-and 
neck contest. At one time, as the 
returns from anti-League towns and 
cities came in, J. A O Preus, the 
"elimination" canvention candidate 
opposing Doctor Henxik Shipsteaid, 
Leaguerer, had a lead of 25,000, but as 
the rural precincts reported this lead 
was cut down to less than 10,000 

Two years ago, the League candi­
date, Charles A Lindbergh, was de­
feated! in the primaries for governor 
by 50,000 votes, so that the margin of 
the anti-League forces has ben reduc­
ed from 50,000 to 10.000 in two vears 

The opposition is not as elated at 
the victory of its candidate, Preus, as 
might have been expected Political 
experts of Minneapolis newspapers 
had privately expressed a hope that 
Shipstead would be nominated on the 
Republican ticket and Larry Hodg­
son, St. Paul's anti-League mayor, on 
the Democratic ticket 

Politicians Not Elated 
"Then", said these experts, "we can 

unite the anti-League forces on Hodg­
son against Shipstead. If Preus is 
nominated!, the League can do as they 
did two years ago, run an independent 
candidate, and with the anti League 
forces divided between two candi­
dates, one on the Republican and the 
other on the Democratic ticket, the 
League candidate would have an ex­
cellent chance to win " 

No plans for the general election 
have as -yet been made by the Min­
nesota branch. It is possible for the 

• League to run candidates on the far­
mer-labor ticket, a party created by 
the League two years ago in the gen­
eral election (campaign, and which 
polled 40 per cent more votes than 
the regular Democratic nominee for 
governor, and finished 54,000 votes 
behind the Republican candidate.
