RECEIVED BY COUNTY | [
30 Cans for Big Kandiyohi and
Ninety Cans for Five Oth-
er County Lakes

Last Wednesday afternoon Game
Warden Ernest Olson received a ship-
ment of ninety cans of pike fry from
the state hatchery located at Granite
Falls. ‘These cans contain about 900,
000 frye. ‘This frye will be placed 1ni
the following bodies of water in Kan-
diyohi county: Eagle Lake, Hender-
son, George, Ness and Florida Lakes.
On the same train was a shipment
for Green Lake, the same being de-
livered at ‘Spicer that afternoon.
Mr. Mattsdorf, who conducts a sum-
mer resort at Big Kandiyohi Lake no-
tified Warden Olson that he had re-
cently received 30 cans of pike frye
and that he had already given them
habitation in the waters of the lake.

Bureau of the Census Requires
Mortgage Data from City. Pen-
- .alty Being Withheld

The Tribune has been requested by
the Bureau of the Census and thru
the' Commercial Club of the city to
impress upon our citizens concerning
the necegsity of compliance with the
law relating to the giving of facts re-
garding mortgages: on their homeg
should they be so encumbered. A
questionaire or confidential blank
stating plainly what is wanted has
been mailed to those whom the cen-
sus enumerator reported as hpving
homes subject to such indebtedness.

It appears that two previous re-
ouests have been sent to the families
owning homes with encumbrances and
that a large number have failed to
supply the federal department with
the facts required. A third request
is now being mailed.

Evidently the recipients of these
requests have not realized the value
and importance of these statistics.
The Bureau of the Census is carrying

rout a plan of research or survey work

which will be of untold value to the
Government. The Government has
thru an act of Congress made it ob-
ligatory on the part of the Census
Bureau to obtain this information in- |

vesting it with the power of legal‘
prosecution should the facts be denied
the Bureau. Thug far the Bureau has
refrained from carrying out the pen-
alty and has politely repeated its re-
quest. When such courteous means
have been exhausted it will undoubt-
edly exercise its power as the law
directs.

The people of Willmar should ap-
preciate the importance of the re-
quest and immediately fill out the
confidential blank with the informa-
tion desired. The facts will be kept
strictly confidential and are not for
public examination except in the sta-

|tistical report which omits individu-

als.

America has no passion for eduka-
tion said B. B. Jackson, supt. of the
Minneapolis Schools.

The figures based on government re-
ports of 1920, show an expenditure of
for the so-called luxur-
ies. This is 22 times as much as was
spent for education, #nd six billions
more than has been spent for educa-
tion in the United States in all the
country’s history, Mr. Jackson’s state-
ment declares, and then points out
the following:

1. We spend more for powder. co3y
metics and perfumes than for elemen-
tary and secondary education;

2. Jewelry costs $100,000 more
than the salaries of teachers in the
elementary and high schools;

3. Chewing gum costs two and one
half times as much as the training of
all our teachers;

4. Soft drinks cost two and one
half times as much as all our colleges
and universities and professional
schools:

5. Toilet soaps cost as much as the
salaries of all elementary and second-
ary school teachers;

6. Cigarettes cost twice as much
as the salaries of elementary and high
school teachers;

7. The total cost of tobacco was
five times the total of all teachers’
salaries, and as much as the total cost
of elementary and secondary educa-
tion for the years 1916, 1917 and 1918;
