Fed Sheep nml—:mlu Beginning

to Arrive on Local Market;
_ Fat Lambs Up to $9.75

Monday’s Closing — Cattle 5,800;
market opened steady to strong, clos-
ing weak on beef steers. ‘Calves 500;
bulk of good lights $7.50. Hogs 14,200;
market steady to 10c lower. bulk §6
to $6.75, bulk good pigs $7. Sheep
$4,000; market strong, best fed lambs
$9.75, fed yearlings $8, fed ewes $4.50.

South St. Paul, Dec. 5—While the
strike situation caused some uncer-
tainty = in livestock circles at the
week's opening, it had little or no ap-
parent affect on the market today.
Cattle opened steady to strong with a
brisk demand for good handyweight
she stock, some of these latter advanc-
ing 25c. Hogs sold steady to 10c low-
er and there was a healthy demand
for lambs and sheep at strong prices.
Some fed stock is beginning to. arrive,
best fed western lambs going today at
$9.75. Similar kinds of ewes $4.50
and fed yearlings up to $S.

No real good or choice fed beef
steers arrived at the week’s opening,
btst here going up around $6.75 to $7,
with bulk of the steers from $5 to $6.
Good 950-1h. Dakota heifers sold up to
$6. others going at $5.50 to $5.75, and
bulk of the fat cows and heifers sell-
ing from $3.50 to $5.25. Canners and
cutters ranged from $2.25 to $3.25.
Bologna bulls $2.50 to $3.50. Dulk of
best light veal calves sold at $7.50,
with a few up to §3. Stockers and
feeders were in healthy demand*and
bulk of the sales were made from $4.50
to $5, with some up to.$5.50.

The hog market opened steady to
10c lower. Range of prices Monday
$5.75 to $6.75, bulk of 135 to 175-1b.
hogs $6.65 to $6.75, good butchers
mostly $6.25 $6.35, and heavy packers
$5.75 to $6. About 2,500 pigs arrived
and good pigs sold mostly at $7.

DAYY CROCKETT, THE HERO OF
THE ALAMO

“Be sure you're right, then go
ahead,” was Davy Crockett's motto.
He fought for the right, then went
ahead to a glorious death in the Ala-
mo. Crockett was born In Tennessee
in 1786, He came of ftighting stock
for his father, a tavern keeper, had
been a soldier in the Revolution.
Young Crockett's early years were
gpent In roaming the Tennessee
woods, hunting. He became a re-

| nowned bear hunter, a fame which he

shared with bis favorite rifle, “O}d
Betsy.”

When the Creek Indians went on the
war path in 1813 Crockett tossed “Old
Betsy” on his shoulder and marched
away to fight the Indians. He served
as a scout under Gen. Andrew Jackson
and was in the great Battle of Toho-
peka when “Old Hickory” defeated
Weatherford’s warriors,

After the Creek war was over Davy
returned to Tennessee and entered
polities. From magistrate he rose to
state legislator and next the renowned
bear hunter and scout was sent to
congress where he served two terms.
In February, 1836, Davy with 12 of his
Tennessee friends arrived at the Mis-
sion del Alamo where Col. William
Travis with a little army of less than
200 mep was defying the Mexican die-
tator, Santa Anna,

Santa Anna had a force of 5,000
men, and although the Texans bad a
chance to escape before this over-
whelming army cut off their retreat,
they refused to do so. The Mexican
general surrounded the rude little
adobe fort, His demand for its sur-
render was met with scorn. Then he
raised the red flag which meant, “No
quarter,” and attacked.

The long rifles of the Texans mowed
down the Mexican soldiers driven to
the attack. On March 6 Santa Anna
prepared for a grand®assault, Twenty-
five hundred picked men were detailed
to be hurled agalnst the fort. The
first assault was beaten back with
heavy loss. A second failed, but in
the third desperate attempt the Mexi-
cans broke into the fort.

After that the fighting was hand to
hand. Travis went down and Crockett
took command. Outnumbered a hun-
dred to one, Crockett with a few com-
rades stood with thelr backs to the
wall of the church, One by one his
men went down. At last only Davy
was left. “Old Betsy” fired her last
shot, Then Crockett selzed her by the
barrel and swung ber about his head.

There was a short struggle, *Old
Betsy” was knocked from his hand.
Bayonet thrust and sword cut were
ra'ned upon him. A mass' of Mexicans
struck him. He went down fighting to
the last. The Alamo was history.

Thelr Appearance.

“It 1s- remarkable,” philosopessimis-
tically sald Old Codger, “that the man
who does’ not know much of anything:
and knows that little all askew, usu-
ally assumes the tone and attitude of
one who knows everything and is
aware that when he departs this life
wisdom will die with him. This ap
pearance is most often found in horse
doctors, grocery store sages and trifling
sons-in-law, such as mine.”—Country
Gentlemen.
