Donnelly's Wheat Steal.

Prompted by Donnelly’s claim that
dealers in grain have regularly stolen
from the farmers of the Northwest from
10 to 33 cents on every bushel of their
wheat, the Minneapolis Tribune has
made a thorough investigation of the
matter and by following a number of
cargoes of gramn from Duluth to Liver-
pool, ascertaining the various charges
upon them in transit, the price for
which the grain was bought in Duluth
and the price for which it was sold in
Liverpool, it has brought to light some
very interesting facts. On many of
these shipments there was an actual loss
to the exporters, and in other cases the
profits rarely exceeded a fraction of a
cent per bushel.  In itsreport of the
result of its investigations the Tribune
calls attention to one important difficul-
ty which stands in the way of reaching
entirely satisfactory conclusions. It
says: “Inasmuch as a cargo of grain
cannot be in Minneapolis and Liverpool
on one and the same day, all arguments
based on such supposition are pure so-
phistry.  During the three orsix weeks
which intervene between the time the
grain leaves the Minnesota farm and ar-
rives in European markets, the condi-
tions may have changed many times.
Price quotations will have jumped back
and forth and freight rates gone up and
down. Weatlier, casualty and unavoid-
able loss in handling will have reduced
the weight and grade so that nothing
but investigation of the facts and condi-
tions of actual and specific shipments
can determine whether or not the ship-
per has absorbed more or less than his
share of the returns.”

The presumption 1s a natural one that
if the business of exporting wheat
is so protitable as Donnelly says it is, a
great many grain dealers with ample ca-
pital would go intoit. And yet
it appears from  the Tribune's
in{'estiga.tion that of the two dozen pro-
minent elevator companies handling
northwestern grain, only two are en-
gaged in exporting. I, as the Tribune
says, “there was a clear and safe margin
of only two cents a bushel in grain ex-
portation, how long would it. be before
not only every grain dealer but every

capitalist in the grain producing and

shipping states would be flocking into
the exportation business!

Kindergarten Advances.

The friends and advocates of the kin-

dergarten system will rejoice with rea-
son at its recent triumph in the City of
New York. It seems a little strange that
New York should not only have been
far behind other Eastern Cities, such as
Boston, Philadelphia and New Haven,
in this respect, but that she should have
been distanced by 8t. Louis, Milwaukee,
and other western cities; among them
scores of smaller places where the pro-
gressive spirit has an opportunity to
work ot the beginning of things. The
smaller and especially the newer places
have the-advantage over older communi-
ties in these matters, in that innovations
are impossible, and that anything is ex-
perimental, so far as the places them-
selves are concerned, whether it be in
itself a novelty or otherwise. The prec-
ious work of the kindergarten can, in
these young communities, go en unham-
pered by prejudice or incredulity. It
has simply to become a fact without an-
tecedent or comparison.  Its corrective
principles, acting constantly against
such unwholesome influences as the pu-
pils may be subjected to outside of its
domain, will certainly tell in some
measure upon the later morality of the
city or town where it exists. It is an
impossibility, of course, to form any
conjecture of what might actually have
been the condition of general morality
in New York today, had the kindergart-
en existed there from the beginning of
the century.  But it is only reasonable
to suppose that had the street children
of thirty or forty years ago been taught
in their earliest years something of or-
der, of cleanliness, of industry,
spect for the rights of others, and of
appreciation of their own moral respon-
sibility, the “other half” would bhave
presented a somewhat different picture | pe
to those who are finding it so curious
and interesting in some of its aspects to-
day.
That this possibility is appreciated is
evidenced by the comments of the New
York press on the suliject. The Com-
mercial Advertiser says: ‘“Although
this change will involve the outlay of
considerable sums of money, we believe
that the public will be almost as unani-
mous as were the board in welcoming
this new adjunct to the educational op-
portunities of the rising generation.” It
is not to be expected that the kinder-
garten will retorm the world, or right
all existing and ancient ills in thecourse
of one generation. But it is one of
many forces working in that direetion,
and it is one of the most important be-
cause it begins at the foundation. Its
methods stimulate both heart and brain.
Its atmosphere of love and order is that
which the most thoughtful mothers
choose for their children, and they are
assuredly the Lest judges in the' world.
Their judgment, then, may surely be
taken as a guide for the children of less
fortunate mothers. The establishment
of kindergartens in every city and town
in the eountry is an important feature in
our national progress.
