Twenty-elght Ports Are Now Opem to
Foreigners.

WasHINGTON, June 25.—Consul Jer-
nigan at Shanghai has sent to the state
department another report about the
commercial advantages of the treaty
between China and Japan. Former
treaties contained no favored nation
clause, while the new treaty contains
concessions beneficial to and expansive
of all Asiatic commerce.

Now 28 ports are open
and countries having favored mnation
clauses in their treaties have the equal
privileges with Japan: Japan was
under restrictions as to the interior
trade, which have now been removed.

OUR MINERAL RESOURCES.

Total Product for '94 Shows a Decline
Compared With '93,
WasHINGTON, June 25.—The annual
government report on the mineral re-
sources of the TUnited States for the
calendar year, 1894, has been com-
pleted. It was compiled under the
supervision of Dr, D. T. Day, chief of
the mineral division of the United
States geological survey, and is based
on reports of many experts and special
agents. The total product shows a
great decline from the output of 1893,
due, the report says, mainly to the
financial conditions, but also to special
features which affected the net result.
The most notable of these was the
strike of the bituminous coal miners,
. acconnting largely for the greatly - de-
creased production and increase in
price for part of the year. The low
price of silver is regponsible for the de-
Feuadd it . .
