Mrs. Hart, the barber’s wife, lay sick
in bed, and seeing that his home was
doomed, Hart hastely wrapped her in’
a blanket and carried her through the
sparks and smoke to safety in the
open street.

TIMELY RESCUE SAVES LIFE.

It was then that young Surheim

thought of his clothes, and rushing up

wild search for his trunk. When he
found it, the trunk was empty, his
clothes were scattered about the room
and it was useless to try to get them.
He started for the stairs, but already

just as he reached the top step and
there he lay until Robert Thompson
braved the flames and bore him to
safety in his arms.

In the few minutes that all this was
taking place the fire company and an
immense throng had gathered and

Fire burned three of the largest and
handsomest business buildings in
Hanska to the ground Saturday night
and inflicted a lose on that village of
over twenty-six thousand dollars,
covered with but sixty-eight hundred
dollars insurance. Several men lost
every dollar they had in the world,
even to a change of clothing, and the
principal sufferer, O. K. Kjorlang,

went completely out of his head, and

though he is slowly recovering,
never be exactly ‘‘right’’ again.

Two people, Mrs. O. W. Hart, who
lay sick in bed, and Theodore Sur-
heim, who worked in Mr. Hart’s
barber shop and rushed back into a
burning building te get some elothing
had narrow escapes and were rescued
from death by the heroic work of the
fire fighters. ;

The fire started in Kjorlaug & Co.’s
store from an exploding gasoline
lamp. About 5:45 o’clock Saturday
evening Kjorlaug was lighting the
lamp. He filled to torch with wood
aleohol and lit it and then seeing that
the gasoline tank was empty, started
to fill it with the explosive liquid.
Some of the gasoline spilled onto. the
torch blaze and in an instant the lamp
exploded.

KJORLAUG GOES WILD.
Editor J. W. Haenze,whose printing
office and living rooms were above the

tore, smelt the smoke which worked
its way up through the floor and rush-
ed down into the store. Taking inthe
situation at a glance, he grabbed an
overcoat which lay handy and wrapped
it around the burning lamp, to smother
the flames.

The storekeeper by this time was
wildly excited and had lost complete
control of himself, and snatching the
overcoat away with a rebuke for the
editor for spoiling a costly garment,
he flung it to one side where it struck
among some bundles of cotton batten,
igniting them. He then opened the rear
door and started to toss out the
blazing cotton. In fifteen minutes the
whole store was ablaze and the fire
had spread to the other two buildings
closely beside it.

BUILDINGS AND OCCUPANTS.

Kjorlaug & Co.’s store was in the
Thompson building, the corner bnild-
ing on the north side of Main street
and upstairs was the printing office
of the Hanska Herald and the living
rooms of the editor.

Next to this building on the west
side was the one owned by Nelson &
Grothe, and on the lower floor of this
structure was a furniture store run by
the above firm. Upstairs Mr. Grothe,
unmarried, slept and kept his personal
belongings, and here also Edwards
Wood & Co. maintained an office.
Immediately adjoining this structure
was the building owned by H. F.
Meese, a New. Ulm man. The lower
rooms were unoccupied, but on the
second floor was the barber shop of
O. W. Hart and the rooms where he
lived with his family with him was an
assistant, Theodore Surheim. Allthe
structures were frame.

Haenze rushed upstairs at once after
finding that the flames were beyond
control and hurried his wife dewn-
stairs into the street, and then him-
self began an effort to save some of
bis most valuable personal property,
his business accounts and important
papers, among other things.

EFFORTS TO SAVE USELESS.

But it was useless; the fire was too
swift and soon the rooms were so filled
with smoke that he was forced to retire
and joined the fire company which had
arrived and was making mighty efforts
to prevent the spread of the flames to
the adjoining buildings.

There was little wind, but what there
was was from the northwest and it

thrown onto the lumber yard east of
the fire and on the Bank of Hanska,
the harness shop, the old printing
shop and other buildings on the south
side of Main street.
WOMEN DO BRAVE SERVICE .

A bucket brigade was also formed
and men, women and children labored
in the heat and smoke carrying water
in a desperate effort to save the main
business portion of the town from
total destruction. Soon farmers began
to arrive from the country and they
too lent a hand until the fire fighting
brigade numbered fully 500 people.

Forty minutes after the start of the
fire the three buildings -were blazing
ruins and every now and then a wall
would fall with a crash that would
send flames and sparks leaping sky-
ward.

Several times the buildings across
the street and the lumber yard caught
fire but quick work with the buckets
put the blaze out before it could do
much damage. With the fall of the
three buildings the main danger was
over, although work was kept up all
night by from forty to fifty hardy men,
and the ruins were still smoking

Monday.
BANK BADLY SCORCHED.

Of the buildings across the street
that suffering most was the Bank of
Hanska. The building was ablaze
several times and the siding had to be
ripped off and will be replaced. Inside
the bank the fixtures and furniture
suffered alse. Altogether Cashier
Emil Hage places the loss at $300.

The harness shop of F. C. Jensen
suffered a scorching and the breaking
of several glass windows, and a little
on the stock. The old printing office,
now vacant, suffered a scorching and
broken glass. The lumber yard loss
will amount to a few dollars.

The heaviest loser in the whole
affair is the firm of Kjorlaug & Co.,
composed of O. K. Kjorlang and
George Ash, both Madelia men. They
carried a stock of $9,000 and had no
insurance. Ash is said to be well fixed
and able to stand his share of the
loss but it is understood that Kjor-
laug is left penniless. The firm had
about $1,500 in’ outstanding accounts,
but as the books were burned many of
them will never be collected.

NELSON AND GROTHE START ANEW.

In the matter of dollars and cents
Nelson and Grothe arethenextheaviest
losers, as their loss is 8,000 on
building and stock; but they carried
$4,000 insurance and have already
started up business in the building
occupied by H. C. Nundahl’s butcher
shop.

The two men who will suffer most
from the fire, aside from Kjorlaug,
are J. H. Haenze, editor of the Han-
ska Herald, and O. W. Hart, the bar-
ber. Both are left without a thing in
the world but their courage. Haenze
had purchased the paper but four
months before and had but recently
put in several hundred dollars in new
type, presses and general improve-
ments. Just the day previous he had
moved his shop from the old location
across the street and had made ar-
rangements to take out an insurance
policy Monday, two days after the
tragedy. He announces that he will
continue the publication of the paper,
however, and is starting in with cour-
age to make a new beg'nning.

He had several hundred dollars
in outstanding accounts; but since,
