ler to follow 

Admiral Kruger arrived with his 
squadron yesterday morning, and after 
c xchanging the customary salutes, in­
timated that he had come to arrange 
foi the transfer of the Kmaz Potem-
vine 

Aimira l Koshnsky, commander of 
the Roumanian squadron, boarded the 
It issian batt lesh p and informed Ad-
mltal Kruger that King Charles had 
< rdered him to turn the vessel over to 
the Russian admiral 

D spite the efforts of the Rouman­
ians to get things ship-shape, every­
thing aboard the battleship was lir a 
state of wild disorder. 

I h e officer's cabins were stripped of 
everything of any value, and blood 
stains were everywhere There w a s 
sufficient ammunition aboard the Km­
az Potemkine to have enabled the mu­
tineers to make a long and desperate 
resistance 

I t is said that during the last f ew 
days the ship was navigated by two 
English engineers and an officer with 
revolvers at their heads. 

All the sailors wished to surrerider 
with the exception of Matuschenko, 
the leader of the mutiny who wanted 
to olow up the ship 

Seven officers were prisoners aboard 
the ship 

They were in a pitiable condition 
from ill treatment 

They declare that Matuschenko 
himself killed ten officers of the bat­
tleship 

All the papers and books belonging 
to the vessel were destroyed 

It appears that the decision to sur­
render the Kmaz Potemkine was made 
when i t became evident that no other 
vessels would join in the mutiny 

The crew of the battleship seemed 
to be unaware of the the surrender of 
the Georgi Pobiedono-,etz, and expect­
ed that she also was coming to Kus­
tenji to capitulate to Roumania 

Sa i l For Amer ica . 
Yokohama, July 10 —The steamer 

Minnesota of the Great Northern line, 
having on board the Japanese peace 
plenipotentiaries, sailed from this port 
at 4 3J Saturday afternoon. The 
governor of Yokohama and the civic 
bodies escorted the plenipotentiaries 
to the pier, where they were received 
by a military guard At the pier the 
plenipotentiaries Jand their suites en­
tered launches and were conveyed to 
the Minnesota, which was dressed 
with flags as were all the other ships
