WORLD’S BIGGEST CLOCK.

To Overlook the Hudson From Jersey
City and Be Visible For Miles.

The framework has been put in
place on the roof of a soapmaking
plant in Jersey City for what will be
the biggest cloek in the world. The
timepiece will face the Hudson river,
and at any time of day or night New
Yorkers and passengers on ferryboats
will be able to set their watches by it.

The dial will be twenty-eight feet in
diameter and will have an area of over
1,134 square feet, or 544 more square
feet than there are in the face of the
clock on the city hall in Philadelphia.
That one has held the record for years.

The clock will weigh about six tons.
The minute hand is eighteen and one-
quarter feet long and, with its coun-
terpoise, weighs one-third of a ton.
The hand will travel twenty-three
inches every minute, or over half a
mile a day. The weight which moves
the hands tips the scales at 2000
pounds.

The hands and numerals on the face
of the clock will be outlined with in-
candescent lights. enabling people
miles away to tell the time at night.
The big clock will be regulated by the
standard time at Washington.

YALE TO TEACH BUSINESS.

The University to Adopt Courses In
Commercial Methods.

Yale has yielded to the current de-
mand for university courses in com-
merce and business, says a New Ha-
ven dispatch, It has been decided to
give twenty-seven electives in the grad-
uate school next year under a com-
mon head, which shall embrace a de-
partment of business methods. The
group of studies will include banking,
insurance, railroads and commerce.

Some of the courses already an-
nounced are commerce and the com-
merecial policy in the nineteenth cen-
tury, corporation economies, morals in
modern business, problems in business
management, trade statistics and for-
est management abroad and in the
United States.

Several courses in the commercial
side of practical forestry will be given
by Gifford Pinchot, the national for-
ester.

He kept one of
the pets for himself and gave the
other, Titania, to Captain McLean of
the Algeria.
