structing George A. Ralph, state 
drainage engineer, to proceed with­
out delay to the making of a survey 
of the valley of the Minnesota river 
from Mendota to Big Stone lake, 
with a view of establishing bench­
marks and securing other data neces­
sary to the work of deepening and 
straightening the channel of the river 
and the construction of reservoirs. 
The board also authorized an appro­
priation of $5,000 for the completion 
of the survey. The resolution was 
adopted without dissent. . 

According to general estimates, the 
total cost of the work, which carries 
with it engineering tasks of consider­
able difficulty, will approximate$2,000-
000. The state will seek financial aid 
of the United States government, 
however, and members of congress 
will be asked to do earnest work with 
a view of securing as much as pos­
sible of the needed funds. The drain­
age board 's recommendations to the 
legislature will carry with them a re­
quest for an appropriation sufficient 
to start the work.
