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1| NATURE'S waYs EXPAINED

- “Why We Have Two Eyes and Two
Ears'’ as the subject of the lu'_lgn of
Prof. David 8, Bwenson of the Phi-

l iosophical Departmens of the Biate

University, under the auspices of the
Youog Men’s Club of the Methodist
Church last Wednesday eveniog, drew
a large crowd of interested listsoers.
The speaker firat took up the subject
{ of the purpose of two ears instead of
one and showed that two separate or-
gans are necessary to enable a listener
to localize sound. He drew compari-
sons between the hearing abllisy of
buman beings and the lower animals
and showed that the latter becauas of
their lower grade of mentality need to
be better equipped with pbysical fupc-
tious and therefore are capable of
hearing better than the aversge human
can and can adjust the position of
their ears to accommodate sound bet-
ter than persons can. Speaking then
about the purpose of haviog two eyes,
Prof. Swenson showed that the reason
for this is similar. With only one or-
gan of sight it would be impossible to
get a proper sense of distance, “nize,
etc., of objects viewed and all sense of
perspective would be lost. Persons
who have lost the sight of oue eye,
can, of course, still judge distances as
when they had the sight of both eyes
bus that is because the mind has
learned to judge from having had the
use of both organs. The talk proved
