Russians Hammer Away at
Austro-Germans.

MAKING SOME HEADWAY

London, Dec. 12—The Russians are
hammering away at the Austro-Ger-
man lines on the western frontier of
Moldnvia and report making headway
in the valleys running towdrd the
west. Their object apparéitly is nol
only to hold the Moldavian frontier
safe, but possibly to achieve an event-
ful success in breaking well through
into Hungary and cutting in behind
the Austro-German supply lines lead
ing into Roumania from the north.

Indications point more strongly
than ever to the probability that the
new defensive line of the Roumanians,
following their retreat from Bucha-
rest, will be drawn’ along the Buzeu
river, forming the southern boundary
of their northern province of Mol-
dgyia.

Additional reports from Petrograd
itidiente a considerable measure of
Siiccess by the Roumanian Northern
army iti hoiding up the Teutonic ad.
vance northé#at along the railroad
from Ploechti, nortit of Bicharest, to
the town pf Buzesd, Io€dted at about

New Bulgar Forces Threaten.

Berlin reports thaf the pirsuit by
Field Marshal von Mackéssen’s troops
of the retreating RoumdnYén armies
continues in spite of a pourimg Fain
and the destruction of bridges: At
places some resistance was met, fhe
statement adds, and this has beén
broken. Several thousand more Rou-
manians were taken prisoners.

There has been little fighting of dn
important nature on the other fronts.
In Macedonia the Serbians report hav-
ing driven the Bulgarians back in one
sector northeast of Monastir. On the
Franco-Belgian front little has devel-
oped beyond intermittent artillery ac-
tivity in the Somme area and aviation
operations on a considerable scale.

BRITISHGAININSOUTHAFRICA

Advance Sixty Miles Along Two Hun-
dred-Mile Front.

London, Dec. 12.—Successful British
operations in German East Africa, by
which the British line of investment
was advanced sixty miles along a
front of 200 miles, are described in a

Associat-
ed with him in the war council are
Earl Curzon, who will be government
leader in fhe house of lords; Andrew
Bonar Law, whe will be leader in the
house of commors; -Arthur Hender-
som and Lord Milner, ministers with-
out portfolio.

Because Curzon and Law will be
largely oocupied with their duties in
the two houses the war council really
narrows down to a permanent” mem-
bership of three men, and two of
these—Milner and Henderson—are
without other tasks than that of mem-
bers of the war council.

They are left entirely free to prose-

cute the war with Lloyd-George.

Thus the government forces are
aligned for efficiency. This new gov-
ernment also plans reforms for pub-
lic economy. It is believed practical-
ly certain that Lloyd-George’s regime
will impose absolute prohibition on
spirits throughout Britain.
