Chas. A. Bancroft of
Newport Passes On |

Charles A, Bancroft of Newpoit,
died while being 'brought from the
Sherbrooke Hospital to  his  home |
Saturday evening; and the news of
his passing came with shocking sud-
denness to the neople of the city,
where he was universallv respected.

Although he had never recovered
from an attack of influenza which he
sustained last March, his courage
and reserve had prevented even his
close friends from reglizing his con-
dition.

He went to the haspital on Wed-
nesday last where a condition  of
acute uraemic pofsoning developed
which caused hig death,

He wad born in  Montpelié: Dee.
29, 1048; son of Azro N. and Harviet
B. (Wherler) Bancroft. Hiz father
met his death by accidént precious
to Mr. Buncroft's birth, and his life
to mature manhood was a fine ex-
ample of layalty to his mother, He
was educated in the public sehools
and Northfield Aeademy, When a
boy he was employed bv merchants |
in Northfield and“from 1876 to 1885
was a messenger for the U. S lndl
Canada Express Co.; the latter year |
he was appointed to the Customs ser-
vice. He served at the norts of Bur-
lineton, Richford and Teland Pond:
on the formation of the Collection
District of Memphremacor in 1B97
he came t» Newport as auditor; was
in 1809 designated special deputv col-
lector,in which office he continued
until the consolidation of the District
with that of Western Vermoant in
1915. He then was made deputy col-
lector in charge at Newport, which
office he held until his  retivement
September 10, 1918, In his business
and official relations he was an effi-
cient administrator, just in all his
dealings and accurate in judement.

He was married June 29, 1914 to
Alice Robinson Story. who died Oct-
ober 28, 1915, On May 11, 1916, he
married Abbie K. Baker, who sur-
vives and has the svmpath~ of many
friends.

In the community
wis recarded as a true  wentleman
possessing  a diseriminatine mind
and havine a fund nf information
whirh made him a delichtful eom-
panion and the arbiter of many dis-
cu==jons.

He was a member of the Sons of
the American  Revolution by dee-
cent: Narthfield Lodee No, 19 1, O,
0, F.: St. Johnsburv Lodge B. P. O.
