The remark that
"Haines made the best time," and that
"there is nothing to indicate that any
of them showed light" is dastardly,
cruel and uncalled for; nor is the insin-
uation warranted by the facts. To me
the insinuation is indescribably painful,
and if to me only a comrade, what
must it be to their parents, brothers
and sisters? I was personally acquaint-
ed with each of the victims, and
have worked with them upon
the line, and can testify
that any insinuation of cowardice is
without the slightest foundation. From
all that we are able to learn of Indian
massacres, an Indian is never seen by
any of the victims. The rocks sudden-
ly belch forth a deadly volley, and as a
necessary and reasonable result, those
not immediately killed endeavor to
seek a place of cover from which to de-

fend themselves, and while endeavor-
ing thus to find a position from which
to fight, are shot down. To stand un-
covered and lire at a bare rock would
show no bravery, but to ray mind sim-
ply abject terror. Mr. McGrew was
probably killed at the first shot. If the
writer of the article had .gone as these

dead heroes did, with his life inI)oor, he would never have penned
a line that could reflect on these wor-
thy men, heroes, each of them, equal to
any that have ever fallen in battle. The
insinuation that "had they not been
panic stricken, and stood their ground,
they might not now be sleeping in that
desert country," is an outrage. The un-
thinking, unreasoning and useless
dog, is almoet made a hero, but the rea-
sonable being, the honorable men, even
as the story goes, on their way to receive
promotion for faithful services, these
men, have cast upon them the obloquy
of cowardice.

The casual reader scarcely reflects on
the risks run, not to mention the hard-
ships endured, of these pioneers of the
advance of civilization. I feel keenly
for these brave men, for the reason that
I have been associated with them, and
that, but for my good fortune in receiv-
ing promotion before them I should
probably now be resting by their sides,
with the unkind, untrue reflection sent
broadcast to the world, that my own
cowardice was the cause of my death.
