Colorado Iron and Steel Works,

Colorado Springs, July 30.—It is stat-
ed at the general oftice of the Colorado
Coal and Tron Company at this place
that the blast furnace of the steel w
at South Puéblo’will be ready to blo
in within thrée weeks. The plant of
these works will cost over £1,000,000,
The company will be ready to turn out
Bessemer steel rails by next Decembor,
Already an agreement has been con-
eluded with the com any to furnish
thirty thousand tons n} steel rails for
Denver & Rio Grande extensions. This
will be abeut the capacity of the works
for the fivst year, ’.llhis enterprise is im-
portant as it will immediately give Col-
orndo a Ipnsitiun as a manufacturin
State and wil utilize the immense beds
of e¢oal, iron and other valuable ores
besides the precious metals. As evi-
denee of the stimulus given South Pu-
¢blo by this enterprise the company has
sold lots to the value of over $100,000
since the beginning of the year,

The Denver and Rio Grande Road
has Jarge forees engaged i construet-
ing three branch lines to the iron mines
owned and now being worked by the
Coal and Iron Company, near, Placer,
South Arkansas, and in San Luis Park,
to transport the ores to the steel works,
These deposits of magnetic and hema-
tite iron ores are of very large extent,
and equal tothe Lake Superor depos-
its in purity and for the manufacture of
Bessemur steel,  About 12,000 tons of
ore are now on the dump awaiting
shipment to the works, and 200 men
are now engaged in taking out more

A Flot Water River.

The great Sutro tunnel, cut to relieve
the celebrated Comstock mines at Vip-
ginia City, Novada, of the vast quanti-
ties of hot water which 18 encountered
in them, affords an outlet to 12,000 tons
every twenty-four hours orahout 8,000,-
000 gallons. Some of the water as it
finds its way into the mines has a tem-
perature of 195 degrees, while four miles
from the mouth of the tunnel the tem-
perature ranges from 130 to 185 de-
grees.  To obviate the inconveniences
which would arise from the vapor such
a vast guantity of water would give off)]
the flow is condneted throuzh the ‘en-
Lire tunnel, four miles, in a light fume
mude of pine. At the point of exit the
water has lost bhut seven degrees of
heat.  Sixty feethelow the mouth ofthe
tunnel the hot water is utilized for turn-
ing machinery belonging to the compu-
ny, from whenee it is carrvied ofl by a
tunnel 1,100 feet in length, which serves
as o water way., Leaving the waste
way tunnel the water flows to the Car-
son river, o omile sod a0 half distant.
This hot water is being utilized for
many purposes. The boys have ar-
ranged several peols where they in-
dulge in hot baths, The miners and
others use it for lnundrey purposes, and
arrangements are being made wherehy
i thonsand aeres helonging to the com-
puny are to be jevigited. It is proposed
to conduet the hot water through iron
pipes, beneath the surface of the rools
of thousands of fruit trees which are to
be planted, and in-a similar manney
cive the necessary warmth to a number
of hot houses to be used for the propa-
wation of early fruits and vegetables,
