Is a denied sight better business
Than loaf in' around the throne.

The Leadville Democrat contains the
following account of an accident to a
surveying party in the Black Canyon.
The party organized at South Arkan-
sas, Colorado. Clay Burgess and Will
Mason of Leadville were employed as
chaintuen. Mr. Burgess tells the fol-

lowing story:
lie said that no one who had not vis-

ited the country could understand its
extreme ruggedness, and in following
up the route they found the dark cav-
erns of Black Canyon in their path.
Some time was devoted to an effort to
avoid going through this canyon, but it
was found to be as easy as any other
portion of the country. Accordingly
they went to work, and for hundreds of
feet they were compelled to descend in
a basket that was prepared for the pur-
pose to proceed with their labor. Tfce
bottom of the canyon was almost per-
pendicular with the surface, and noth-
ing save a projecting rock interrupted
the descent. About two weeks ago his
partner, Will Mason, got into the bas-
ket and was about to tlescend to the
depths of the canyon. He had been
preceded by the "stakeman,'1 and he
üad made the trip below without any
accident. The basket was governed by
a windlass which was set solidly in the
rocks above and supported by strong
braces that rendered it impossible for
it to give way , even under hundreds
of pounds of weight. A long scantling
that stood out from the surface with a
roller adjusted at one end kept the bas-
ket of human freight from the rocks.
Upon the morning mentioned the bas-
ket's pivotal support was being un-
wound slowly when suddenly the rope
relaxed, and peering below, they
discovered that it had caught
tight in a crevice on the side
of the mountain. Below sat Mason
iti the basket, looking up towards
them in an appealing way. The wind-
lass was turned with the full strength of
those at the handle, but they were un-
able to loosen the rope. Below Mason
was an intervening space of nearly
seven hundred feet, and his position
was a horribly perilous one. lie clung
with an unrelenting grasp to the rope
that kept him out of the jaws of a fear-
ful eternity, and did not observe that
the sharp edges of the crags above were
fast catino; their way through the slen-
der threads of the large rope, and con-
signing him slowly but surely to a fatal
fall. Y hile the men were working away
above in an effort to free the rope from
the strong grip of the crevice in which
it had caught, the windlass suddenly
lost air opposition and the men fell
back. They could divine what had hap-
pened, ana with a shudder they looked
below. The basket had gone down,
carrying with it poor Mason upon his
errand of death. I t was only a moment
until the bottom of the canyon was
reached, and Mason was changed to a
mass of ilesh and bones. The stakemen
below saw it, and approaching the body
found it inanimate. Then addition-
al rope was promptly procured, so as to
reach the bottom of the canon below.
It was lowered; the basket was attaohed
by the stakemen, and the dead body of
the unfortunate chainman mus elevated
to the surface. The mutilated form was
strapped on to the back of a mule, and
sent to the terminus of the road and
thence to South Arkansas, accompanied
by Burgess. They were then placed in
a neat cotlin and sent to the grieved
parents at Wichita, Kansas. After Bur-gjs-s

had concluded his story, he heaved
n sigh and exclaimed, "My Cod, what
:t fearful sight!"
