The Mexican correspondent of a New

Orleans paper says that the change of
but iness, which will necessarily follow
tin ustruction of so many railroads in
Mexico, will afford Americans an op-
portunity to centro! a large proportion
of trade than has yet fallen to our share.
At present the major part of the whole-
sale trade is in the hands of German
importers, Who supply retail dealers on
a long credit. These dealers are so
heavily In debt to the importer thai they
can neither change their relation or
protest aainst what they deem unreas-
onable charges. The German import-
er, in effect, supplies the people through
the retail dealer, giving the latter just
enough to keep him going. It isa very
compact and powerful combination, and
probably no more exacting than im-

porters wf any other nationality would
he in their place. But the increased
trade of the last iwo years, which has
resulted from the employment in Mexi-
co of many millions f American capi-
tal, is rapidly working out the deliver-
ance of the retailers. Their increased
trade and larger aggregate of profits
enable them to reduce their credit ac-

count and then place them in a position
to purchase of whom they please. It is
Stated also that the disbursement of so
much money has wrought quite a change
in Mexican sentiment in respect to
Americans. They are much more
friendly than formerly and more inclin-
ed to enter into close business relations
with the United States. The new lines
of railroads will open up a business for
new retailers, who will naturally sbtain
their supplies from the business centers
with which the railroads connect them.
The New Orleans journal advises the
merchants of that city lo send agents to
Mexico with samples of goods suitable
for the market.
