STATE OR SO STATE?

This is now the question for discus
sion. There are good arguments on both
sides. The strongest reasons against it
are in brief:

Senator Inoalls of Kansas has in
trodueed a bill in Congress to enable
New Mexico to become a State, There
has not been much agitation of that
subject in the Territory, and this ap
pears to be a quiet kind of movement,
a 'private caucus, wherein a few men
have talked over and mapped out' and
determined the future of the people.
There has certainly been no general
demand for the question on the part Of

the people or the press of the Territory.
There does not seem to be any great ne
cessity for it, and no fervent petition
has yet gone up from the masses. It
would be better to build a State before
we have it. At present our taxes are
light, in fact insignificantin comparison
with other communities, while life and
property are just as secure a3 in older
states. If there is any reason for ex
changing this condition of bliss for un-

tried, unalterable, and a certainly bur
dened future, we do not yet know it.
A State means a host of officials sup
ported by taxation, and the vast machi
nery of Government propelled by the
hard work of a limited and in large
part poor population. Would not such
a burden saddled on the Territory stifle

the budding prosperity which is now
opening in all branches of industry
Would it be an enticing invitation to
capital or a stimulus to enterprise?
A State is a sovering community and
the people rule. The voters dictate in
the end and upon their intelligence and
tiauaeitv depend the prosperity of

,
the
,i a. " "

State. It would take a very guarded
and peculiarly drawn Enabling Act to
prevent New Mexico, as a State, from
becoming a miserably misgoverned
country. It is useless to deny that a
strikingly large element of our voting
population are now and have been fjor ge-

nerations past extremely poor, and with
their poverty and dependent condition
(here has been no great advantages for
enlightenment or experience in govern-
ment. It is no disadvantage to the ar-

gument to admit the fact that this large
population though poor in property and
limited in knowledge are as law abid-

ing and well intentioned as the people
(if any country. Bring this largo ele-

ment to. the surface in the hands of
designing politicians as the rulers of

the country aud the confusión in the
laws, the courts and the administration
of the courts of justice would be such
as to blast the fair prospects of a coun-

try naturally rjeh in, all the. resources
required to make a great State.

the laws would, likely be better than
the administration of them, but there
would be no chuck ift either case.
At present Congress is the real
legislature for this country. If our
Territorial Legislature passes an act
inimical to the best interests of the
whole country, Congress can step in
and check it. These are some of the
Strongest reasons opposed to a State
movement, yet there aro equally pow

orful. if not trreater arguments in its
favor. Taxation would be increased,
but the money would be expended in
the State. It would be merely brought
o,ut from its hiding places, where it now

quietly rests, and caused to circulate
for the benefit of the country. Immi
gration would be increased and politics
won Id he worth the consideration of

the intelligent business community
Although the masses of the voters may
be poor and ignorant yet they have in
telligent and capable leaders and no
one man or set of men could control or
manipulate these to the , dis

advantage of the commonwealth
A State would give us
a'andinar and independence and a- -a
weighty voice in the National councils

It would afford speedy aid to industrial
enterprises and regulate and control
the vast corporations now existing and
being organized as a Territory. It
would vastly improve our system of
general education and would so entire
ly revolutionize the country as to se
cure great benefits to it. The
question of a State merits and demands
thoughtful and considerate discussion.
