The presentment severaly condemns
Police Justice Wells, who, mbhen a
number of boveotlers were arrestiod
and brouglt beforse him for annoying
Cavanaueh, Sanford & Co., taitors,
prompily disoharged them on the
ground that they had not vielated
the laws,  Police Captain Williams,
MeCullough  and  Copeland  had
confessed  they  were  powerless
to relieve boyeotted firms from o nui-
sance so long as police justices failed
to commit the prisoners.  In conelu
sion the presentment states it appenrs
evident to the jury, representing, as
