SERVICE OF THE SOUTH.
O THE PEOPLE OF VIGINIA,
NoerH CaroriNna, Sourn Cano-
LINA, GEORGRIA, ALABAMA, Mis-
s18sI1PPI, Loursiana, TENNESSEE, AR-
KANSAS, Missourr, FLoriDA, AND
TExAas.—Having recently returned
from the South, I am well aware of the
great inconveniences to which the South-
ern people are subjected on account of
lack of mail facilities. This is, toa
very great extent, owing to the oath
with which coutractors are required to
comply, there being but few men in
the South who can take it. Having
couferred with the proper authorities,
' (1ud obtained their approval,) I find
!lr,hat, this difficulty can be obviated and
the mails established upon every route
tat the Sounth, and at the highest rates
adwissible for the peaple of either the
North or fouth. Being a National Un-
ion man, (late of North Carolina,) by
which I mean one that is alike opposed
to the heresies of the Extremists North
and South, I can take this oath and
thus form the connecting link between
Southern people aud the United States
Government. This I prepose to do and
to estublish mails on every route ut the
South now destitute of them, as fnl-l
lows :

Any person who is desirious of be-
coming a contractor will address me at
once, stating the route or routes for
which he wishes to become contractor,
