A CANTATA IN TEXAS. 

The Texaus Enjoy "Estlicr" Interpreted by 
Home Talent.

We are prone to form u bad opinion of 
the morals of Texas by the reports that 
are conveyed to our ears through the 
venial press. One would be led to think 
that every citizen carries from six to ten 
revolvers, to say nothing of a few dirks 
and several torpedoes in his coat-tail 
pocket. Now, I am pleased to correct 
this false impression, having but recently 
returned from that State, where I at 
tended a cantata of "Queen Esther." 
Will you let ine tell the gossipeis how 
the aflair passed off? St. Nilliad is a 
pleasant town near the Mexican line. It 
is noted for its docility.

The King had hardly got 
securely seated on his throne, when 
Haman rushed from one of the wings and 
said that ho unerstood that two Mexicans 
were in the house, and that he wouldn't 
play until the Greasers were put out." 
A sacred concert shouldn't be spoiled by 
the presence of a couple of lousy Mexi­
cans.

•Ymojig the most noteworthy of the 
recent mementos of the war is the memor­
ial obelisk erected at Salisbury. N. C., to 
mark the burial- place of the Northern 
soldiers who perished in the adjacent 
prison pen during the last years of the 
great conflict. It has been estimated that 
the eighteen trenches contain 
iowei than 11,; 00 men, buried pro­
miscuously, without the possibility of 
identification, from -.vhich ciicuuistancc 
this burial ground is known as the Ceme­
tery of the "Unknown Dead." it lies 
about halt a mile from the town of Salis­
bury, on a sloping ground, and has an 
extent of about seven acres, surrounded 
by a massive stone wall. The- cemetery 
proper covers two acres, the other five be­
ing laid out as a lawn, and planted with 
trees. A neat lodge has been erected at 
the main entrance, over which the na­
tional colors are daily displayed in fine 
weather. The monument itself, a plain 
obelisk of New Hampshire granite, thirty-
six feet ten inches in height, is from a 
design^ by Mr. Augustus Van Cleef, of 
New York, and was erected at a cost of 
$10,000. The unknown names of the 
dead arc poetically symbolized by a veiled
