REMARKS OF R. M. LITTLER.

Soon after 8 p m the band which
had been playing for an hour lefe the
stand, ann the literary exercises he-
gan. Colonel R. M. Littler, of Daven
port. Towa, one ot the vice presidents
presided. and before introducing the
first speaker said that he as a western
man took great pride in the fact that
the city of New York was doing so
much to strengthen the dairymen and
farmers of the Mississippi valley.
“Only in late years” he continued,
*has it been admitted that the West
can produce good butter. It was
thought that the work of the dairy-
men of the far west would be a fail-
ure. But I am glad to say that the
Western firmers, aided by your east-
ern appetitesand by your commission
merchants, ecan now compete with the
the older sections of the country,
New England and New York,  Da-
ring my visit to Europe last summer
1 paid especial attention to dairy pro
ducts, but Isaw no exhibition equal
in quality and quantity to this,”

ADDRESS OF TIIOMAS WHITTAKER.

Colonel Littler then introduce:l
Thowinas Whittaker, a dairymen ot
Massachusetts, who spoke at some
length. He said he would hav the
farmers of the East, West and South
join hands with the New York mer-
chant, and present a united front to
the common enemy. If the farmer
would have the farm attractive to the
young people, he must be cheerful
and not grumble. "T'he farmer should
remember that the merchant’s nerves
arc shattered, and that he works in
the dim light of the city. The farm-
er, on the other hand, has the clear
sky and the pure air of the country
and a beautiful earpet of green grass.
He dwelt on the advantages in poiut
of health which the rosy cheeked farm
ers dinghter had over her less fivor-
ed city cousin. The dairy products
Le said, were the firmers sons and
daughters. At a recent dairy fuir in
Greenfield, Mass,, five of the highest
prizes had been taken by a earvinge
maker, who had only two cows. His
wife had made the butter, and the
spesker thonght that there was noth-
ing like a Yankee woman’s pluck and
perseverence. Children inthe great
cities required much milk—:milk that
should be of the purest kind. The
skin of the cow shonld be perfectly
€lean, and the vessels in which the
miik is kept should be without a
stain or spot. If the national Society
about to be organized could arrange
so that milk could be delivered to
the consumer directly from the pro-
dacer, an inestamable benefit would
result to both, There wis an increas—
ing eemand, too, for fresh butter not
over a day ortwoold. The question
of supplying the Eastern and Euro-
pean markets was only a question of
time. The west was growing rapid-
ly, and manufactures and commerce
would follow the march of agriculture
Soon, he said, he hoped that America
would cease to rely upon Earope for
clothing.

ADDRESS OF S. 8. GARDNER,

S. 8. Gardner, President of the
Minnesota St.te Dairymen’s Associa-
tion, who establ shed the first clieese
fuctory in Noriliern Minnesota, spoke
of the farming iacilities of the west.
It was only # few years since the
Western Reserve began to supply
New York with daivy products. Wis-
consin was cel:brated in Europe for
her cheese, and Iows had the proud
distinction of producing the best but~
ter in:the market. OQuly n few yeuars
ago western batter was regarded with
distavor. Now all this was reversed
Turee years ago oleomargarine was
shipped to the west, but now this
trade had stopped. The prairie grass
s of the west were sweeter and more

.a half quarts of mili.

netritious than the grass of the East,
the timothy and clover of New York.
and the grass on the New Englu.d
hills. He had obtained, on an aver—
age, a pound of cheese from nine and
In Minnesota
there were millions of acres of grass,
and also hay that can be put in the
stack for $1.50 per ton. The west
had solved the question of transpor-
tation to the East. Butter and cheese
could be shipped for 4} cents by ex-
press, and it could be sent to Liver-
pool and back to New York, and then
the shippers could compete with the
New York merchants. Farmers in
the northwest were improving their
dairy machinery and the speaker
thought that the northwest was des-
tined to become the great dairy belt
of the country.
NATIONAL AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY.

A large assemblage, consisting of
farmers, professors, presidents of ag—

ricultural societies, Congressmen, ex

Governors and agricultural editors
met 1 the supper room of the Metro-
politan Hotel for the purpose of form
ing a National Agricultural Society.
The matter has been in agitation ev-
er since a pretiminary meeting was
held on October 22, and the commit-
tee having it in charge have been en-
gaged since thae time ira very ex-—
tensive correspondence. Over one
thousand letters have been rececived
in that time most of them.of an en-
douraging character. Copies were
shown of communications from va-
rious well knowu gentlemen trom U
S. Grant down to Jefterson Davis,
T wo or three communications apiece
wore received from Gov. Drew, ot
Florida, Horatio Seymore and others

The meeting wss then organized
by the election of Gen. M. M. Curtis
ol Ogdensburg, N. Y., xs temporary
chairman, and Captain M. J. Law-
rence, Prof. A. R. Ledoux jand Col
E. A. Cirman as temporary secreta—
ries. Prof. Alvord, of Mass., then
read the constitution. The consider-
ation of this was postponed to the
afiernoon session.

