HOUSE AND FARM.

Lomestic Recipes.

HorCAKE.—Here is an excellent recipe
for making hoecake: Scald one guart of
eorn meal, with just enough hot water to
make a thick batter; stir in two large spoon-
fuls of butter; beat this a little before mix-
ing it with the batter, so it will rise rendi-
ly; add balf a teaspoonful of salt. This
should be baked at least three-quarters of
an hour; butter the tins well in which it is
bnked; serve hot. This is decided econ-
owical, and it is very rourishing.

BAKED CABBAGE.—Baked oabbage isa
nice entroe, or side dish. Cut the cabbage
in small picces and boil till tender in salt
and water, When cold chop it fice, add
two beaten eggs, o little butter, pepper and
salt, if it needs it, and two tablespoonfuls
of cream., Stir all vigorously, bake ina
buttered pudding dish till it is brown on
the top. Serve hot.

GINGER Cookies.—The taste of ginger
cookies can be improved by using balf a
cnp of cold coffee instead of water. There
is almost always at least so much left aftor
breakfast; or, if not, put a little water in
the pot and let it boil for a minute or two,
and straugth enough will be given to flavor
the cookies.

Buekwhent Cakes are improved for some
people by mixing the buckwheat with gra-
ham tlour. Put about one-third of grabam
with? it. Start the cakes at night with
yeast— a small teacup of yeast to one quart
of 11 ur; mix with cool, not cold water, and
set in a warm corner. Griddle onkes can
be made of ont mesl by putting one-third
of wheat flour withit. They require more
for cooking than buckwheat cakes do, and
should he browned thoroughly.

Farm Brevines,

J. W. Sanborn, of the New Huampshire
Agricultural college, pronounces the ensil-
age system for preparation of graen food, as
fallacious; and that thoy who use it report
more milk as the product than the amcuat
of food contains.

The diftarence between the value of the
labor cn the form of & man who thoroughly
nnderstands how to work, and one who is
a novice is more than one dollar per day.
A good, faithfu!, intelligent man is a great
relief to a farmer’s mind, as well as a great
addition to the profits of the farm.

The Rev. Mr. Carlton, who has been liv-
ing for some years in the Kulu or Cooloo
District of the Pugojab, in northern Hindo-
stan, has made some very successful exper-
iments in the cultivation of maiz2, or Awer-
ican Indian corn, which were reportea at a
meeling of the Agricultural and Horticul-
turul society of India, held in Calcutta in
December last. I'rowm that report, as print-
ed in the Indian Daily News, we learn
that of the mammioth dent corn nearly 100
bushels to an acre were raised. This vari-
oty seemed to succeed best.

Peas are excellent for fattening swine
and do well where tho season i3 too short
or cold for corn. Many farmers sow oats,

peas and barley for fattening pigs. TLis
erep is rauch more easiiy
grown and mora certain than
coimn, Two bushels per ecre ere

reqaired fer seeding in such proportion as
may be most readily or conveniently ob-
tained. The usual proportion is one busk-
1l of peas and balf a bushel each of cats and
barley. The grain should be covered with
a enlivator or drilled in after tho land is
well prepared by thorough harrowing.

Domestic Recipes,

PausNir OysTERS.—Boil parsnips unti
tender and mash well, To a pint of
mashed parsnips add a tablespoonful of
butter, three well-beaten eggs, salt and pep-
per to taste, and enough tlour to hold the
mixture together. Make ints small, flat
balls and fry in butter uatil brown.

EGas AU PraT.—Butter 2 plate or dish
which has Leer made very hot and strew
bread crumbs overit. The crumbs are bet-
ter if thg bread is first browned and then
rolled. Break in a saucer, one at a fime,
half a dozan fresh eggs, and arrange them
on the bread crumbs; add butter, pepper,
and salt; strew a few more crumbs over the
top, and bake in a quick ovenuntil the eggs
are set. Serve very hot.

DevILED EGGS.—Boil half a dozen fresh
eggs about twenty minutes. Remove the
shells carefully and cut each egg exactly in
half, leaving the whites in two perfect
pieces, Mash the yolks with butter, pepper,
salt, snd prepared mustard to taste,  Heap
this mixture up in the divided whites;
place them on a tin plate and brown them
in a quick oven. Serve cold for luncheon.

Dinp's-NEsT PUDDING.—DPare and core
six mellow applesand placsthem ina but-
tercd pudding-dish. Rub balf & cup of
sugar add a tablespoonful of butter to-
gether, and & small auntity of cinnumon,
and fill the apples with the mixture. Make
a Datter of one pint of milk, three eggs—
voiks and whites beaten separate—a pinch
of salt, and sufticient flourto make it of the
consistency of thick crcam. Pour thisover
the apples and bake slowly until the apples
are tender. Serve warm with sauce,

BoroGyA SAUSAGES.—Take equal por-
tions of fresh pork. lean beef and salt pork
or ham, some would add an equal portion
of veal. Chop or grind the meat together,
and to every nine pounds of meat add ten
teaspoonfuls of powdered sage, two tea-
spoonfuls of cayenne, two of black pepper,
one miccad onion, one teaspoonful of
cloves, cne grated nulmeg, and salt to the
taste, Stuif into beef intestines, which
may be obtained of a buicher already pre-
pared. Tie up each sausage at both ends
and prick in seve laces. Put into boi,
not boiling, water aiid boil an honr. Take
them out, lay them to dry in the sun on
straw or hay. Rub the outside of the skins
with melted butter,

Hints for Tasteful House Furnishing.
From the New York San.

