JAY GOULD'S FIFTY MILLIONS.

Showing His Friends &2-:;.000.000 in West-
ern Union and %12,000,000 In Misso iri
Paeltle,

Reports have been frequently circulated
lately that Jay Gould was a large seller of
stocks, and some persons in Wall Street
have not hesited to say that the sales were
mede necessary by his urgent need of
money. Others represented with more
plausiblility that he was inducing others to
sustain the market and claiming to be on
the “bull” side himself, while he was iu
fact steadily nnloading bis stoc.s on the
market. It is understood that some of bLis
friends informed him of the circulation of
these damaging ramors on Satarday. Yes-
terday morning Mr. Gould invited to his
oftice Russell Sage, Cyrus W, Field, F'rauk
Work and one or_ two others, and askod
them to examine the coutents of a few
oackages of stocks for which he had sent
to the trust company. The packages were
all labelled with a schedule of the stocks
aud amounts, and it is said that Mr. Field
expressed a willingness to accept Mr.
Gould’'s word as to the amounts. Mr.
Sage exclaimed:

“No, no; if I am to exawmine these, I pro-
pose to do s0.”

The packages were opened and examined,
They contained $53,000,000 of stocks at
their face value. Inthem were $23,000,-
000 of Western Union telegraph and $13,-
000.000 of Missouri Pacific railronda stock.
These certificates were not indorsed by
Mr. Gould, and were the original certifi-
cates issued to him by the present com-
pantes. The rest of the total amount was
made up of Manhattan railway stock of the
different classes, and of Wabash stocks.

THE VEGETABLE GARDEN.

SomejTimely Talk About Seeds and Cultiva
ti0n.

So indispensible and withal so econom-
ical are vegetables for table use that their
careful cultivation should be a matterof in-
terest to every one who owns a garden plot.
Yet on many faxms we tind the garden is
wofully neglected after the seeds are plant-
ed, and from springtime to autumn almost,

the weakly “straggling” plants have to.

struggle for life among noxious weeds, and
instead of a rich and bouutiful enpply for
the table, only a meagre pittance is obtain-
able. All this is not mere guess work, but
what the writer has many times seen on
farms otherwise well tilled and productive.
The first thing necessary is to have a will to
remedy the evil; the second is to know
what to do and when to do it. The latter
point I wish to make a fow suggestions up-
on.

Soil and Sowing—The four cardinal vir-
tues of good garden soil are that it should
be loose, mellow, rich and well drained.
Good seed sown in such soil and properly
cultivated will (droughts and insects ex.
cepted) Froduce abundantly. While the
quality of the soil is not of so great import-
ance in the raising of the coarser vegeta-
bles—as peas, beans, poiatoes, and the like
—it i8 i1mporlant in the raising of the
finer kinds—as celery, parsnips, cabbage,
ste.

Vegetable seeds should be sown in long
drills, if possible, atsuch a distance apart
as to permit the use of n horse-hoe be-
tween them. If a new garden is to be laid
out, let it be long and narrow, soas to
make as little turning about of the horse at
the end of the rows as possible, The com-
mon practice of sowing in beds or plots I
do not favor, asit requires much more
hand labor, and admits of less or, in fact,
no use of the horse. As tothe depth at
which to sow the seed, the old rule of three
times a8 deep a8 the size of the seed mny
Le observed for general use.

Vitality of seeds—The varions kinds of
vegetable seeds differ largely as to the
length of time they retain vitality, While
it 1salways well to sow new seeds, if they
can be procured, it 18 not alwayvs absolutely
necessary. Those of the tomato, pumpkin,
squash, cuenmber, melon and beet retain
their vitality longest, probably from five to
ten years; turnips, celery, cabbage and
canliflower are gooud for four years; spinach,
radish, asparagus, lettuce and parsley for
three years; while the beans, peas, carrots,
pepper, salsify and rhnbarb should not be
planted when over two years old. A knowl-
adge of how long the various vegetable
seeds will produce their kind is greatly
beneficial to the gardner, as on the selection
of poor seed failures often depend.

When to Sow or Plant—For the latitude
of New York the seeds of the following-
named vegetables may be sown in the open
ground from the middle of March to the
last of April:
bage, cauliflower, lettuce, onion, parsnip,

u, radishand turnip; from the middle of

ay to the middle of June: Beans, sweet
corn, melon, pumpkin, cucumber,
squash and tomatoe. South of this lati-
tude all these may, of coure, be sown or
planted earlier; north later.

Varieties—I do not recommend the use
of many varieties. For the ordinary farm-
er, who cultivates only for table use; one
good variety is a8 good as a dozen. For
general cultivation the following- named
varieties are vrobahly, the best, though it
would be diflicult to give a list of good for
all parts of the country.

Shorts of all Sorts.

Cotton cloth to bs used for covere for
hot-bed frames can be painted with linseed -
oil without much expense. ns the oil is
cheap. A gallon wonld be snfficient for a
large hot-bed, If the cottou absorbs too
much oil coat it tirst with giue-water, first
stretching the cloth on a frame, and when
the glue is dry put on the oil with a paint
brusb, Tue cloth may be thus made air
and water pro:f,

In growing hops as a crop the vines are
trained to poles et m the ground. When
the vines reach the tops of the poles the
ends begin to droop and twine about the
lower portion of the plant. The effect of
this droopingis to check the growth of the
vine and encourage fruiting. In growinga
few hops where the vines run on to trees it
would avoid the inconvenience if they were
planted away from the trees or if the vines
were pruned when thoy reach the tops of
the poles.

