A now railroad project of great interest to 
eastern Iowa and Minnesota, and especially to 
St Panl, has lately crystallized into business 
form, making another and important trunk line 
running into St. Paul with direct St. Louis and 
Chicago connections. The surveys have been 
completed for the first section of a railroad pro­
jected to St. Paul, connecting with the Burling­
ton road at some point near West Union, in Fay-
ette oonuty, la. This line of road will pass 
through the moat densely populated as well as 
the richest agricultural sections of Iowa and 
Minnesota, about midway between the river 
road and the Austin branch of the Milwaukee & 
St. Paul road. 

Col. F. D. Underwood, superintendent of 
the Southern Minnesota division, of the Chica­
go Milwaukee & St Paul, is lying dangerously 
sick at the Cameron hotel, La Croaso, the trou­
ble being blood poisoning.

WASHING-TON. 
The following democratic congressional 

executive committee was appointed by Con-
grtssmau Rosecrans; Flower of New York, 
Randall of Pennsylvania, Lefevre of Ohio, Cobb 
of Indiana, Thompson of Kentucky, and Jones 
of Arkansas. The senate Democratic commit­
tee, ajnsisting of Davis of West Virginia, chair­
man, Morgan, Gorman, Coke, Harris 
and Grover expect to confer with the house 
committee in a few daj'a The senate commit­
tee is in favor of leaving the management of 
the congressional canvass to the house commit­
tee, inasmuch as the election is for members 
of the house only. 

Secretary Frelinghuysen, in order to facili­
tate favorable action on the bill in the French 
oh ambers for reoinding the decree prohibiting 
the importation of American pork, has tele­
graphed Minister Morton showing the healthy 
condition of pork in Chioago and Cincinnati. 
The secretary has since received from Morton 
telegrams stating that the Dork bill with micro­
scopic amendment, being 246 pays, 216 noes, 
and the bill provides for inspection in France 
by experts appointed by the minister of com­
merce, who should have tho right to prescribe 
the mode of examination. 

Mail messenger service will be discontinued 
from June 30 at Sterling Centei, Blue Earth 
county, Minn., from the St. Paul & Sioux City 
railroad. The poetoffice at Sonde, Brown 
county, Minn., has been discontinued.

A shocking ca&e of'homicido occurred three 

miles east of Bloomsfield, Nelson county, Ken­
tucky, in the killing of Joseph Holt, a school 
teacher, by Babe Hunter. Holt boarded at the 
residence of Hunter. Hnnter was whipping 
his wife, when Holt interfered In the after­
noon Hunter waylaid him while coming from 
his school house and shot him dead in his tracks. 
Hunter fled, but has been captured. 

Second Lieut. John McMartin of the Twenty-
fifth infantry arrived in Stillwator last week 
from Fort Randall, D. T., with two prisoners, 
aa follows: Edward Mack and Robert Lincoln, 
convicted of conduct prejudicial to the good 
order and discipline of the army,and sentenced 
to fifteen and ten years respectively in the state 
prison. The party consisted of five persons, 
all colored. 

Polk Wells, arrested in Randolph, Wis., Feb­
ruary 25, for robbing a back at Riverton 
last July, and stealing horses at Sidney, Iowa, 
pleaded guilty to the latter, and was sentenced 
for ten years in the penitentiary. The cas9 
against him for bank robbery was continued to 
the next term of the court, tne district attorney 
having neglected to get the caso in shape for 
trial. 
Ex-Keeper Elodgott testified in Albany, at tha 

inquiry into the abuses in Sing Sing prison, that 
he resigned because ho could not stand the evi­
dences of brutality around him,and would not be 
a keeper there again for $1,000 per month, on 
account of hearing the moaniDgs and wailings 
of the convicts being paddled. 

Guiteau exhibits much interest in roading ac­
counts of executions. He read tho reports of 
the hangings of last Friday and remarking 
that all died without showing fear, said: "I'll 
die without flinching, too, if I am executed, 
see, if I don't" He insists, however, that he 
will get a new trial. 

The czar of Russia, on being apprized of the 
murier ofGen.Streilingkoff,ordered the two as-
assins who were arrested to bo executed with­
in two hours. They were accordingly hanged 
at Odessa. 

Ex-Gov. Moses of South Carolina, whom an 
ungenerous constituency had hoped was gath­
ered to the thieves' reward, turns up as a con­
fidence operator with a number of victims. 

