Scientifie Scintclations.

One of the most ingenious theories con-
cerning the original source and formation
of coal oil says Les Mondes, is that which
has recently been put forth, namely, that
on tl}o first forzation of the earth, vastres-
eXvoirs of inorganic iron and carbon existed
in the interior of the globe, and thess were
reached by the water condensing on the
newly formed lana, percolating beneath its
surface. The heat decomposed {he water
into its component parts, orxygen and hy-
(lmgeu..the first forming, with the iron, ox-
ide of iron, the latter, with the carbon,
petroleurn and other hydrocarbons—and
these in unlimited quantities.

The filling of porous hard wood is
now occomplished, very ‘perfectly, in the
following ingenius wanner: Boiled oil and
cornstarch are stirred into a very thick
paste, and a little japan reduced with tur-
pentine added. Ior ligat ash, no coloring
is employed; for walnut, burnt amter and
& slight amount of Venetian red; for dark
ash and chestnut, a little raw sienna; for
bay wood, burnt sienna. In no cise is
more color usod than i3 necessary to over-
come the white appearance of the atarch,
unless it is desired to stain the wood. The
dr_cgng requires some forty-eight hours. or
until it is in condition to rub down with
No. 0 sand paper, without mnch gumming
ap; for an exira finish, ths same ma-

terials are used foragain fitling, but with
less oil.

HOUSE AND FARM.

Domestic Recipes,

SWEET CREAM CAKE.— One cup of su-
gar, one ocup of flour, one-half cup of sweet
oream, two 3, one teaspoon of oream-of-
tartar, one-:g%‘t teaspoon of saleratus. Sea-
son to taste.

HAsH,—“Make a hash of two parts
boiled potatoes, one part boiled beets and
one part cold corned be-f. Chop fine, mix;
season with pepper and butter, add a little
hot water to keep them from burning, and
just before you take from the fire turn over
2 third cupful of vinegar with n teaspoonful
of made mustard mixed with it. Mix tkor-
oughly and serve.”

FRIED CABBAGE.—Wash and slice a me-
dium sized,whitejcabbage and lay it in cold
salted water for an hour. Put two heaping
teaspoonfuls of lard into a large frying-pan
and when the lard is melted, take thecab-
bage from the water, put it into the frymng-
pan with the lard, and a palatable season-
ing of salt and pepper; put a cover on the
frying- pan and place it on the stove where
the cabbage will cook slowly without burn-
ing; stir and turn it occasionslly so that all
parts of the cabbage may cook equally.
When the cabbage is quite teuder pour in
two tablespoonfuls of vinegar and it will be
ready to serve. Young, tender cabbage will
cook tender in from 20 to 30 minutes.

FRrosTING.—For frosting beat the white
of two eggs to a stiff froth, add gradually
half a pound of best pulverized sugar, beat
well for at lenst hall an hour, flavor with
lemon or vanilla for fruit cake, or with roso,
pineapple or almond for white cake. If
the cake is rough or brown when baked,
dust with a little flour, cut off all the loose
particles with a cloth, rub on the frosting,
pour it around the center of the cake and
smooth off as quickly as possible with a
knife, If the frosting is rather stiff, dip
the knife into cold water. Itis better to
frost while the cake is still warm. Setina
warm oven for the frosting to harden.

For Womun'’s Eyes,

The newest valances for mantel-shelves
bave a large design worked only in the cen-
ter, and, if there are curtains at each side,
a corresponding design is in the corner
aearast the fire.

Black kid and black silk mousque-
tiire gloves are worn with colored dresses.
['he tan or chamois colored undressed kid
or real chamois mousquetaire gloves is as
much in favor as it was last.

To thoroughly rid a house of red and
black ants, cockroaches, bedbugs, spiders
and all crawling pests which infest our
homes, take two pounds of alum and di-
solve it in three or four quarts of boiling
water. Let it stand on the fire until the
ilum disippears, then apply it with a brush
while nearly boiling hot to every joint and
orevice in your closets bedsteads and pantry
shelves.

A lovely tidy which will brighten up a
dark chair, is made of two strips of shaded
scarlet satin ribbon. Paint a little green
viae and two or throe daisies on the ribbon;
betweer the two stripsput an insertion of
hand-knit linen lace; on the edge put lace
knit in the same way, pulling it at the cor-
ners so that it will lie out flat. Of course
torchon may be used for this, but the knit
lace is g little later style.

Pink is the color for “rosebud” debu-
tantes, oither the favorite rose tint, sea-
shell, coral, or shrimp. At a recent debut
the mother wore pale blue satin, while tho
danghtce's dress was of sea-shell pink.
I'be mother's dress, however, was flonnced
and draped with duchese lace, while the
rosebud’s was softsned with tullo plaitings.

¥omething About Lung Disease.

