White Earth. 

On Tuesday last, August 28rd, 
the church at White Earth was con­
secrated by the name of "The Church 
of St. Columba." The service was, 
we need not say, a most solemn and 
impressive one, and the Bishop was 
largely assisted by the Indian clergy 
who eitner rendered portions of it 
themselves^ or interpreted for the 
Bishop aud preacher. Morning prayer 
was said in their own language by 
Rev. I. Sunnegabowh, the deacons 
reading the lessons also in Chippewa. 
The Rev. Knickerbocker preached 
the sermon, taking, for his text the 
opening words oftfre Church service, 
(Hab.2,20) "The Lord is in His 
holy temple." He expressed hiB joy 
at being present on such an pccasion, 
told them ©i the joy which was doubt­
less being felt in heaven, reminded 
them of the many on earth who 
would be with them in the spirit of 
joy today, over and above the great 
number present within those walls, 
and by a forcible contrast between 
what he had seen on a visit to White 
Earth 27 years ago, and the state of 
things today, the preacher showed 
the great cause there was for rejoic­
ing. Quite a large number of Indi­
ans remained to Holy Communion, 
and then offerings ol beautiful bead 
work contributed largely to the value 
of the -offertory collection. The 
church is a fine stone building of con­
siderable dimensions, with tower and 
spire, and the windows are all filled 
with fine stained glass. Its situation 
is most picturesque. A large1 num­
ber of Indians, with their chiefs were 
of (M>uffe/;i^^nt, and these "were 
augmented by irhito guests from a 
great many different parts of this'and 
other States. I^bout twenty clergy­
men in surplices supported the Bish­
op on this occasion, amongst whom 
were Rev. E. S. Peake, formerly of 
Wadena, and l$ev. M . Johnson, 
its present Reti^p;. After the service 
the whole pa^ sat down to a sump­
tuous repas^pldvided for the guests 
by their In0iaaT>rethem and friends.
