The great trunk railroad companies
are cutting passenger rates between
the eastand west, and thero isa pros-
pect of pretty cheap- travel for some
time to come. The trouble grows out
of the hard times and decreased receipts,
and may possibiy result in a permanent
reduction of fares, but that has not been
the result of rate-cutting heretofore,
but quite the contrary.

A society writer in the New York Sun
says: “Those who are supposed to be
behind the scenes have nothing very
encouraging to say about the winter
prospects for gayety. Economy is the
universal cry of ali but millionaires,
and even they are not averse to a little
wholesome  retrenchment. There are
more furnished houses in the market
than ever before, and they do not go
off at exorbitant prices quite so rapidly
as in former years.”

A new phase of the Morocco intrigue
is disclosed by the latest cable news
from French sources. England is charg-
ed with stirring up bad feeling in Mo-
rocco against France, andwith endeavor-
ing to cause disturbances. A war ves-
sel, it 18 said, is to be sent to Tangiers
to protect I'rench interests. Whether
thera be truth in these charges or not,
there is significance in their very pub-
lication, which shows that M. Ferry
still has his eyes open to the possibility
of adding Morocco to his conquests.

The prosperity of the south is a pleas-
ant thing for the whole country. The
average annual increase of assessed
value of property in twelve southern
states in the years from 1879 to 1883,
inclusive, was $160,000,000, but the in-
crease in the year ended August 31,
1884, was $205,000,000. Texas leads
with a gain of $52,000,000 of assessed
value in the year named. There is a
present dullness in business at the south,

ut times are far better thanin thenorth,
owing to previous lack of speculation,
and over production.

St. Augustine, Florida, claims to be
the oldest town in the United States.

The great meeting of the Catholic
Plenary Council, at Baltimore, which
opened at Baltimore on the 3d, is an
important evont in the history of the
Catholic Church of the United States,
1o the Council will be 80 Archbishops,
Bishops, and Abbots, 10 other prelates,
about 25 heads of religious orders,
which, with the theologians allowed
each of the foregoing, will make up in
all about 150 active participants in the
labors of the Council. In addition” to
these the Council will draw to the city
hundreds of Catholic priests from all
parts of the country who will. be con-
stantly comning and going during ses-
sions of the Council, which is expected
to last three weeks or even longer.

The result of the election in Minnesota
yesterday is a source of gratification to every
Republican, and the indications are that tke
majority for the Blaine and Logan electors
will be much larger than was anticipated
by even the most sanguine.

Large Railroad Earnings.

The business of the Northwestern railroad
during the month of October was something re-
markable. Pretty much 2ll roads having en-
rance to St. Paul moved more freight than in
any previous month in the history of the roads.
This was especially the case with the Northern
Pacific, Manitoba and St. Paul & Duluth roads.
The Northern Pacific earnings for October, as
stated recently, were $1,461,370, or $19,855.52
more than in any previous month since the
road was opened. Recently the Manitoba and
St. Paul & Duluth footed up their October
earnings, and in both cases these were also the
largest on record.  The Manitoba earned $1,-
008,000, an increase of $40,000 over the cor-
responding month of last year. The previous
largest earnings made by the road during any
month were a little over $800, The St
Panl & Duluth earncd $166,480.75,  against
$162,918.81 earned during October, 1883, an in-
crease of $3,561.94. The earnings for October,
1883, were the best made by the St. Paul &
Duluth prior to Oectober. 183+ The fourth
week's earnings were $57,524.55, an 1ncrease
of $3,068.28 over the corresponding time of
1883, The fourth week's earnings of the
Northern Pacific were $491,201, an increase of
$102,000.
