Be it Ordained by the Village Counell of the 
Village of Wadena; SEC. 1—That no person shall use any profane, 
vulgar or obscene language 1P the public school 
grounds and the streets surrounding the same in 
the Village of Wadena. 

SEC. 2—That no person shall wilfully make any 
indecent exposure of his or her person when there 
are other persons to be offended or annoyed there­
by, or utter or use any obscene or licentious lan­
guage in the presence or hearing of an y female on 
the Public School gronnds or on the streets sur­
rounding the same in the Village of Wadena. 

SEC. 8—Any person violating any ot the provis­
ions of this Ordinance, shall be fined in a sum not 
greater than twenty-five dollars nor less than ten 
dollars or shall be imprisoned in the County Jail 
not to exceed thirty days nor less than ten days.
