An Ordinance to amend Chapter 20 of Gen­
eral Ordinances of the Village of Bemidji. en­
titled '"An ordinance to amend Chapter Thir­
teen . Ordinances of tho Village of Bemidj i . 
entitled 'An ordinance relative to licenses oth­
er than liquor, peddlers and auctioneers," ap­
proved April 25th. 1898. as amended by an or­
dinance approved September 5th, 1898. 

The Village Council of the Village of Be­
midji . doordatn: 

Section 1. That section two (2) of chapter 
twenty (20). amending section one (1) of chap­
ter thirteen (13) of the vil lage ordinance* of 
the village of Bemidji, be and the same is 
hereby amended to reud as follows: 

Section 2. The following yearly rates of li­
cense are hereby fixed and established, and 
shall be paid by every person, co-partnership, 
or corporation each year for owning or oper­
ating a dray, In the village of Bemidji: For 
owning or operating <nn dray, 425; for each 
additional dray, flu. 

Sect ions . Each person, co-partnership or 
corporation so owning or operating- a dray, or 
drays shall cause his name to be painted on. or 
otherwise -Utached to each dray so owned by 
him, them or It, together with the number 
thereof commencing with (he number o n e ( l ) . 

Section 4. Any person, co-partnership or 
corporation, violating the provisions of this 
ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misde­
meanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be 
punished by a fine not exceediug one hundreds 
($100) dollars, or by imprisonment In the 
county Jail not to exceed90 days. 

All amendments to said chapter 13, ordin­
ances of the village of Bemidji not in con­
formity herewith are hereby revoked and re­
pealed. Provided however that nothing 
herein shall affect or change any other provl -
ions of said ordinance, or amendments there­
to. 

This ordinance shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its approval and publi­
cation.
