HANSEN IS AGAIN AUDIENCES WERE 

f THE LOCAL FARMERS MIGHT 
FOLLOW THE SAME PLAN. 

Sugar Beet Could be Raised With 
Profit in Beltrami 

County. 

The following clipping from 
the Daluth News Tribune on 
beet sugar culture in Minnesota 
should be of great interest to 
Beltrami county farmers: 

' 'A few representative farmers 
about Duluth will be furnished 
with two pounds of beet seed 
each by the department of Agri-

' culture according to a letter re­
ceived yesterday by Secretary 
Eva of the Commercial club in 

' reply to a request for information 
in regard to the club's plan of 
introducing sugar beet culture 
in this section. 

"The seed will not be given to 
a large number as was hoped by 
the club, but the agriculturists 
who apply immediately will have 
no trouble in securing plenty. A 
letter was sent also to . the state 
authorities asking aid in regard 
to the plan, but no reply has 
ttien i '.ceived. It is expected 
that tSofugh material will be re­
ceived from the authorities in 
St. Paul to furnish all settlers who 
Wish to try the new plan. 

"The soil in this vicinity is 
si3id to be of the right kind for 
the profitable raising of the 
vegetable, which is in other local­
ities revolutionizing the method 
of sugar manufacture, and the 
clubs' efforts to interest the 

ifarmers are meeting with suc­
cess. 

"Several have already shown 
their willingness to give sugar 
beet raising a trial and it is ex­
pected that enough names wiil 
be handed to Secretary Eva to 
take all of the seed which the 
agricultural department is will­
ing to give them. It will cost 
he farmers nothing to make the 

experiment, and if it is success­
ful will mean much to them." 

1 The soil about Bemidji is ideal 
for sugar beet cuture, and better 
for this purpose than that near 

aluth. Sugar beets could be 
raised with profit in Beltrami 
county, and there is no crop 
from which the farmer can make 

ore money. If it could be 
emonstrated that this variety of 
eet will thrive hereabouts the 
stablishment of a sugar factory 
ight easily follow.

Arraigned at Cass Lake 
Charged With Selling In­

dians Whiskey-

PRELIMINARY HEARING PROVED 
NOTHING AGAINST HIM 

And he was Dismissed in Local 
Court—Next Hearing on 

August 18. 

Jens Hansen, arrested during 
the G. A. R. encampment on the 
charge of selling intoxicating 
liquor to the Indians, and given 
a preliminary hearing in Judge 
Achenbach's court, where he 
was dismissed because nothing 
could be proven against him, was 
rearrested on the same charge 
oy a United States Marshal and 
taken down to Cass Lake yes­
terday, where he was arraigned 
before the United States court 
commissioner. August 18th was 
the date set for his hearing. 
Necessary bonds were furnished 
and Hansen was released. 

In rendering his decision in 
the local court Judge Achenbach 
stated that there was no doubt in 
his mind but that the liquor had 
been procured from Mr. Han­
sen's place of business, but he 
said that the somewhat tangled 
evidence did not prove that Han­
sen himself had sold the whis­
key, or that it had been sold with 
his knowledge or consent. 

It is said that when the U. S. 
marshal was informed of the 
fact that Hansen had sold liquor 
to the Indians nothing whatever 
was said of the hearing in Judge 
Achenbach's court, or of its re­
sult.

PRAIR IE FIRES BEGIN. 

South Dakota Has One Experience Al­
ready with the Flames. 

Bioux Falls, S. D., Aug. 6.—So rank 
Is the ,*ro.vth of all kinds of vegetation 
throughout South Dakota this season 
that disastrous prairie fires will result 
this fall unless extraordinary precau­
tions are taken. The first fire of this 
character this season occurred near 
Blunt, and was caused hy the appar­
ently trivial act of a farmer engaged 
in haying lighting his pipe and throw­
ing the match on the dry gr^ss. Aided 
by a fierce wind the flames covered an 
area of nine miles long and two miles 
wide before they were extinguished by 
the scores of men and boys who were 
comyelled to tu rn out and fight the 
fire. Hay and other property worth 
several thousand dollars was de­
stroyed as a result of the fire.

Wisconsin Commission Appointed to 
Plan a Retreat. 

Madison, "Wis., Aug. 6. — Gov. La 
Follette has appointed a state tuber­
culosis commission, composed of Br. 
Gustav Sckuii t t Milwaukee; Prof. K. 
L. Russell, bacteriologist at the s tate 
university, aud Dr. Michael Razm of 
Merrill. The commission is appointed 
in accordance with the direction of a 
joint resolution passed by the legisla­
ture. Its duty Is to determine the ad­
visability o. the establishment of a 
s tate hospital for the treatment ol 
tuberculosis in human beings, select a 
site and report to the next legislature. 

COULD NOT HEAR CARS. 

Deaf Farmer Struck and Killed by a 
Train. 

