FROM WASHINGTON,

He
said in New York that the total number
of miles he had traveled in all his ex-
ploration of Africa was 25,000, and that
lie had beaten the record by over 2,000
miles on his lecture journey.

AT Lancaster, Pa., N. Byres & Co.,
lumber dealers, have failed for §190,000.

Turee Hungarians who were in the
labor riot at Braddock, Pa., last New
Year's day, in which Michael Quinn
was killed, were convicted of murder
and sentenced to be hanged.

T'nr death of Russell Erret, who took
an active part in the formation of the
republican party and served three
terms in congress, occurred at his home
in Pittsburgh, Pa., aged 74 years.
