The Famous Maine Statesman and 
~~ Ex-Vioe President It Dead. • 

He Succumbs to a Sudden Attack of 
Heart jTrouble at Bangor—A 

** Brief Sketch of His Careen 

' I N one minute and a half a Pennsyl-
ranian ate twenty-four raw eggs, shells 
and all, on a wager and an empty 
stomach, and is anxious to bet fifty dol­
lars he can eat twice as many in three 
minutes There are some men who 
make w hole communities tired. If this 
man will promise to eat six hundred 
eggs at one sitting, the money to pay 
for them, together with a fifty dollar 
bonus, can be raised by public subscrip­
tion almost anywhere. 

Six years ago a New Jersey gent le 
man bequeathed five thousand dollars 
of his estate to his widow and twelve 
thousand dollars to Henry George for 
the dessemination of single-tax litera­
ture.

HANNIBAL HAMLIN. p l a i n e d of a 
aevere pain in the back of his left 
shoulder. The gentlemen present 
rubbed his shoulder applied stimu­
lants and in a short time he was 
much better and thanked them 
pleasantly for their kindness. He then 
lighted a cigar and resumed his game 
oi pedro. A moment later Mr. Ham­
lin's head fell forward on his 
chest Those present immediately 
ran to his assistance and he was 
removed to a lounge in the next room. 
Messengers were at once sent for phy­
sicians while others ran for Gen. 
Charles Hamlin, his son, and the wife 
of the ex-vice president. Mr. Hamlin 
and Gen. Hamlin and his wife soon ar­
rived at the club rooms with other 
members of the family. 

Upon his arrival Dr. Robinson ap­
plied brandy and ammonia and other 
remedies to the ex-vice president and 
finally, after being unconscious half 
an hour, the patient improved somewhat 
and regained consciousness. He was 
also able to articulate, but very 
feebly. He was taken at about 5 
o'clock, and from that time until 5:30 
there was not a sign of a pulse and to 
all appearances Mr. Hamlin was dead. 
His face was white and his 
body limp. When he finally re­
gained consciousness his first inquiry 
was for his wife, and he called her by 
name. He recognized her at once and 
talked with her. 

Mr. Hamlin complained consider­
ably about being too warm and 
insisted upon turning over on his 
left side. He had improved so 
much at one time that a bed was 
ordered made up for him in one of the 
rooms adjoining the room in which he 
was attacked. It was thought he 
might be removed there in a short 
time. Mr. Hamlin objected to being 
put in a bed, saying he wanted to sit up 
His last words were regarding the 
bolstering up of his head, which he 
wanted much higher. Gen. Hamlin, 
his son, was confident until almost 
the last that he would come but of his 
attack all right. Mrs. Hamlin, Gen. 
Charles Hamlin, his son and wife and 
other members of his family, were at 
his bedside when he passed away. Mr. 
Hamlin had been perceptibly failing 
for a year, but appeared about as usual 
Saturday afternoon when he walked 
down town to his club. 

[Hannibal Hamlin was elected vice president 
of the United States on the ticket with AbYa 
bam Lincoln. Like many other great men, he 
got h}8 start in life at the printer's case. The 
money ho earned while working at the 
printer's trade was expended in acquiring his 
legal education. Mr. ftamlin was born in 
Paris, Oxford county, Me, August 87, 1809 
The death of his father compelled him to 
forego the advantages of a collegiate 
education, for which he was prepared, and he 
took charge of the home farm until he became 
of age. He learned the printer's trade, studied 
law, and In 1833 was admitted to the bar and 
practiced law at Hampden, Penobscot county, 
Me , until 1848 From 1836 till 1840 he was a 
member of the state legislature. He also served 
in the assembly at various times afterwards un­
til 1847. He was speaker of the house several 
times, and during the Harrison campaign in 
troduced joint debates in that state. This was 
when he was making the race for congress. 
He was eleoted to congress in 1842as a demoorat 
and again in 1844 When John Fairfield died, 
in 1848, Mr. Hamlin was elected United States 
senator to succeed him. Three years later 
he was reelected to the senate, but in 18S7 be 
resigned to become govornor of the state, hav­
ing been elected as a republican He served 
as governor less than a month, resigning to 
enter the senate again. When he resigned 
in January, 1861, It was to preside as vice 
president over the deliberations of that body, 
he having been elected with Abraham Lin 
coin Mr Hamlin presided over the senate 
during the entire term of office Late 
in 1865 he was appointed collector of the port 
of 'Boston, but resigned from this office in 1866. 
Mr Hamlin, during his public career from 1861 
to 1865, had acted as regent for the Smithsonian 
institution, and in 1870 he was reappointed, 
serving for twelve years. His last appearance 
in the United States senate was when he be­
gan in March, 1869, a service of two terms, re­
tiring in 1881. A year later he went as minis 
ter to Spain, but remained there one year only i

