Several of them, however, will show
modification of that color.

Liberia, the negro republic, has ac-
cepted the invitation to participate
in the Exposition. Forty-five na-
tions and thirty-one colonies and
provinces have now accepted, and
the aggregate of their approprin-
tions, with thirty yet to hear from,
is $4,646,805.

Procident Harrison has accepted
the invitation, conveyed to him by
A committee, lo attend the dedica-
tion ceremonies of the Exposition
buildings next October, Itis believ-
ed certain that every member of the
President’s Cabinet and of the su-
preme court, and nearly every sena-
tor, congressman and governor,
also, will be present on that oceca-
sion. The President manifests very
great interest in the Exposition and
keeps himself thoroughly posted con-
cerning it. He has said repeatedly
that he stands ready at all times to
do all within his power in its behalf.

George W. Childs, the Philadelphia
philanthropist, signalized his visit
to the World's Fair grounds on May
5th by planting a linden tree on the
“wooded island.” Mr. Childs has
donated to the Exposition a number
of rare and beautiful palm trees irom
his conservatory. He is very enthu-
siastic over the Fair and its pros-
pects.

William Saunders, Executive Ex-
position Commissioner for Canada,
says that a large and excellens ex-
hibit from the Dominion is ussured.
It will be especiully notable in the
lines of agriculture, dairying, miner-
als and manufactures.

Italy hasfinally decided to take part
officially in the Exposition and has
entrusted the manngement of parti-
cipation to the various chambery of
commerce in the principul Italian
cities. The government will encour
age an extensive exhibition «f Ital
ian products and  will ‘transport all
e‘xhibit,u!o New York in one of its
war ships.

The salvation army intends to
show at the Exposition in a com-
plete manner its whole scheme oi
moral and social reform.

for exhibition at the Fair.

A Correction.

Peter Nordlund of Oak Park says
the SHEAF was misinformed as to
some of the details connected with
the sad drowning of John Paulson,
so we gladly give place to the follow-
ing communication from him:

The SaEa¥ says that four young
men came from the eastside of the
river to visit me. Andrew Nordlund
is my brother and we live in thesame
house. Peter Berg I8 & mattied lnan
45 years old, lately from Wright Co.
Minn.,, who worked for me ut that

time and is yet. It is plain that
these did not come to visit me. That

they had whiskey alongsis true. John
Paulson had with him nearly a quart
of pure alcohol, That we all drank
and had a jolly time is not true.
There were six persons in the house
who did not tuste a drop, namely
myself and my wife and daughter,
my sister and father and Peter Berg.
Furthermore the statement {s made
that the whole afternoon was spent
at my place. That is not according
to facts. Paulson and Gunderson
did not come to out place before the
sun had gone down on Sunday eve-
ning. These young men spent the
evening reading a story book which
Paulson had, and in drinking out; of
his bottle. It was Paulson, Gunder-
son, Andrew and ‘Amundson who
were up, all others had gone to bed.
The latter worke for Walberg but
boards with me. They stayed till a
little past one o’clock. The paper
says that Paulson and Gunderson
went back to the east side to
the house of Peter Berg. We know no
one on either sids of the river
by that naiie hiving a house, The
float was made of four cotton wood
locs, and I have myseli helped to
wnake it. Futhermore the paper
states that Gunderson went back to
Nordlunds and told that Paulson
was lost in the river. That is not
80. On Monday morning about half
past six o’clock I went to my uncle,
Peter M. Bergman, who lives on the
west side of the river, and asked him
to help me across as I wanted to go
to Henry Nysttom’s to get a pair of
double trees that were mine. To my
surprise he answered: “The float is
gone,and perhaps we have/a man in
the river.” “Who is that” I asked.
Hesnid: “John Paulson and Peter
Gunderson came here last night and
and took the float and both fell into
the river, but Gunderson came here
half dead and wet and he don’t know
where John is. Peter called imme-
diately for John but no answer came.”
I asked my uncle where Gunderson
was and he told me that he was in
the house. Iraninand asked Gun-
derson how it was, and he told me
that he ilid not-know whether John
was in the river or had gone home.
He said that both fell into the wator
and that he swam back to the west
side and went in here. I told Gun-
derson to go to the Stone bridge and
home to John's house and tell about
it and 1 will try to find the float and
o on the east side to see if John has
come up. Ifound the float about a
quarter of a mile from the place of
the accident, but saw no trace of
him. Thenl went to one of his
brothers and told about the affair,
we taking it for granted that John
Paulson had perished in the river.
They went with me and began to
look for the body, and found it a
little after four o’clock in the after-
noon. We were nearly 20 persons to
perform this sad work.
