PROF. BRIGGS WINS.

Che New York Fresbytery Votes Against
bustalning the Charges of His Prosecn~
tors.

New Yorg, Dec. 81.—The session of
the New York presbytery, which is
sitting as a court on the trial of Prof.
Briggs, was begun promptly at 2 o’clock
Friday afternoon. Each member was
ullowed three minutes in which to ex-
oress his views.

The voting on the first charge was
segun at 4 o’clock and the vote on the
iixth charge was completed and the
sresbytery adjourned shortly before 6
Yclock. The result of the several bal-
ots was then anpounced to the re-
yorters. The result was a great sur-
rise, for on all of the six counts the
rote was adverse to sustaining the
tharges.

On the first charge, accusing Prof.
Briggs of teaching that the reason iz a
wource of Divine authority, the vote
wvas as follows: To sustain the charge,
i0; against sustaining the charge, 68.

On the second charge, which accuses
Prof. Briggs with charging that the
thurch is a source of Divine authority,
shere were 55 votes in favor of sustain-
ing the charge and 71 against.

The closest vote was on the third
tharge, that Prof. Briggs taught that
ihe Seriptures contained errors of his-
ory and fact. On this clrarge the vote
vas as follows: To sustain the charge,
I1; against, (8. .

After this vote had been taken two
ir three of the anti-Briggs men left the
:ourt and others refrained from voting
m the last three charges.

On the fourth charge, accusing Prof.
Briggs with teaching that Moses was
10t the author of the pentateuch, the
‘esult was: To sustain the charges, 55;
gainst, 72,

The vote on the fifth charge, ac-
:using Prof. Briggs with teaching that
[saiah did not write many of the chap-
iers in the book bearing his name was:
{n favor of sustaining the charge, 49;
\gainst, 70.

The vote on the sixth charge, accus-
ng Prof. Briggs of teaching that sanc-
afication is progressive after death,
vas as follows: To sustain the charge,
i7; against, 69.

The case will be appealed to the
reneral assembly, which will meet in
Washington early in the spring. The
issembly will appoint a commission
'onsisting of fourteen unprejudiced
nembers to act on the appeal

The friends of Dr. Briggs were great-
v pleased with the result. They had
:alculated on a majority ranging from
‘our to six.

The movement against Dr. Briggs practi-
ally took its rise January 20, 1891, when he was
iven the Edward Remsginon chair of biblical
heology in the Union theological seminary.
e alleged heretical doctrines he was nac-
used of giving utterance to were culled from
us inaugural address on that occasion. His
Wddress was severely criticised by many Pres-
'yterian ministers in New York and by
lumerous others attached to outside pres-
wyteries. Several articles scoring him for the
riews expressed were printed in religious jour-
1als. Demands were also made upsn the New
York presbytery that summary soeasures of
liscipline be taken in Dr Briggs' fase.

The friends of Dr. Briggs clelmed that the
real motiveof the attzek an bim was to stop
she movement in favor of the revision of the
'reed. He had been one of the foremost lead-
s of the revisionists in the previous gen-
sral assembly. The anti-revisionists, it was
daimed, thought that if they could get
iim  turned out of the seminary and
shen out of the chburch they could make an
:xample of bhim that would scare others who
1eld the same views and kill revision at one
itroke. The New York presbytery met May
2, 1801, and after a stormy debate resolved that
Dr. Briggs should be tried for heresy, anda
ommitteo was appointed to prefer formal
sharges.

The directors of the Union theological sem-
mary propounded questions to Dr. Brigge
khich he answered to their satisiaction on
May 20, 1801, and they decided to stand by him.

The presentation of the charges was made
m June, 1891. At the meeting of the general
assembly, held in Detroit, Mich., May 27, 1891,
the committeg on theological seminaries, to
which the whole matter had been referred,‘
presented its report condemning Dr. B
and advising that his appointment to the chair
f  Dbiblical theology in Union theologieal
leminary be disapproved. After two lengthy
onferences by the committee of filteen, ap
»ointed by the Presbyterian general assembly
»f Detroit and the directors of the seminary as
o the removal of Dr. Briggs from his chair,
1eld February 11, 1892, they adjourned without
joming to any satisfactory understanding.

Dr. Briggs was arraigned before the New
York 'presbytery November 15, 1891, and it was
voted to dismiss the charges agninst him with-
»ut trial.

His prosecutors appealed from this decision
to the next meeting of the general assembly at
Portland, Ore., May 30, 1802, Dr. Briggs argued
1is case but the case was sent back to the pres-
"ytery for trial

was pulled up. His helmet was crushed

into the side of his face and the dyna-
mite had evidently exploded while

Fairchild was ramming it down. On

txamination it was found that the con-

sussion had snapped the valves of his
beart, killing him almost instantly.

REVIEW OF THE YEAR.

