That said board may from time to time
a!muiut one of its members to act and exer-
cise for it, when it shall not be in session,
all the rights, powers and authority vested
in it. He shall be known as “The executive
agent of the board of game and fish ecom-
missioners of the state of Minnesota,” and
shall hold such office during the pleasure of
said board, be subject«to their direction and
control, and receive such compensation as
they shall determine to be reasonable for
the services rendered, not exceeding twelve
hundred dollars per annum, and expenses,
exclusive of oflice rent, while in the performe.
ance of his duties.

It shall be the duty of said board to keep
all property by the law of this state placed
under their care, custody or control in the

and to employ a competent person as super-
intendent of fisheries at a salary not to ex-
ceed the sum of two thousand dollars r
annum, to be pald from the appropriation
hereinafter made, whose duty it shall he to
devote his entire time to the work of fish
propuagation and distribution under the diree-
‘tion of said board, and such assistants for
said superintendent as the exigencies of the
work may require, all of whom shall be
subject to and be §n\-‘(‘.ﬂ1l¢d by the regula-
tions adopted by said.board.

1t shall be the duty of sald board to col-
lect, classify and preserve all such statistics,
data and information, as in their judgment
will tend to promote the objects of this act;
to take charge of and keep all reports,
books, papers and documents, which shall, in
the dischar, of their duties hereunder,
come 1lntn:) their possession, or under their
control.

It shall be the duty of said board on or be-
fore the first Monday in December of each
year, to prepare and present to the governor
of this state an annual report showing what
has been dome by them during the current
year, the amount received By them and from
what sources, and the amount expended by
them, and for what purposes, with such rec-
ommendations for legislative action, if any,
as the said board may deem wise for the
better accomplishment of the purposes of
this act. The governor shall lay sald re-
ports before the legislatures convening nexp
after their receipt.

It shall be the duty of said hoard to en-
force all the laws of this state for the
preservation, propagation and protection of

“the birds, anlmals and fish in this act men-

tioned, and to that end they shall have the
power and authority to appoint such per-
sons for such periods, and at such compensa-
tion as they shall determine upon, not ex-
ceeding fifty dollars per mbnth for each per-
gon =0 appointed, and actual expenses in-
curred while in the performance of duty;
but the aggregate amount of such compensa-
tion and expenses shall not exceed the sum
of six thousand dollars in each yvear, to ba
known as ‘“*‘Game wardens,” to aid them in
the enforcement of the duties herein im-
osed on them. Each warden, before enter-
ng upon the discharge of his duties as such,
shall give a bound to said board with sureties
in the sum of five hundred dollars for the
faithful discharge of his duties as such war-
den, such bond and sureties to be approved
by said board.

All actions and proceedings
instituted by them shall be entitled in the
name of the board of game and fish com-
missioners of the state of Minnesota as
plaintiff.
