A GREAT strike among street rail-
way operatives is in progress in
Brooklyn. Human blood has been
shed, and the military hus been
called to tne scene to preserve order.
These comstantly recurring strikes
are a public nuisance, and should be
dealt with in a more effective man-
ner. A board of arbitration ought
to be established to settle, us far as
can be done, differences between
capital and labor. The principle
will have to be firmly established,
once and for all, that a laboring
man has a right to quit work when-
ever he desires, but that he has no
right to interfere with otlers who
may wish to work.

Nuture has given to the
northern part of the state these
great and varied resources, which
until very recently, have remainedl
almost unknown. It is not many
Years ago since we heard a college
professor speak of the whole north-
ern part of the statens* wasteinnd,”
entirely uninhabitable. That this
whole region i bound to develop
at arapid rate from this time on,
is  almost, an assured fact.
Already can be heard the footsteps
of advancing civilization, Railroads
direct from Duluth, its natural out-
let, wiil soon tap this tervitory, and
cities and towns will sprinz up as if
by magic.

-8ible, is u railroad that will place us
in direct communication with this
eastern country and with Daluth.

Kittson, Grant nnd Traverse in this
state, this Act being supplementary
to Chinpter 221 of the General Laws
of the State of Minnesota for the
yeat 18938,

Be it enacted in the State of Min-
nesota; i

Secrion 1. That the sum of one
hundred thousand ($100,000) dol-

printed by Chapter 221 of General
Laws of the State of Minnesota for
the year 1898, is hereby appropri-
ated out of the general revenue fund
to the counties bf Wilkin, Clay, Nor-
man, Polk, Marshall, Kittson, Grant
and Trayerse, for the purpose pro-
vided in said Chapter 221 of the
General Laws of the state of Minne-
sotn for the year 1893, and as here-
inafter provided, The moneys so
appropriated shall not exceed the
sum of twenty five thousand ($25,-
000) dollars annually for the period
of two yeurs from the first day of
January, 1895, and the sum of fifty
thousand ($50,000) dollars for the
period of one year from the first day
of Junuary, A. D, 1897,

SecTioN 2. That the money here-
by appropriated shall be extended
hy and under tho direction of the
Board of Audit provided for by said
Chapter 221 of the General Laws of

I had killed a big
‘buck aod had just finished skinnin him
‘when I heard tho squealin of a drove of
wild hogs. You ken bet I hung that buck
in a treo just as quick as I counld; for ther
britters 18 tht pricnest things and the
Kieanest yo cver saw. Why, if they get
mad, they'll tackle anything, Well, 1 had
just got my deer safe when I heard them
a-comin, a-squealin and a-gruntin.

‘I had to hunt a safe place myself, for
there was no use of slicotin one when
there’s mayhe 40. ~If I kiliuid one, I’d had
‘to kill 'em all, They'd iwevce leave long
s one of them was alive. - I throwed the
guhi strap over my shoulders and took to
a good sized treo about 20 yards from
where I hung the deer. =

‘*Them hogs put in an appearance just
as I got on a big limb, about 15 feet above
the ground. They was led by two big
boars, and there wuz 29 of 'ém, all told.
They smelled the blood and the deer, root-
od uptho leaves and ground with their
long noses and tore around generally un-
til they found the tree where the deer was
hung. Just about this time I heard some-
thing jumnpin from tree to tree on the
lower side of the rise; and purty soon I
saw the biggest painter I ever saw jump
on to a limb uv a tree about seven or eight
yards from the limb the deer hung on.

‘“Them hogs hadn’t yet winded the
painter, and they kept up sich a racket
squealin and gruntin that they hadn’t
heard him.
