The deepest point of the mine
is 2,700 feet.

At the close of business Wednesday
the treasury gold reserve stood at
$106,115,172, This figure was reached
just before the end of the day’s busi-
ness by the syndicate depositing $2,-
500,000.

While the hunt was in progress and
Hunter was sitting on a stump, Ward
‘hit him on the head with anax. His
head was split wide open. When
Hunter fell, Ward struck the pros-
trate body again and cut off
the head. ‘The ax sank into the
ground. The murderer then proceed-
ed to kick the head of his vietim about.
He then went home, awoxke his wife
and told her to call her brother, as he
and the old man had treed a coon, and
ask him to come and help fell the tree.
The youngér Hunter got up, went
out into the yard with only his shirt
on, when Ward, with a stroke of the
ax, felled him to the ground. Young
Hunter died almost immediately, with
his head split open. Ward then told
his wife to keep quiet about the whole
affair; that if she did mot she would
suffer the same fate as her father and
brother.

Ward then went about half a mile
‘down the road and stopped- at the
Breckels' home. He told Mrs. Breck-
el that he had killed both the Hunters.
Before many hours the crime was gen-
erally known and a posse consisting of
miners and farmers started on the
hunt for Ward, armed with various
weapons.

Ward had two revolvers, and this
fact was khown by his pursuers. The
posse became enraged, and when the
old man’s body was found the mob be-
jcame more infuriated than ever, and
determined to hang Ward if
caught. Just as the posse had
located Ward and surrounded the
field in which he had been hiding a
single shot was heard. The posse
closed in on the spot from whence the
firing had eaihe and found Ward on his
back on the ground with a revolver in
each hand and a bullet wound under
the left ear. He was dead.

TONE OF TRADE.

A Strong Reactlon Agulnst Rapid Advance
in Prices.

New Yori, Sept. 9.—R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review ot trade says:’

“There iIs no real reaction in business.
Galns which were recognized as temporuary
are vanishing, but there remains a decided in-
‘crease over lust year at date, although prices
averugo 88 per cent. lower than o year ago
It needs no keen observer to soe that the re-
action ngainst the rapid advance of prices s
strong. Cotton is strong, but has paused.
The general tendeney to curtail purchases
where prices huve notably advanced grows
clearer in boots and shoes, in wool, and in
some products of iron.

“Jmports are large, but it is stated that
Bradford manufacturers find it hard to get
labor enough to fill their orders, so that delay
may cancel many contracts, as inferior qual-
ity has cancelled some already. The cotton
mannufacturer has rislng cotton and a strong
market to help. but a chance of agreat strike
for higher wages.

“The brightest feature in all the horizon is
the eertainty that the crop of corn will be
enormous  Irosts nowean only affect a small
fraction, and the surplus will go into the
moanufacture of meals, because at 33 7 cents at
New York, nearly four cents lower than a
week ago, there is no other profitable use for
corn.

“One farm product which has been strong
because certalnly short in yield, rose from 8.19,
cents for spot ootton last week to 8 25 on Tues-
day, but has since been woak In spite of cou-
certed oflioial statements that the decrease is
32 per cent. in some states and 27 per cent In
Texas. .

*The publlc observes much skilled and or-
ganized labor in these reports and also sees
what many speculators refuse to see, the
§,000,000 bales old Amearicin brought over. It
is earnestly hoped that southern agriculture
has not sustalned so groat a calamity. "The
annual reports, showing a larger yleld last
year than has been supposed, only indicute
that more cotton must remain In the country
beside the unconsumed stocks abroad A
qulet market without much change ln prices
for a time would be a blessing to the south.

*The demand for commercial and manufac-
turing loans for the weit ls somewhat larger,
but the money market Is still easy.

“Failures in four weeks of August show lla-
bilities of 28.046,2:7, of which 28,844,832 were of
manufacturing and $4,052,385 of trading con-
cerns, agoinst 810,159,477 last year in all—23.-
