VENEZUELAN FORT RETURNS THE FIRE.

Engngement Laata an Honr When
German Ship Withdraws Evidend-
1y Disabled—Attack Said to Have
Been Withouwt Provocation—Cara-
cas Celebrates Victory.

Maracaiba, Venezuela, Jan. 20.—The
German cruiser Panther shelled Fort
Ban Carlos, at the entrance to Lake
Maracaibo Saturday afternoon for one
hour. The fort returned the fire with
four guns. The Panther withdrew in
the direction of Curacao.

Two explosions were heard on the
Panther, and these seemed to disable
her, for slowly and, seemingly with
difficulty, she withdrew. It is re-
ported that two of the men on the
Panther were killed.

That this action will have a dis-
astrous effect on the negotiations
for peace is admitted generally here,
the.more so as it is said the attack

Mr. Bowen said that he was go-
ing to Washington to represent Ven-
ezuela on the commission which
would prepare the plan for arbitra-
tion of the difficulty between that
country and the European powers.
He was not an attorney for Vene-
zuela, he explained, and was not to
be remunerated for his services by
the Venezuelan government.

trance to the lake, or inner bay. The
following letter has been received
from Gen. Dello, the commander of
the fort: *“Yesterday afternoon at
half past 12 Fort San Carlos was at-
tacked and shelled, without any prov-
ocation on our part, without previous
notification ar the delivering of an ul- |
timatum, by the German cruiser Pan-
ther, which tried to force the entrance.
After a fight lasting an hour, during
which the fort used only four guns,
the Panther was obliged to abandon
the fight, and retreated in the direc-
tion of Curacao. The fort has suffered

no damage, and only three men were
wounded.” There have been popular
demonstrations on the streets here as

a result of the shelline of the fort.
Carncas Celebrates.
Caracas, Jan., 20.—Dr. Torres Car-
denas, secretary to President Castru.
received a dispateh from Gen. Ballo.
commander of the foriress of San
Carlos, at Maracaibo, saying that the
fortress was attacked at noon Satur
day by the German cruiser Panther.
The Venezuelan garrison of the fort
opened a lively fire on the German.
warship, and damaged it to such an
extent that it was compelled to go to
Curacoa for repairs. It is thought
here that the Panther probably in-
tended to seize the Venezelan gun-
boat Miranda, which is taking refuge
in Lake Maracaibo. When the news
became public in Caracas there was
great excitement. Bands of music
paraded the streets celebrating the
defeat of the German warship. Ev-
erybody here is puzzled by the ac-

tions of the Germans.

No Official News.

Berlin, Jan. 20.—The navy depart-
ment has not received any official ad-
vices regarding the bombardment of
Fort San Carlos, at the entrance to
Lake Maracaibo, by the German eruiser
Panther on Saturday, and is unable
to either confirm or deny the pressdis-
patches. The officials say, however,
assuming that something in the way
of a bombardment took place, no or-
ders on the subject were sent from
Berlin. Whatever was done was the
result of the initiative of the com-
mander on the spot, to whose discre-

41 years ago. In his inaugural ad-
dress Gov. Jelks congratulated the
people upon the framing and rati-
fication of the new constitution and
said that one of its richest blessings
was the fact that it provided for
fewer elections and thereby reduced
the amount of political discord.

President Receives Resignation.

Washington, Jan. 20.—The resigna-
tion of Binger Hermann, of Oregon,
as commissioner of the general land
office, to take effect February 1, was
placed in the hands of the president
Monday. The nomination of W. A.
Richards, ex-governor of Wyoming,
to succeed him, probably will be sub-
mitted to the senate Tuesday.

Elected Adjutant General,

New Orleans, .Jan. 20.—Col. W. E.
Mickle, of Mobile, Ala., was elected
adjutant general and chief of staff
of the United Confederate Veterans
by the executive committee of that
organization Monday to succeed the
late George Moorman. Col. Mickle,
who has been an aide on Gen. Gor-
don’s staff, is in the city.

Editor Gonzales, Victim of Lieut,
Gov. Tillman’s Bullet,
Passes Away.

BATTLE OF ALMOST FOUR DAYS ENDED,

Every Effort Posasible Made ¢0 Save
Wounded Man, But Without Avail
—Tillman Visibly Affected When
Told of His Victim’s Death—Unli-
veraal Sorrow In Columbia.

Columbia, S. C., Jan. 20.—Editor N.
G. Gonzales died at one p. m. After
battling for almost four days for life,
‘the victim of Lieut. Gov. James H.
Tillman's bullet passed away at the
Columbia hospital. Mrs. Gonzales
was with her husband when death
came.

When the bulletin was posted an-
nouncing the death, the ecrowds
which have been about the bulletin
boards almost constantly since the
tragedy increased rapidly, and all
phases and details of the tragedy
were discussed.

Tillman Visibly Affected.

In his cell, where he has been con-
fined since the shooting, Lieut. Gov.
Tillman heard the news with visible
emotion. There is universal sorrow.

Since 10:30 Sunday night it was
evident that the crisis had arrived.
Mr. Gonzales, as he became more
nervous, was subjected to vomiting
and generally grew worse. He con-
tinued to lose ground, and as early
as three o’clock Monday morning
hope was practically abandoned. The
last heroic treatment resorted to
was the use of formalin. One-fiftieth
of a grain was injected in the veins
in the hope of stopping blood poison- ‘
ing. At sevem a. m. all of the pa-
tient's relatives who were not at the
hospital were summoned. His wife,
two brothers and a sister, besides
members of the editorial staff, re-
sponded.

Cause of Denth.

It is announced that death was due
to septic poisoning from the wound
in the liver. After the last examina-
tion of the doctors at 11 o’clock it |
was declared that there was no hope.

A solution of formaldehyde was in-
jected at 10:30, but there was no im-
provement in his condition. Soon

after, the physicians made an injec-
tion of one-fiftieth of a grain of
formalin direct into the veins, in
hope of preventing blood poisoning,
but this also proved futile. Gonzales
was unconscious during most of the
morning. The city was quiet, except '
for the great crowds around the bul-
letin board, discussing the details of !
the tragedy. / [

Favorable symptoms were visilile

'Sunday, and up to midnight it was '

reported that Mr. Gonzales was hold-’
ing his own well. 1

During Sunday there was an indi-
cation of improvement in the wounds '
in the intestines, The obstruction
had been removed and the pus cavi-'
ties kept open, while two wounds
seemed to have progressed favorably
in the healing. Tt was even thought
he had passed the danger of periton- |
itis.

At 1:30 Monday morning, however,
it was noticed that his condition had
undergone a decided change and it}
was reported that the erisis had ar-
rived. Mr. Gonzales became exceed- |
ingly mervous and gradually grew |
wealer. !

Funernl Arrangements. !

The funeral will be held Tuesday
afternoon at four o'clock. The
services will be at Trinity church
and will be presided over by Bishop
Capers, of Yorkville, S. C. The body
of Mr. Gonzales has bheen
charge by Coroner Green.

In the first affray the in-
tended victim was shot through the
body and two by-standers struck, by
the bullets, but not seriously injured.

La Crosse, Wis,, Jan. 20.—While
running at full speed the Northwest-
ern passenger train, which left this
city at five o’clock Monday morning,
collided with a way freight at Lytles,
five miles north of here, completely
demolishing both engines.

Pierce, of Baraboo, the passenger en-
gineer, received serious injuries to
his back and was removed to the hos-
pital.
