Homemade Structure Recommended as 

Good and Cheap means to Help 
Reduce Feed Bills. «,* 
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%• The silo was never so valuable to the 
* farmer as It is now in furnishing one of 
. the best means of reducing feed bills. 

I t can be made on the farm with little 
. trouble, of either wood or concrete, 

says the United States Department of 
Agriculture, which will furnish plans 
and specifications without cost. Where 
there is no silo, or when another is 

r needed, the department recommends 
the building and filling of one before 
frost comes. %*?$%£ 

^ Advantages of the Silo. &V&& 
'&&. Among the advantages claimed for 

the silo, particularly at this time when 
the high price of grain threatens the 
very existence of the dairy industry, is 
that less grain may be fed without re­
ducing milk production, provided the 
dairyman feeds more silage and legume 
hay. I t is pointed out that the build­
ing of silos at this time is like the 

. building of ships or fortifications; the 
; silo will help to win the war because it 
! means the saving of grain. Less grain 
1 is available for the feeding of cattle, 

since it is needed for human food and 
must be conserved for that need. Yet 
milk production must be maintained, 

; and this can be done by supplementing 
a shortened grain ration with silage. 

The silo offers the best way of pre­
serving the mature corn crop, 40 per 
cent of the food value of which is in 
the stalks and leaves. I t also saves 
the crop which, for any reason, must be 
harvested before it is mature. When 
the farmer harvests only the ears of 
corn he loses nearly half the value of 
the crop; when he puts it into the silo 
the loss is very small. When drought, 
frost, or insects threaten a field of corn 
before i t is ripe the entire crop may be 
lost unless the farmer has a silo ready 
In which to preserve it. '^i^&S-M^ 

Value of Succulence. " ' 
- Just as fruits and green vegetables 
are canned to supply succulence to the 
family during the winter, the silo sup­
plies succulence to the cow, and succu­
lence adds to the milk flow. The 
abundant milk flow obtained from June 
pasture is, to a large extent, due to the 
juices of the grass; the silo provides a 
similar juiciness during winter," when 

asture is not available. I t promotes 
e health of dairy cattle by providing 

the coarse feed to which the digestive 
system of the cow is accustomed. 
Cows like silage, and no other feed 
combines so well with dry hay and 
grain to produce much milk at little 
cost

Unsprayed orchards are never pro-
stable. Clean bright fruit, free from 
disease always finds a good market. 

Use more fruit and vegetables in the 
home. They will take the place of 
other more expensive foods. 

Wrap apples in paper and store in a 
cool cellar. Do not store near potatoes 
or other vegetables or the flavor may 
be spoiled. 

Apple butter is not a bid substitute 
for dairy butter. 

After the first frost clear the garden 
of all trash and burn it. It 's a good 
plan to plow or spade the garden in 
the autumn. 

Is the strawberry bed in good condi­
tion and free from weeds? The fruit 
crop of next spring depends largely on 
the condition of the bed this fall. 

Moist hay, straw, or lawn clippings 
- a re good materials with which to 

mulch blackberries. They hold moist­
ure in the soil, keep the fruit clean and 
keep down weeds. 

Cabbages keep best in a cool cellar. 
If possible, hang.by the stump to the 
celling. Wrapped in paper, they keep 
well. Do not pile thickly on shelves 

^ : in bins, or they will be likely to rot.