At tlie afternoon session the repre
sentatives of the ditferent States re-
ported the Commitice on Nomiua-
tions. The constitution was taken
up and adopted. It provides for the
organizaiion of an association under
the name ot the American Agricultu-
ral Society, having for.its odjects the
promotion and dévelopment ot the
agriculture of the whole country and
the interests of those engaged there-
in. Any person who declares a per-
soral interest in the subjec.s of the
society may become & wember by
the payment of $1 and the payment
of the necessary annual dues is essen
tial to continued membership. An-
nual meeiings are to be held, at
which officers are to be chosen. There
is to be a division of the organization
into departments for the considera—
tion of different subjects counected
with agriculiure, such as land, horti-
culture, animals, emigration and
transportation.

QUALITY OF AMERICAN SEEDS,

At the evening meeting two inter-
esting addresses were delivered be-
fore wbe suciety. Prof. Ledoux, of
Norih Carolina made the first ad-
dress on the subject of the *Quulity
of American Seeds.”

Prof. Ledoux began by cxpresging
his surprise that Awerican agricultu-
ral journals have comparativeiy so
litve to suny about seeds und seed
testing. The science ot seed exami-
nation was created by Dr. Nobbe of
the experiment station of Tharand,
Germany, and was only lately intro-
duced o the experiment stations of
Connecticut  and  North Curolina.
T'he results of Dr. Nobbes investiga—
vions were published in & volume of
600 pages, and are intensely interest
ing even to those who are not occu-
pied with agricultural pursuits, D..
Ledoux sumined up the results ob-
tained by Dr. Nobbe in his investi-
gution o1 e teed sold by Earopean
ce.lers as follows: Theaverage per}
cent of pure seeds in commercial saw
ples was 59.  Of these 59 per ceat of
seelds which were realiy what they
were represented to le, only 18 per
cent were capable ol germinating.
Oue sample ot grass seed contained
wne seeds ol 45 other plants, Auoth-
er coutained 95 per cent ot dead
seeds, ‘Three tons of seed so!d us red
clover contained two tons yellow clo-
ver. Old seeds were renovated by
boiling, dyeing, roasting ; weed seeds
were stained aud used o adulterate
lots of expensive seeds. English secd-
wmen sold, in 1869, over ten tung ot
poor turnip seed disguised so as to
represent a vuluable urticle. In Bo-
hemia  and -clsewhere large faéto-.
ries were runniug lor the manufaciure
ui seeds from quartz grains, wnich
were colored to order .and largely
sold at %50 per ton. Samples ol Lhese
seed were exhibited to the society,.

and few were able to distinguish be-

tween one sample seed which was
adulterated 25 per cent with these
stones,and a pure:r izle. In Aunsiria
women and children are regul:ry em-
ploy to gather wee:l seeds of all kin‘'s
from the roadsides and hedges, which
are exported to England, where they
are sorted and sold.

American seeds are often undoubt-
edly impure, if for no other reason
than because the sedmen import very
largely trom all European counties.
In Dr. Gray’s Manual of Botany are
descrived hundreds of weeds with
the phrase “introduccd from Europe.”
Tte German botanist also complain
that American seeds they find the
germs ofand dangereous weeds. D«
Ledoux nextdescribed the various
means employed at the experiment
station in North Carolina to detect
impurities, determine the germina-
ting power, and detect impurities,
seeds present in comercial samples.
He exhibited three specimen of
sprouting apparatus, in which the
seeds of orchard grass, ‘clover and
eabbage were undergoing examintion,
In illustrating the number and va-
riety of impurities, he mentionned a
sample of the seed of red clover
which had been found to cotain 14,400
“foreign” seeds in a pound. These
interloping seeds were forty four
distinet species, among them thistle,
dandelion, burdock, cheat, chick
weed, ox eye daisy, blue weed, milk
weed and clover dodder. Another
ssmple contained the seeds of weeds
to the number of 6,000 per pound.
The farmer who sowed his sced upon
his land, sowed with it, as can easily
be enleulated, the germs of 680 blue
weeds' 21,400 dodder and 5,980 dais-
jes per acre, to say nothing of other
injurious seeds present Lo the num-
ber of 6,000 upon every acre. A sin
gle plant of blue weed will produce
14,735 seeds of which by actual ex~
periment 8,000 on an average will
germinate. In summing up the re-
sults ot all  truslworthy seed tests,
which had been made at the two
American experiment stations he sail
that these results did not differ ma~
terially frow those obtained in Ger~
many. Anerican grass seeds contain
on the average 79 per cent ol pure
seeds, while in Gennany this average
is only 62; the germinating power of
American grass seed is 543 in Ger-
many 42 per cent. Lhe nvernge per
centage of pure seeds in American
native cloveris 93, Germany 94
American clover seed contains 50 per
ceut of seeds capable ol germinating;
the German 42. Seeds of sedge. bed
straw, kuot weed, plantaiu, dodder,
blue weed, daisy and other injurious
or usecless weeds are constantly found
among American commercial grass
and clover seeds.

In c¢losing Dr. Ledoux made an
appeal te tle sociely to institute
measures for the practical protection
ot our American farmers agaiust in
tentional or mwitting deception on
the part of the dealers and importers
of seeds, e showed also the neces-
sity ol instructing the youth at the

agricultural co leges in the means of

identitying irpurities snd the seeds
of weeds; e determining the the
variety of all sceds which are bought