Fortunately, at this time a house can be
tastefully furnished without a great cutlsy
of money. It may be made to show that
its occupants are people of refinement and
swsthetic cultivation, and yet1t may not con-
tain a single expensive article. It may be
50 appointed that it shall be attractive both
because of its comfortable and tastefnl ap-
pointments, and still be the home of peo-
ple who are forced to husband their re-
cources with the greatest care. Money,
no matter how abundant it may be, can-
not make up for the lack of good taste, but
good taste can easily offset a deficiency in
money.

And especially is this the case when the
house to be purchased is in the country.
That is where a fortunate bride who asks
some questions regarding the appointment
of her bouse, is about to settle down. She
is fortunate in baving a home of her own in
which to start out ingmarried life, and for-
tunate in the ability to decorate it accord-
ing to her own notions; more fortunate still
if, a8 wo doubt not, she is supported by the
love and confidence of her husband. Here
is wha! she asks:

_“Sir: Will you be kind enough toad-
vise me how to furnish my home? Iam
newly married, and my husband said he
preferred to leave the house unfurnished
till' I came, and to let me exercise my own
taste, [he rooms are 16 by 20, and I think
at least 10 feet pitch; painting, oak-grained.
It is porticularly as to the window curtains,
cornice, centre table, parlor, chaire, and as to
sideboard and curtains for the room
that I would plead for some advice. A
Young Wife. .

“Ob, I had fergotten the hall. Iiis very
wide and handsome. The house has twelve
rooms,'and this wide hall runs right through
it. Ilive in the country and can’t buy very
costly farnitare.”

Hers seems to be a very nice house to

t up. But the oak graining is not at all
desirable. It givesa common a ce
lo any room. An imitation of black wal-
nut is better, especially in the country,
where you have plenty of lj%ht ‘to your
house; but even that is not the best. me
pleasant colors, not too pronounced, are far
preferable. A warm brown is good;sois a
Pompeiian red, if used with discretion.
As to the hangings for the windows, there
is a fine chance for the exercise of taste.
Avoid the hideous Ilambrequins so
often seen, with their stiff and meaning-
less patterns, Get your curtains of some
material, no matter how cheap, which
bangs in agreeable folds, and have them of
a solid color, or of some Moorish or Per-
sian pattern. Very cheap stuffs made
of linen can now be purchased, and goods
of cotton handsomely dyed are suit-
able for bed rooms. They have a
pleasant tone and a nice texture. Then,
put at the top, instead of the odious lam-
brequins, a square piece of material of a
conirastine ocotor or shade, or nothing but
&« heavy fringe. Or if you cam run your
ourtains on & round rod of brass or wood,
and so dispense with the top plece altogeth-

er. You don't need a conspicuous cornice.
There is nothing more vulgar,

For a ountre table, any kind of simple
tihle willdo. Avoid those hideous white
marble top ones, If it is a plain square or
round pine table, with legs puinted blaok,
it will serve as well as another. Then put
a pretty cloth on it of agreeable colors.
That will go far toward making your room
bright and cheerful. and the cost of the
whole will be less than that of a marble top
table or one of the machine carved mon-
strosities.

As to the obairs, first
of all get those * that
people can ocoupy comfortably. A chair is

not merely to be looked at, and it is not in-
tended to be an instrument of torture.
The same thing is t 'ue about sofas. They
especially should invite ococupancy by their
comfertable appearance. Avoid curved-
backed chairs with carvings which annoy
those who sit in them. There is no need
of buying a set of farniture with chairs
matching in their covering'. Get only the
artizles which by themselves please you, no
matter how great the variety, taking care,
however, to have them covered with stuffs
of agreeable tones of color that go well to-
gether, Eaisy chairs and sofis which show
no wood except in the legs, and are up-
holstared throughout, are the best,
Wicker chairs aro desirable, and they
ara cheap. Black isa good color for them .
Two or three camp chairs, covered ; with
dark and pretty stuff, are also very conven-
ient to bring into use on occasion.

Don’t undertake to load your parlor with
furniture. Comparatively few articles are
necessary, and everything in it should have
its use or a reason for being there because
of its beauty. If you wish to paper tae
walls, put ona qu'et paper of a pleasant
tcne, without lurge figures. Even that
whizh is perfectly plain is good, provided
ita color helps to furnish the room and gives
a desirable background for pictures.

A good carpenter can make for you a side-
board which will serve any purpose, and be
belter than the ugly things generally sold
in the shops. Paint it black, for instance,
giving it several coats, then apply varnish,
and it will look like lacquer wo.k. Put a
little red stripe around to relieve the black.
A box standing on its side, with iwo or
three shelves within it, and perhaps two
or three on top, is all you need. A curtain
in front will hide the lower shelves, and a
piece of dark enamelled cloth on top will
complete the thing. There is no
need of going to much expense for a side-
board. -

Paint the walls of your hall & plain tint
—Pompeiian red is a gcod shade—and let
the washboard be dark brown, and relieve
the edge of the ceiling with a black line.
Paint the floor very dark brown and shel-
lac it. Then lay a strip of carpet haif a
yard wide through the center, put up some
pegs to hang coats on, provide a table
for hats, a jar for umbrellas and a
chair to sit on, and your hall will be all
right. Avoid the stiff hat racks of an
octopus pattern.

And generally, in carpeting your house,
don’t think it necessary to fit the carpet in-
to every little jog. Leave a space sixteen
or eighteen inches around it, to be painted
derk brown and covered with shellac. And
lat the carpets be small in figure and quiet
in tone.

All this may be done at no great expense
—with a very Jiftle money, indeed, com-
pared to that often expended to makea
single room’ hideous. The bride who hon-
ors us by asking our advice, can make her
country home pretty and & model for the
whole neighborhood with a small outlay of
money, if her taste is good, and she is not
tied down by merely conventional notions
of house furnishing.