A press has recently beczn invented for
pressing hay, straw, and weeds for fuel, It
i8 very powerful, and forms those articles
into blocks almost as solid as wood, and
then cuts them into convenient sizes for
use.

It is nsual when planting celery to cut cft
the leaves of the longest stalks, leaving
only the heart. It wuitend to dwarf cel-
ery to set the plants close; that is, six
inches apatt in the rows. Celery requires
a cool, moist place; in rich, w.rm soil it
may run to seed, making a very rank
growth.

The best remedies for cabbage worms are
Persian insvct powder and cayenne pepper.
Either of these are sprinkled upon the cab-
bages and the worms and verg goon kill the
latter. Persian insect powder is sold at the
drug stores, and is gunite harmless to per-
sons but fatal to all insects. It is the pow-
dered leaves of a plant known as Pyrethrum
rossum,

The small flies that hover about the sap-
pails in sagar-meking time are the same
that are found so plentifully about decay-
ing apples and other fruit, and cider mills,
in the fall,

In reducing bones with ashes, all that is
required is to subject the bones to the cor-
roding effects ofcaustic potash; the neces-
sary caustic quality is given to the ashes by
adding fresh caustic quicklime, which takes
the carbonic acid from the ashes and leaves
the gz(sah pure and very corrosive. Put
the bones und ashes in a box or barrel, in
layers, adding fresh quicklime to each
layer; the quantities are immaterial, so that
there is enough and to spare. Then
saturate with water, but do mnot let
it drip.

Ants may easily be destroyed by dissolving
sugar of lead in water and moistening
brown sugar with the solution. The sugar
is then spread upon pieces of paper or
shavings, and these are scattered about
where the ants run.

The surest remedy against cribbingin a
horse is to keep him in n stall that is board-
ed up smoothly in front and at the sides to
the top, and give the food in a manger not
over 18 inches from the fleor. A horse
cannot crib with his head down. No other
method will cure this vicious habit so read-
ily as this, if at all.

across the hips, and 1,632 pounds in
weight.

.and sow a8 early as possible, Six to eight
pounds of timothy and four quarts of cio-
Ver per acre are commonly sown,

Salt and ashes are excellent fertillizers
for oats and grass. They should be sown
when the oats are just up and the grass
making its first start to grow. Five bush-
els of salt and as many ashes as can be pro-
cured may be used per acro.

The Physology of Breeding.
American Cultivator. -

A few of the most eminent English breed-
e1s have come to the conclusion that the
following cardinal points in the art of breed-
ing have been fairly established: 1. That
from the male parent is mainly derived the
external structurs, configuration, and out-
ward characteristics—the locomotive peca-
liarities inclusive. 2, From the female par-
ent are derived the internal struclure, the
vital organs, and, in a much greater propo:-
tion than from the male the comstitution,
temper, and habits. 3. That the purar the
race of the parent, the more certainity there
is of transmitting its qualilies to -the oft-
spnng. Say two animals are mated, if
one is of fmr descent tahn the other, ho
or she will exercise more influence in stamp-
ing the character of the progeny, particu-
larly if the greater purity is on the side of
the male. 4. That, apart from certain dis-
turbing inflaences or‘causes, the male, if of
pure r#ve, and descended from a stook of

uniform oolor, stamps the colar v\’ the off-
spr~. 4. 6. That the influence of the first
male is not unfrequently protracted beyond
the birth of the offspring of whioh lie is the
parent, and his mark is left upon subse-
quent progeny. 6. That the transmission
of disease of the vital organs is more cer-
tain if on the side of the female, and dis-
ense of the joints if on the side of the
male parent.

Hog and Poultry House.l

Hoge and bens shonld not be kept to-
gether. Poultry should be kept by them-
selves as the most perfect cleanliness is in-
dispensible_to W@eir welfare. A basement

n for hogs would not be objectionable if

t could be kept clean and dry; damp and
filth are injarions to swine, although the
contrary seems to be believed, for the treat-
ment given to these animuls. A very good/
pig-pen could be made in a hillside where
the yard could be on the open gronud and
exposed to the sun. But pigs will not do
wall in close, confined quarters. The best
of all hog-pens counld be made over & base-
ment and the pens floored with double
plank having & good coat of gas-tar between
the planks. A sloping passage-way counld
be made into the basement if desired. A
basement for a poultrv-honse would not be
objectionable. If bnilt on sloping ground,
the upper part conld be used for a roostin,
apartment, and the basement, well llghteg
and warmed, could be used for a winter
run.
The l)ul;y Cow.

At a reecent Iowa convention, Prof.
Knapp, of the State Agricultural college at
Ames, read a paper upon the “Dairy Cow,”
in which he defined n good cow as fol-
lows:

“First, Nature has given her immense
vitality, perfect and well-balanced organs,
and preserved her in the highest healthfunl-
ness. Second, her digestive and assimila-
tive organs are of the largest capabilities.
Third, all the food digested above what is
required to maintain the snimal in h alth
and full vigor is converted into wilk,
Fourth, the disposition of size and symme-
try of the animal, the udder, and the labor
of milking ure of the most desirable kind.
Fifth, ns a part of the financial consider-
ation, the animal in style and colorisa
creature of beauty, and possesses such
purity of blood as to be able to transmit all
her excellencies. A just impression of the
cow asamachine was not conveyed by any
general statement.”