At Chapman Court house, Va., Doc. Wright 
was hanged on Friday for the marder of Cole 
Arthur in February, 1881. He declared his 
innocence on the scaffold. 

The whole population of Franklin, Ind., is 
beseiging a jail where a man is confined for 
outraging his three-year-old itaughter. 

XtCXS CELLANEOUfl. 
At the meeting in Philadelphia last Monday 

evening, in the interest of Hampton Institute, 
Senator Hawley, of Connecticut, introduced his 
speech upon the importance of tho work in 
progress in Hampton as follows: "The Indian 
is with us—about 261,000 of him—he has 
been with us from the beginning, ana we havn't 
made much of a sucocss of him. The solution 
of fhe problem which his presence presents is 
one of the tasks which the Almighty has laid 
uponus, and it is still unsolved. Unsettled 
questions have no respect for tha repose of 
mankind. We said' some beautiful things 
about equal rights back there when the Decla­
ration of Independence was signed, but when it 
was proposed to apply them to the negro many 
were disposed to say, 'We didn't mean him.' 
And when we got the negro question disposed 
of we thought the Almighty would let us off; 
but now tho Chinaman is bothering us—though 
many of us were inclined to say, 'Oh, Lord, we 
didn't mean that man'—and always with us is 
the unsettled question of the Indian.

FOREION. 

Smalley's special: Notwithstanding Mr. 
Forster's assurance that the area of IriBh trou­
bles is contracting and the tenants are paying 
rent more freely, the news is still disastrous. 
Herbert, the landlord shot last week, was a 
most obnoxious and prominent opponent of the 
land league. At a riot he ordered the police 
to fire and used threatening language toward 
the rioters. The Fenian outrages in Dublin 
for the moment are more disturbing than the 
other features of anarchy, but the government 
have discovered amass of useful information 
which may surprise the agitators in the United 
States. 

Forster admitted that it was true that the 
ooercion bill had not accomplished a great deal, 
but declared it hafr done something. It had 
prevented many outrages and murders, by ena­
bling the authorities to lock up those who 
otherwise might have committed such acts of vi 
olence. There were, he said, signs af hope, but 
outrages must be stopped, if they were not it 
would becc-me his duty and the duty of the 
bouse of commons to have stronger measures 
still. Forster's speech was frequently cheered 
in the warmest manner. 

Gen. Streelnekoff, public prosecutor of the 
Kieff military tribunal, was shot through the 
head and instantly killed while Bitting on the 
boulevard here. Two assassins were stopped 
while fleeing from the scene in a carriage. They 
offered violent resistance with their revolvers, 
and wounded three persons. They wero finally 
overpowered and conveyed to the police station. 
Gen. Streolnekoff came to Odessa to conduct the 
preliminary.examin&tions in important political 
trials. A third person escaped. He was the 
actual assassin. 

The bill repealing the prohibition of impor­
tation of American pork was adopted by the 
chamber of deputies with an amendment au­
thorizing Minister Tierard to proscribe the 
mode of inspection. In the debate Achard 
maintained that fears of the disease were exag­
gerated. American salters prepared meat ac­
cording to the moBt approved methods. He 
cited medical reports from Chioago and Cincin­
nati furnished by the American showing the 
variety of trichinaeis. 

Gladstone, closing the debate in parliament, 
denied emphatically that cloture was intended 
to prepare the way for coercion. It was crime, 
not cloture, that makes coercion possible. The 
government only asked the house not, by pass­
ing the amendment, to shut the door agamat a 
principal which will defeat the individual folly 
and darker designs of those who would stand 
between tho house and the discharge of its 
duties. 

Sukhanoff, condemned to death atthe recent 
nihilist trial, was shot at Cronstadt, Russia. At 
the placa of execution marine troops and Bail­
ors were drawn up on three sides of the square. 
On tbe open side in front of a wall was a black 
post before which the prisoner was placed in a 
white shroud and to which he was bound. 
Twelve marines fired at fifteen paces. Death 
was instantaneous. Thousands of people sur­
rounded the spot. 

At London, in the court of queen's bench, 
Clark, plaintiff in the case against Bradlaugh, 
applied for judgment, notwithstanding Brad-
laugh's appeal to tho lords still pending. Jus­
tices Grove and Huddlestone gave judgment 
against Bradlaugh, which is designed to force 
Bradlaugh into bankruptcy so as to vacate his 
seat in the commons. 

The night police now around tho docks are 
600. ItiB believed the Fenians intend to blow 
up the tunnel to North Woolwich, which passes 
under tho docks. 