This article, in consequence of the
reckless and careless manner in which
newspapers ara “scissored” up, daily be-
coming more commen, has been extensively
copied, and without a warning may do in-
jary. Itis a fact smokingarsenic, or eating
it, wiil give plumpness to the flesh, and so
will porter or cod-liver oil; it will paint up-
ou the cheek the ruddy hue of health, and
30 w 1l good brandy; it will remove short-
uess of brenth with astoxnishing promptitude,
so will a p'ug of tobacco or opium, or a
good trasth of ether or Jaughing gas. We
rave no objection at all to the arsenic treat-
ment, except that as soon as the patient
ceases to use it, he dies; and if he continues
its use, he dies anyhow, only more rapidly
than he would with opinmn, cod-liver oil,
porter or brandy. Let it not bo forgotten,
that no agent is curative of consump-
tion  which doey not impart
vigor to the digestion, and capacity to the
lungs to use a larger amount of that which
great nature has expressly provided for
their nourishment, the pureair of heaven;
and which, as every edncated man must
know, is the only thing in the wide universe
which can put the finishing stroke to that
which is then called “blood,” the only thing
which can perfecily unload the hlood, when
diseased or impure, of that which has ren-
uwered it so. We conclude therefore, that
tho best and safest remedies for coasump-
ion are pure air, sunshine, exercise, com-
fortable clothing and wholesoms food.

The “spirometer” is rapidly growing into
favor with our be:t physicians, particularly
as a means of diagnosis of lung diseases.
There is no doubt but its judicious use is
decidedly beneficial, and not ouly to con-
sumptives but to all persons, and particu-
larly to thcee whe have notan opportunity
for frequent exercice in the open air, since
it brings into action that large portion of
the lungs which the air does not reach it
the act of natural Dbreathing. Itin fac
supplies food to the lungs.

The Normon Percheron Horso.

The great demand for heavy draft horses
has stimulated the importation of this
breed, and extensive studs are established
for breeding. There are thrée breeds of
heavy horses which have been imported fo!
this purpose, viz. : The English drafi
horse, the Clydesdale from Scotland and
the Norman Percheron. The last two are the
most numerous, and the contest for suprem-
acy between tbese two breeds has been
warm and still increases. The nawme “Nor-
man” has been given by the herd book as-
sociation of that name to all horses import-
ed from the various districts of Frahce, I!
is claimed that this class of horses compose
the breeding stock of all the rorth ans west
parts of France, varying in size but all
heavy horses, the lighter being used in
therr native counrty for stage, omnibus or
other work requiring action and soame
speed as well as strength and endurance.

This class of horses has been the domin-
ant breed of the couniry for nearly 1,00C
vears, and are the decendants of the war
uorses of the Franks, greatly improved
after the Norman conquest and later, re-
celving. it is claimed by some, a cross of
Arabian Llood.

These horses range in weight from 1,400
to 2,000 pounds, and have great action for
their size. They are rather taller and more
rangy than the other draft breeds. They
seem to 1mpress their character on the com-
mon stock of this country, asis attested
from the sale quite frequently by unscru-
pulous dealers of half or thrae-quarter bred
Normans, as pure bron.

The prevailing color is gray with a very
few black, bay and chestnut. The first im-
portation into the United States was made
in 1839, but it was not till after 1860 that
they were brought in any great numbers.
The fivst stallion bronghtinto this state was,
we thiuk, “Marc Autony,” imported by W.
T. Walters of Baltimore, and purchased by
Senator Chandler for use on his farm near
Lansing. At present their numbers are up
in the thousands, the first volume of the
register or herd book just published having
over 1,000 numbers, and a call is made for
8 second volume. Probably 500 were im-
ported during 1881.

How to Tel' a Good Potato,

Here is a good place to impart what is
secret to tho vast majority of people, and it
is one worth knowing. It is siwply how to
tell a good potato—that ‘is, as well as it can
be done without cooking it, for sometimes
even experts are deceived. Take a sound
potato, and paying no attention to its out-
ward appearance, devide it in two pieces
with yonr knife and examine the exposed
surfaces. 1f there i3 so much water or
“juice” that seemingly a slight pressure
wonld cause 1t to full off in drops you may
be sure it will be “soggy” after 1t is boiled.
These are the requsite qualilies for a

good powto  which must appear
when one is cut in two; For
color, & yellowish white. if it is =

deep yellow, the potato will not cook
well; there must be a conrsiderable amount
of moisture, though not too much; rub the

two pieces together and a white froth will
appear around tLe edges and upon the two
surfaces; this signifies the presence of
starch, and the more starch, and conse-
quently froth, the better the potato, while
the less there i3 the poorer it will cook.
The strength of the starchy element 2an be
tested by releasing the hold upon one piece
of the potato, and it still clings tothe other,
this in itself is a very good sign. These
are the experiments made by experts, and
they are ordinarily willing to buy on the
strength of their turning out well, though,
as stated above, these tests are by no means
infallible.