St. Paul, Aug. C—Andrew Anell, a 
farmer, wap struck by a Soo way-
freight train at Cardigan Junction at 
9 o'clock yesterday morning and In­
stantly killed. His skull was frac­
tured, his right leg was broken and he 
received other injuries. Mr. Anell 
went out to cut hay yesterday morn­
ing. It is said he went on the right of 
way of the railway to cut the hay. He 
was deaf as well as aged, and it is 
thought that he did not hear the ap-
nroaching train. 

Young Man Is Killed Instantly by a 
Bolt of Lightning. 

Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 6.—Very heavy 
electric storms passed over the west­
ern portion of th« province last night. 
At Morrison. Assn.. B. Threat, a young 
farmer, was lustuntly killed by light­
ning. One of a section gang was struck 
dead by lightning two miles east of 
Deleau. The gang, consisting of font-
men, were returning to Monteith Junc­
tion when the bolt fell. Two others 
were stunned and fell unconscious. A 
stable belonging to Alex McCulloch, 
southwest of Sards, was also struck 
hy lightning and burned. 

It Took Six Weeks to Commit Suicide. 
Superior, Wis., Aug. G.—It took Pe­

ter Sauistead of Hawthorne six weeks 
to commit suicide. After lingering for 
that length of time in the hospital here 
he died yesterday. Samstead was a 
farmer with a large family, and world­
ly cares made him despondent. Ho 
took a 42-callber rifle and shot off prac­
tically his or t l re lower Jaw. It was 
thought ho would die in a few hours, 
but artificial feeding; kept him alive, 
although in a painful condition, for 
six weeks. •-

Farmer Falls Dead. 
Brownsville, Minn., Aug. 6.—Jonas 

Sarff, seventy-nine years of age, 
dropped r^ead last evening while work­
ing in a hayfleld. He was a pioneer of 
Todd county, and he is the third broth­
er who has met such a death in the 
last fifteen years. 

Grand Army May Elect Him Its Na­
tional Leader. 

Washington, Aug. ti. — There Is a 
possibility that Geh. Nelson A. Miles. 
who is about to retire from the regu­
lar army, will be elected commander-
in-chief of the C. A. U. to succeed Gen. 
Thomas J. Stewart of H a m s b u r g . Pa. 
A boont has been started hy the Mary­
land delegation, and the general will 
accompany that organization! to San 
Francisco, where the next encamp­
ment will hi' held the latter part of 
this month. Gen. Miles has not sig­
nified Ids intention to accept the place 
proposed to he tendered him, but the 
fact that he has long been a member 
of the organization adds color to t he 
report.

Simla, India, Aug. 6.—Viceroy Cur­

zon informed the council at yester 
day's sitting thut he weald accept the 
government's offer of an extension of 
his term of office with permission to 
take a vacation in England in 1904.

Townsend has gone to jail in 
default of bail.

Appleton, Wis., Aug. 6. — The yield 

of blueberries this year is above the 
average, but there are not many on 
the market owing to the scarcity of 
pickers. The greater part of the crop 
Is going to waste. 

Request for a Match Is Followed by 
the Killing of Two. 

Helena, Mont., Aug. 6.—Alex Sheely 
shot and killed Bert Crawford and fa­
tally wounded Walter Alkire at 
Pony. Alkire asked Sheely for a 
match to light hie cigarette, and 
Sheely replied that he had none. Al­
kire put his hand In Sheely's pocket 
looking for a match. They commenced 
to scuffle, when Sheely broke away 
and picked up a pick, which was taken 
away from him. He then went away 
and got a gun, came back and re­
sumed the quarrol and pulled his gun 
and shot Alkire. Crawford stepped in 
to prevent the shooting, but Sheely 
turned his gun on him and shot htm 
twice, killing him instantly. He had al­
ready shot Alkire and fatally wounded 
him. Alkire and Crawford were part­
ners In a blacksmith shop, and both 
were recently married. Sheely was 
arrested and placed in Jail. Excite­
ment run high and there was talk of 
lynching, but bet ter counsel prevailed 
and the feeling soon subsided.

Rain and Hail Causes Considerable 
Damage. 

Council Bluffs, Iowa, Aug. 6. — Spe­
cials front Logan, Woodbine, Atlantic, 
Mason City and Clear Lake indicate 
that the paU twenty-four hours have 
witnessed the heaviest falls of ratn 
and hail that have been recorded in 
the state this season. At Mason City 
Willow er°pk was forced out of Its 
banks by a ten-inch fall of rain and 
hundreds of people had to be removed 
fron their homes in the lower part of 
the city. Narrow escapes from drown­
ing were reported. At Atlantic, Wal­
nut creek was forced beyond its banks 
and a large number of cat t le were 
drowned. South of Mason City a strip 
of country several miles wide aad 
about eighteen miles long was devas­
tated by hall, crops being completely 
destroyed.