estimates of Manager R. R. Donnelly, 
publisher of the city directory, the pop­
ulation of the city is 1,250,000. This es­
timate is based on the list of names 
the new directory will contain, and is 
considered reliable.

MILWAUKEE, July 0.—The biennial 

Saengerfe'st of the northwestern Saen-
gerbund will be held in this city be­
ginning Wednesday next and continu­
ing through the week. The evehi, i t is 
expected, wil l attract 15,000 visitors to 
Milwaukee, including forty-six singing 
societies from Wisconsin, Illinois, 
Iowa and Minnesota. In addition to 
the visiting societies the fest wi l l 
include 650 male voices and 450 ladies 
of this city,_ besides the children's 
chorus of 2,000 voices, the latter appear­
ing only in the children's concert 
Thursday. The orchestra wil l com­
prise eighty pieces, and will be made 
up of a selection of Milwaukee and 
Chicago musicians. Hugo Eaun, one 
of the best musical conductors in Mil­
waukee, will be the leader of the 
orchestra as wel l as the fes­
tival chorus. Three famous t solo­
ists will also participate. Hugo Kirch-
ner, of the royal opera at Dessau, 
Germany, came especially from Ger­
many to sing in these concerts, arriv­
ing here Wednesday last. Hermann 
Kurztisch, the other male soloist, is a 
native of Milwaukee, possessing a rare 
baritone voice. Mme. Ritter-Goetze, 
the only female soloist, is also from 
Germany. 

The fest will take place in the Expo-
position building, which has been trans­
ferred into an immense amphitheater.

ON WATLING'S ISLAND. 
A Chicago Newspaper's Exploring- Expedl 

tlon Declares This Locality In the Ba­
hamas to Be the Spot Where Columbus 
First Set Foot on American Soil. 
CHICAGO, July 6.—Dispatches re­

ceived from the Chicago Herald's expe­
dition in search of the landing place on 
this continent of Christopher>Columbus, 
announce that the spot on which the 
new world was born to civilization has 
at last been found and marked by an 
appropriate and enduring memorial. 
This spot is Watling's island, Baha­
mas, and to prove that it was the San 
Salvador of Columbus, i t is only 
neoeaeary to look closely into the 
recofd left by Columbus himself and 
compare it with the island as it exists 
to-day. A careful comparison of the 
description of San Salvador as given 
by Columbus himself with Watling's 
island as it was found by the Herald 
explorers leaves no doubt that Wat­
ling's island was the place on which 
Christopher Columbus landed in the 
early morning of Friday, October 12, 
1402. Accordingly, on June 15 the 
Heraid's monument was erected upon 
the picturesque headland which forms 
the southern shore of Discovery 
bay. The site chosen was an admira­
ble one in every particular. It is only 
200 yards from the very sand beadh on 
which Columbus landed, and commands 
a fine view not only of Discovery bay, 
but of all the coast north and south. 
Under the monument was placed a 
bundle of newspapers, containing 
Copies of the principal journals of the 
United States, and portraits of many 
leading editors, making the monument 
more distinctively than ever an Ameri­
can newspaper offering to the memory 
of the great discoverer.