Trade Has Followed the Lines of an En-
larging Prosperity--The Moat FProsper-
ous Year Ever Known. :

NeEw YoRK, Dec. 8L.—R. G. Dun &
Co.’s weekly review of trade says:

The most prosperous year cver known in
business closes to-day with sirongly favorable
indications for the future. From nearly all
points comes the report that the holiday trade
has been the largest ever known, and while
wholesale trade 'is not usually active at this
season of siock taking it is remarkably
large. Settlements ‘throogh clearlhg houses
outside New York in Decgnber were apparent-
1y the largest ever made in any month, « xcead-
ing last year's by more than 10 per cent. For
the year the volume is also about 10 per cent
Jarger than last year, and the largest ever
known. Railroad earnings in Dacember show
an increase of about 3 per cent. over last year,
and for the year an increase of about 55 per
cent. Foreign trade has been smaller
thun last year in volume ol exports—at New
Yorlk #7,800,000 in value for the last four weeks,
and at cotton ports about $10,000,000 less—but
imports at New York have been $3,000,000
larger, and the month still shows a great ex-
cess of exports. For the year the excess of
merchandise exports has been not far from
#70,000,000, with the largest imports and the
largest total of exports and imports ever
known in any year.

The year closes with all woolen, cotton and
‘gllk machinery fully employed, and unsold
stocks of goods much lighter than usual, while
the demand for the coming season already ex-
ceeds the cqpacity of many mills. The orders
indry goods are extraordinary. Sales of wool
at the chief markets have been 309,000,000
pounds, against 246,000,000 last year, and for-
eign imports have been the largest ever known,
with o domestic supply but slightly behind the
largest.

Boston reports a quiet wholesale trade. Wool
is quiet but firm. At Philadelphia iron is
weak. At Pittsburgh iron is slower, and the
demand for finished products is dimimshing,
but glass is fairly active. The shoe trade of
Cleveland i8 excellent and other trade good,
though in iroj no improvement is seen, and
4,000,000 tons iron ore remain on the docks. The
clothing trade is good at Cincinnati, and ma-
chinery and foundry business up to the usual
mark. At Detroit trade is maintained. Busi-
nesgat Chicago is good in all lines, especlallr in
heavy dry goods. Holiday trade was very good
at Milwaukee. At St Louis retdil trade
unusually strong. Business at St. Paul ox-
coeds last year's and is large at Minneapolis,
though lack of water restricts the flour output.
The lumber trade is most prosperous. Busi-
ness at Omaha and at Kansas City is satisfac-
tory. At Nashville trade is zood and at New
Orleans active, especially in sugar.

In iron the trade is weaker, the demand for
finished preducts being at preseat light. But
steel ratls have been reduced to $29 per ton,
and sales of 78,000 tons have followed. This
great industry has been much affected by the
market for securities, which has been de-
pressed for some months by foreign sclling and
monetary uncertainties, so that compuanies
have been restricted in purchases ot ralls
and supplies. But for the last week stocks
have been stronger, gaining about £2 per share
in average prices. Speculation in products has
been comparatively inactive, though wheat has
been advanced by a western pool nearly two
cents.

Cotton has been steady and strong, with di-
minished receipts.

The year 1802 was remarkable for fewer fail-
ures than have occurred in any other year
since 1836, the numbers reported being 10,344,
or,020 less than in 1891. The indebtedness
of firms failing was but (14,000,000 in 18082,
against $180,000,000 in 1891 and about the same
in 1830

The average liabilities of firms failing in
1892 has been only §11,000, the lowest average
reported since 1878

In 1892 only one in every 113 traders failed,
against one in every ninety-three in 1801, and
one in every 102 in 1890,

HANGED.

Executlon of A. J. Hudspeth at Harrison,
Ark., for the Murder of a Man Whose
Body Was Never Found.

Lirte Rock, Ark., Dee. 31L.—A. J.
Hudspeth was executed at Harrison,
Ark., Friday for the murder of George
Watkins in 1887. Hudspeth was
hanged for the murder of a man whose
body was never found. The murderer
worked for Watkins on a farm in
Marion county. One morning in
the spring of 1887 Hudspeth and
Watkins went to town. Since
that morning Watkins has never been
seen. Hudspeth was arrested on sus-
picion of murder. Mrs, Watkins was
afterwards incarcerated charged with
being an accessory to the taking
off of her husband. She was taken
fatally ill, but before dying con-
that Hudspeth killed her
husband to get him out of the way so
he could marry her. Hudspeth was
sentenced to be hanged. The case has
been appealed and retried, two respites
have been granted, and the fate of ex-
ecution changed three times, but all
efforts to save the murderer failed.
Traces of blood in the wagon and a
bloody hatchet found in the wagon bed
were the only evidences of foul play
other than the strange disappearance
of Watlkins, aside from the wife’s testi-
mony.