The man who defrauded Evans, the Ameri­
can dentist in France out of a million francs has 
been extradited from Belgium.

It is the Bame as anticipated in 
a previous dispatch, and inculpates the James 
boys, Miller, Littlo, Bugle, Cummings, Matt 
Armstrong and Creed Chapman.! There is 
some dispute between the county officers and 
Police Commissioner Craig of this city, the lat­
ter desiring to honor the parole given to Little, 
while the former declare that inasmuch as he 
has contradicted some of his statements, and 
may be playing false with the authorities, he 
should be arrested.

INTEODUCE YOU TO JESSE JAMES." 
Immediately after shaking hands he and Mott 

walked to the other end of the platform and held a 
short conversation. Jesse then came up to me 
and said: "Mr. Laird, I understand you are going 
in^with us to rob the train to-night." I said: 
"Yes sir." .Jesse said: "Have you any arms?" I 
answered, "Yes, a breech loading rifle." 
He said: "Be sure to bring it with 
you. Meet ns at the cut back of Jack Cole*9 
farm as soon after 8 o'clock as convenient." 
Come alone. When you get within two or three 
hundred yards of the spot signal us by whistling 
twice. The answer will be once. I Jhen turned 
and went back home. My folks, except my brother, 
who was not at home, retired soon after sundown. 
We had no time-piece. I think my brother got 
home about seven o'clock. I then went to bed with 
him, he on the back and I on the front side. 
As near as 1 can judge it was a little after 
8 when I got up, took down my my rifle and slip­
ping out in my socks, got away without raising any 
of I he family. On arriving at the cut I gave the 
sicnal agreed upon. It was answered, and I 
stepped forward and was met by Jesse James. 

ALL THE OLD GANG 
was there—six of them—and Armstrong and Deen-
druff whom I had known before, and whom had 
joined the regular gang only a short time before. 
But I was the only one of the neighborhood boys 
who had got there. Shortly after. Weed, Chapman 
and John Bugler gave the signal and came in. Fol­
lowing them came John Mott alone. Pret­
ty soon the train was heard coming and 
Jesse said: "Boys, we who are older 
hands at the business will stop the train,go through 
the cars and get what there is there. You fellows 
run along the outside and fire fifteen or twenty 
apiece to scare the passengers." Jeasie stood 
upon a pile of rocks on the track 
and swings a lantern and the train 
came to p stop within a few feet of the obstruction. 
Chapman, John Bugler and myself stood on the 
south side of the track, while John Mott 
and two others were on the other side. The 
first thing they did was to breab into the express 
car. We all had on white masks, and as I began at 
once to fire and the excitement rose I 
did not notice who it was that went into the 
cars, Before we had been long at work I saw 
a man come frsm the train with a lantern and start 
to run east. Bugler called4>ut, "Look there! What 
does that mean?" Creed Chanman at once fired at 
him, followed by Bugler, and I took the third shot. 
Just then some one called out from the train, 
"Don't shoot him. He is going to flag the freight." 
After the men in the cars got through they came to 
the head of the engine and were joined by those on 
tho north side, and all of them came over and 
joined us on the south side. We all 
started off together, went through the 
wire fence, and went due south 
for some distance, when we were halted by Jesse 
James, who said: "Boys, its death to any man who 
gi res this away. So to your homes as though noth­
ing had happened and meet me at the East Fork of 
the Blue next Wednesday night. Come a week 
from that night, and we will divide equally." We 
then parted and I went home and to bed without 
disturbing the family. 

I went to work the next day, taking my gun with 
me, and that is what gave me away, for some one 
saw me and told the officers of it,and when they came 
to where I was at work they found It and took me 
in and put me in jail here (Independence). We 
had all agreed not to give the thing away, but the 
thing got. too hot for mo and so I now tell the whole 
story just as it was. 

Proposed Reduction of Internal Revenue. 
WASHINGTON, March 28.—The house com­

mittee on wayB and means has agreed upon a 
bill to reduce internal revenue. It repeals the 
stamp tax on bank checks, drafts, orders and 
vouchers; the tax on capital and deposits of 
banks and bankers undor section 3408, re­
vised statutes, as amended; the tax on capital 
and deposits of national bauks under soction 
5214, revised statutes (not including the 
taxes on capital and deposits of said banks, 
bankers and national banks for the current six 
months, the period ending in Case of national 
banks the 30th of June, 1882, and in case of 
other banks and bankers the 31st of May, 
1882); and the tax on matches, perfumery, 
medicinal preparations and other articles 
imposed by schedule A, following section 
3437, revised statutes. 

From and after the 1st of May, 1882, rectifiers of 
distilled spirits shall pay a special tax of $120. 
Any person who rectifies less than 500 barrols a 
year- shall pay $40. Wholesale liquor dealers. 
$60; retail liquor dealers, $12; dealers in manufac­
tured tobacco, $24; all manufacturers of tobacco, 
$G; manufacturers of cigars, $6; wholesale dealers 
in malt liquors, $36; retail dealers, $8; brewers, 
$G0; any ncrsou who manufactures less than 500 
barrels per year, $30. Peddlers of tobacco, snufi 
and cigars pay special taxes as follows: First, ped­
dlers, first-class, $30; second, $15; third, $7.20; 
fourth, $3.60. Manufacturers at stills pay $36 
and $12 for each still or worm for distilling made. 
Retail dealers in leaf tobacco, $2.50 and 30 cents 
additional for each dollar on the amount of their 
sales in excess of $1,000. On cigars of all descrip­
tions made of tobacco or any substitute therefor, 
sold or removed for consumption or sale, shall lie 
paid by manufacturers $5 per thousand. On 
cigarettes weighing more than three pounds to the 
thousand, $5 per thousand. 

Members of the committee say their action is 
not in conflict with the decree of the Republi­
can caucus, for that decree was against reduc­
tion of tho tax on whisky and tobacco only. 
The bill of the committee makes a total annual 
reduction of $23,000,000. The reduction of 
the special tax is $3,700,406. Tho reduc­
tion of the tax on checks, proprietory articles 
and all articles in echedule^A, is $16,872,-
880. The reduction on cigars and cigarettes 
is $2,660,000. 

More of Gulteau's Talk. 
Mr. Scovillo paid the assassin a visit last San-

day. Guiteau greeted him in a surly manner 
and upbraided him for not being more discreet 
in talking abont a commutation of sentence. 

"I want yon to understand, Scoville," said Gui-
teau, "that I do not want my sentence commnted 
to imprisonment for life.

Guiteau then announced 
that he had buried the hatchet, and did not in­
tend to quarrel with his friends any more. The 
aseassinVgreed for money has not abated in the 
slightest, and he was very bitter against War­
den Crooker for refusing to allow visitors to 
come to his cell on Sundays. Mr. Scoville 
seemed much affected at the action of the pris­
oner towards him, and said he couldn't make 
np his mind to abandon Guiteau's cue as he 
was satisfied no one would argne his case if he 
and Reed left him. No time has been fixed for 
beginning the argnment before the general 
term.

DOINGS OF CONGRESS. 
TUKSDA-Y MABCH 28. 

SENATE —The tariff commission bill was de-
bat ed until 4 p. m., when several amendments 
were voted down and the bill passed without at­
tention by a vote of 38 to.15. The bill provides 
for a oommissioB of nine members to be ap' 
pointed by the president and oonfirmd by tne 
senate, who are to receive as compensation for 
their services $10 per day when actually em­
ployed, and traveling and other necessary ex­
penses. T hey are to investigate all the vari­
ous questio ns relating to tbe agricultural, com 
mercial, mercantile, manufacturing, mining 
and industrial interests of the United States, so 
far as the same may be necessary to the estab­
lishment of a judioious tariff ana existing sys­
tem of internal revenue laws, upon the score 
of justioe to all {interests, and is to (report to 
congress from time to time and to make a final 
report not Inter than the first Monday in Janu­
ary, 1883. 

The president npminated Isaao D. McCutob-
eon of Miohigan, seoretary of the territory of 
Montana, and Commodore Pierce Crosby to be 
rear admiral. 

HOUSE. —The bouse discussed the tariff com 
mission bill. Mr. Kasson's speech was a high­
ly-polished effort. Mr. Carlisle's waa one of 
the best speeches he ever made. They con. 
tended respectively for and against the bill. 
They received tbe closest attention throughout 
from a large houee and a crowded gallery. 

WEDNESDAY, 1KABCH 29. 
SENATE.—The. Indian appropriation bill 

($5,160,000) was considered. Of the amount 
$412,200 is for industrial sohools. 

In executive session the following confirma­
tions were made: Indian agents, Henry J. Arm­
strong, Kansas, Crow agency, M. T. ;E. Mon-
teitb, Nez Forces, L T. Postmaster, Wm. A. 
Roger, Mount Ayr,la. Nominations: William 
Williams, Indian charge d'affairs of the United 
States to Paraguay and Uruguay. Postmaster. 
Frederick P. Kittenring, DeWitt, la. 

HOUSE.—The senate having recovered fron 
its dose of tariff, devoted the day tc consider­
ing the Indian appropriation bill, which amounti 
to $0,249,103.90, and Mr. Dawes led off with 
an argument in favor of its immediate passage, 
the burden of which was that it would have i 
tendency, if properly distributed, to proteo* 
settlers on the western frontier from Indiai 
outbreaks and outrages. It was unusually drj 
in the chamber all day, and suoh visitors af 
strayed into the galleries did not tarry long. 

THURSDAY, MARCH ui), 

SENATE.—Private bills and the Indian question 
engrossed the attention of the senate and when 
Mr. Teller opposed one of„the former restoring 
an officer to the army who had been dismissed 
for drunkenness, Mr. Vorhees charged him 
with aeting so because he intended to retire 
shortly from the senate. This bit at the Colo­
rado representative did not ruffla him in the 
least and his only notice of it was by a 
mocking salutation and nod to the tall syca­
more of the Wabash. 

Tbe Indian appropriation bill oime up and 
Mr. Hoar's proposition to appropriate $2,000,-
000 for the education of Iudian children was 
debated. A bill was introduced prohibiting the 
importation of neat meat cattle from Canada. 

The bill reported favorably by Senator Van 
Wyck from the committee on public lands, is to 
relieve settlers on the public domain along the 
Denver and St. Jose railway in Kansas and Ne­
braska. It is intended to allow money suffi­
cient to make a compromise with those claim­
ing under railroad title. The principal of the 
bill will reach settlers in Iowa, Minnesota and 
Wisconsin. 

HOUSE —The attention of the spectators in 
the house galleries was monopolized by two 
members—Mesrs. Dunnell of Mianesota, a pro­
tectionist, and Abram S. Hewitt of New York, 
who goes to the extreme as a free trader. 
While Mr. Dunnel was talking the democratic 
si te was almost deserted by the regular occu­
pants, who swarmed among their political op­
ponents and seemed to enjoy the novelty of 
their situation. When Mr. Dunnel concluded 
and Mr. Hewitt roae to reply, it was ludicrous 
to witness democrats and republicans rush­
ing pell mell to get near him in order to get 
points for future epeechos. 

Mr. Hewitt opposed the commission bill on 
the ground that it would cause delay, and when 
he had concluded the committee rose. 

Dannell opposed the bill simply and solely 
on tho ground that the present tariff needed re­
vision, and that this congress had no business 
to adopt any method which puts revision be­
yond itself. The tiriff needed change, modifi­
cation and revision, and it was tho duty of con­
gress to enter on the work at once, and not in­
definitely postpone it by the appointment of a 
tariff commission. 

SATURDAY APRIL 1. 
SENATE.—Not in session. 
HOUSE.—A memorial of tho Wisconsin leg is-

lature was presented by Mr. Deuster, praying 
that the lands';belonging tothe UnitedStates with­
in the limits of $ha state park of Wisconsin be 
given to the state of Wisconsin for park purpo­
ses. <r 

The senate bill passed to facilitate the pay­
ment of dividends to creditors oftheFreed-
men's Saving and Trust company. 

Representative Washburn succeeded in hav­
ing passed by the house the bill introduced by 
him making St. Vincent, Minn., a port of entry 
in lieu of Pembina, D. T., and enacting that 
from and after the date of the passage of this 
act Pembina shall cease to be a port of entry of 
the United States; that the collector of customs 
for the collection district of Minnesota shall be 
at St. Vincent. 

The house went into committee on the army 
appropriation bill. After thefdebate the bill was 
read for amendment. The drift of sentiment 
among the speakers on the subject thus far has 
been compulsory retirement at the age fixed by 
tho military committee, sixty-two years; but 
upon tho question of referring claims for sup­
plies furnished to the army during the rebellion 
to the court of claims, there is a wide diversity 
of opinion. . Whon the house agrees to go into 
committee of the whole the debate will bis eon-
fined to points of order and amendments, and 
speaking will bo limited to five minutes. It is 
thought that there will not be any material 
change in the bill as reported from the commit­
tee on appropriations, and the amount asked 
for (about $28,000,000) will be granted. 

VANDERBILT'S SUICIDE; 

Cornelius Vaoderbilt Blows His Brains Out. 
Cornelius J. Vanderbilt, who mat'e himself 

famous a few y6ars ago by contesting the will of 
his father, the late Commodore Vanderbilt, de­
liberately shot himself wlaile he was lying sick 
abed in the Glenham hotel, 
Fifth avenue, New York, on 
Sunday last. The discharge of a pistol attract­
ed the attention of Mr. George Terry, Mr. Vander-
bilt's companion, who was in the adjoining 
room at the time, and also that of Judge E. O. 
Perrin, who hurried into the apartmentand 
found the deceased stretched across the bed in 
an unconscious condition, with blood streaming 
from a hole in hia temple and the weapon lying 
alongside him near bia right hand. Dr. Weir, 
the family physician, was pent for and remained 
with the patient until his death. As soon as he 
had become certain that the wound was a serious 
ono tho relatives of the dying man 
wero called to bis bedside and 
remained with him unlil he expire! Mr. 
Wm. H. Vanderbilt, tho suicide's brother, was 
the first to respond to tbe summons. He was 
quickly followed by Mr. Torrence, his biothor-
in-law, and several nephews, who remained at 
tbe ho'cl until Cornelins died. F{pm the mo­
ment that Mr. Vanderbilt fired tbe fatal shot 
until his lips were sealed in death he did not 
utter a word. He had never threatened or ever 
intimated that he evor intended taking his life, 
and on that account he was 
not watched by his companion or friend. 
For the past twenty years Mr. Vanderbilt has 
been a sufferer from epilepsy, and had fre­
quently been stricken down in tne street in an 
epileptio fit Within the past few days he had 
repeated attacks of his old sickness, and on 
Saturday afternoon was by the advice of bis 
physicians compelled to take to bis bed. Dur-
ibg the temporary absence of Mr. Terry from 
his room ho arose from his bed and opening a 
bureau drawer took therefrom his revolver, 
which he constantly kept loaded and wnieh he 
always carried with bira while traveling. 
After obtaining possession of the pis­
tol the gentleman returned to bed and placed 
the muzzle of his weapon, which was of small 
caliber, to his right temple and fired. The 
apartment was filled with smoke when Mr. Terrv 
entered it, and at the time Mr. Vanderbilt, al­
though then unconscious, lay groaning on the 
bed. Judge Perrin, whose rooms adjoin those 
of Mr. Vanderbilt, also heard the shot, and be­
ing a personal acquaintance, and suspecting 
that something serious had happened, rushed 
into the rooru a second or two afte^ Mr. Terry. 

Death of Gen. Stephen A. Hurlbnrt of llltnots. 
The editor of the New York World has been 

notified by Nr. Trescott that Gen. Hurlburt, 
late United States minister to Peru, died sud­
denly of heart disease, Mar. 28, at Lima. Gen. 
Stephen A. Hurlburt was born in Charleston, 
a 0, Nov. 27, 1815. He was thoroughly and 
liberally edneated. He studied law and was 
admitted to tho bar in 1837. Shortly after­
ward he removed to Illinois, settling 
at Belvidere. He held various 
local offices and was somewhat distinguished 
as a member of congress. At the 
beginning of the war Hurlbut entered the 
Union service, being appointed brigadier gen­
eral of volunteers from May 27, 1861. He 
commanded the fourth division at Pittsburg 
Landing and acquitted himself nobly. His 
military bearing and personal bravery won for 
bim promotion to be major general in 1823. 
He was appointed Minister to Peru at the be­
ginning of Garfield's administration.

Army Headquarters at San Antonio, 
Texas. 

Letters from "Gath." 
So now this venerable center of three 

civilizations—Spanish Filibuster and 
American— is bright with activ­
ity, and the most beautiful post I have ever 
seen here for the headquarteas of the de­
partment of Texas and the quartermaster's 
depot for the Bio Grande frontier. The 
late Quartermaster-General Meigs, who 
will not have his equal for many a year as 
scholar, spirit of civilizition and executive 
giant among quartermasters, ha j the good 
taste to make this depot continue the arch­
itectural character of the Spanish and Mex­
icans. It stands upon a noble elevation 
three miles from San Antonio, in sight of 
the city, and built of white gypsum quarried 
here; the depot is nearly six hundred feet 
square, a fort and magizine together, and 
in the middle of its piaz i rises a high Ital­
ian tower, the whole reminding me at a dis­
tance of Certosa, Assisi, or other great con­
vents of the sixteenth century. This stone 
structure, with its airy colonnades and 
front of fifty windows in line, cost only 
$5,000; I would have said it cost $500,000 
against $1,000,000 if uninformed about it. 
There are fifteen residences of the same 
stone in a piece of land adjacent for the of­
ficers of the department, just about being 
occupied. These were built by Quarter­
master Campbell—whose wife is General 
Fred Dent's daughter—at a cost of $125, 
000, or under $9,000 apiece.' This also 
was, to my experience, a strong instance of 
the integrity and economy of the army ser­
vice. General Angur's residence is as 
Elegant a villa exteriority as can be seen at 
Long Br >nch or off Walnut Hills, yet it cost 
inly $12,000. Here the American com­
mander toward Mexico will probably reside 
for the next halt a century.

The Iodine Trick. 
It is astonishing to what peouliar methods 

poople will sometimes resort to endeavor to 
advance their own and injure other's inter­
ests. One of the latest and most unfair ex­
pedients is that of certain manufacturers of 
baking powders, who are endeavoring to 
prejudice consumers against all other prep­
arations than their own, by exibiting from 
house to house a test purporting to show 
the quality of various powders. The facts 
are, this so-called test, which ire are told 
simply consists in adding a little iodine to 
a sample, can in no way reveal the true value 
of a baking powder, and is only calculated to 
deceive and prejudice the minds of the ig­
norant and unwary. Some powders are 
injurious, but this can only appear by 
analysis. The true value of a baking pow­
der consists in the amount of leavening gas 
which is given off when heat and moisture 
are added to the flour, and it is only the 
chemist, with the aid of chemical applis-
ances, who can determine the volume of gas 
which any powder can envolve. We will 
venture to say that there is not an article 
prepared for food that might not be manip­
ulated by chemical tests to prove that some­
thing was wrong about it, and when a person 
goes into a kitchen, or before a h ouse-
keeper, who is not to be presumed to un­
derstand chemical relations, and performs 
an experiment of even the simplest charac­
ter, it is not difficult to impress one thit 
something awful is the matter. As 
to baking powders, we could suggest 
a dozgn tests that would be as ridiculous in 
giving a fair idea of their relative merits to 
an uninstructed mind as the one here men­
tioned. The truth is, that the best test to 
make of a baking powder is to try it in 
making bread,* and see which makes the 
most and best. To this practical test all of 
the established brands of powder have been 
put, and housekeepers have very generally 
made up their minds which they prefer, and 
tho iodine testers will find ultimately that 
households that have for years used a favor­
ite brand will not be apt to make a change 
on the test proposed.—American Grocer.

Foul Murder in an Otter Tail Swamp. 
A foul murder took place abeut tbree miles 

from Bluffton, Otter Tail county, Minnesota, 
Wednesday evening list William Christie, un­
der pretence of taking his friend Harvey R Stum, 
to LIB stopping place to sleep with bim, tooK 
him to a tamarac swamp, and there murdered 
him in cold blood. 

Thursday morning at 0 a. m., two men, 
Iaaac R}per and Horace Keith, went to the 
swamp to get out ties. As they wore driving 
along, blood was seen on the snow. They 
stopped, thinking a deer bad been wounded and 
that they would follow up ita track. Sjon they 
found a body covered with brush and snow, 
lying about tour rods from the road, where it 
had been dragged by the murderer, in the 
vain hope that in this unfrequented apot his 
crime would go unnoticed. The body was 
covered with blood and there was a bullet hole 
just below the right ear. 

Christie was arrested on Friday at Spruce, in 
Douglas county, and brought to Bluffton for 
examination. He at first refused to say any­
thing, but when confronted with the corpse of 
his victim he completely broke down and con­
fessed that he killed mm for his money, and 
only got $30. He states that he slipped beside 
Strum as they were walking together aud shot 
him, killing him instantly. He then took the 
money which he kept, also a gold watch and 
ohain which he threw away. Strum was un­
married and had formerly worked for Christie's 
father in Hancock county, la. Christie has a 
wife and one child, and has m&ny friends here 
who have known him from boyhood. He has 
always been quiet and peaceable, and this ac­
tion is beyond comprehension. 

Brutal Crime at Brainerd, Minnesota. 
Brainard Tiibune: Sunday evening one of 

the male servants of a leading hotel was abont 
to retire to his room, and when paesing near 
the parlor he heard a noise as if chairs and ta­
bles were being ur.set, but upon entering th9 
room he found it dark and quiet as the silent 
grave. He proceeded to light matches, and as 
fast as he did so they were extinguished by 
Bome cause unknown. Finally he succeeded in 
lighting a temp, when a eight met his gaze that 
almost paralysed him. In the center of the 
room on tho floor lay the form of a young and 
beautiful girl in a semi-unconscious state, Btiil 
being under the influence of chloroform. Her 
clothing was badly disarranged, the poor girl's 
person more or less exposed, and unmistakable 
signs of a high-handed outrage existed, the 
perpetrators of which had by this time myo-
terionsly disappeared, but evidence existed that 
there were two of them, though their 
identity remains a mystery. Upon bei g 
aroused and anked what she was doing there, 
she replied: "Nevermind me, I know what I 
am about." Upon more fully recoveiiog slip 
became frantic upon the discovery of ber pligl t 
and betrayal, and demanded in a wild, hysteric 
voice to be confronted with her assailant H, who 
could not be found. She is a fine looking y rang 
woman of about twenty years of age, and is de­
scribed as being very prepossessing. The two 
wretcheB who committed the dastardly deed are 
classed among the upper crusts of the city. 
The unfortunate victim of this disgusting and 
diabolical outrage left on the train last evening-, 
and as no complaint was made, the affair has 
been draped in silence, but the excitement 
among the occupants of tbe house still runs 
high. t 

The New Minnesota Capitol. 
In an interview yesterday Gov. Hubbard made 

some revelations concerning the new capitol and 
the prospects of its completion. Work, which has 
been suspended during the winter months, will be 
resumed on Monday, when Contractor Burris will 
begin laying the brickwork. An unexpected diffi­
culty has arisen, owing to a deficiency in the appro­
priation and the wording of the act passed at the 
extra session of the legislature making the non-
completion of the buildirig in all respects with the 
sum apnropriated a misdemeanor. The outstanding 
contracts according to the architect's estimates 
amount to $245,000, while the sum available is 
enly $184,000, showing a deficiency of $04,000. 
Bat the act of the extra session appropriating 
8100,000 requires that this sum with the former 
aupropriations shall finish and furnish the building. 
The governor's opinion is that fully $25,000 will 
be required for the complete furnishing of the 
whole building, which makes a total deficiency of 
$80,000. It is impossible to expend the available 
funds making thom go as far as possible, as the act 
referred to prohibits such action, by requiring the 
entire completion of the building with the amounts 
heretofore appropriated. The existing contracts 
will bo carried out, and by the close of this season 
the building will probably be under roof, but no 
part of it will be in condition for occunancy. 
It is too late to modify tho plans or contracts in any 
way, as the foundation is laid and contracts 
for material for the mail, superstructure have 
nearly all been made, with so much material cn the 
ground that changes that would lessen the cost can­
not well be made. Uuder the law it is impossible 
for Gov. Hubbard to complete the building until 
further appropriations «.ro made at the next session 
of the legislature. There seems to be no doubt but 
that the State officers will have to occupy their 
present quarters in the market building for a long 
time—probably until the fall of 18S3. 

School IHstricts Delined. 
The following decision given by the attor 

ncy general relative to school districts and the 
privileges of non-residents of any districts, was 
received yesterday by the superintendent of 
public instruction: 

Hon. D. L. Kieh'.e, Sunerititendent of Public In-
stuiction—Denr Sir: In response to your favor 
submitting certain questions for my opinion, 1 
have the honor to say in answer to your first ques­
tion, viz.: "Is six miles square eqivalent to thirty-
six square miles within tho meaning of section 17, 
chapter 30, G. ]J., 1878? In other words, can a 
district bo more than six miles long?" That in my 
opinion six miles square is not equivalent to thirty-
six square miles. Under this section the district 
may comprise an entire township irrespective oi 
its length, bredtli oi area: or it may comprise a 
territory six miles square in different townships. In 
the latter case its dimensions are definitely fixed, 
and as the authority is statutory it cannot be ex­
tended by construction or implication. 

To your second query, viz.: "Does this scctioti 
authorize county commissioners to give any non­
resident ot a school district privileges within 
it? I answer that tho school privileges 
which tho county commissioners are authorized by 
this section to grant are confined to "such dis­
tricts," i. e., a district composed of an entire town­
ship, or six miles square, and is also limited tc 
"persons non-residents of such district and tc 
whom the school in such district is easier of access 
thau the school in any other district." It does not 
apply to school districts in general. To your third 
query, viz.: "lu proviso 2, section 17. is any lim­
itation to tho magnitude of a school district im­
plied?" I answer that there is no such limitation 
implied in the section in my opinion.
