ADOLPH RAFTESETH I8 DEAD

A telegram Iast Sunday to Mr. and
Mrs, 8. Rafteseth informed them of
the unexpected death of their son
Adolph, at the home of his sister,
Mrs. Fellx Arlington, at Medicine Hat,
Sask,, Canada, the previous evening.
Adolph spent about a year at this
place previous to his leave for Canada
last March, doctoring for a stubbory
attach of sweet diabetes. Last March
he was pronounced cured and immedi-
ately left for Medicine Hat, where
he has been employed on the fa¥r of
his brother-in-law, Mr. Arlington, all
summer, and in apparent fair health.
On Oct. 19 he wrote to his brother
Sigurd at this place stating his in-
tention of going to British Columbia
this winter to be employed at a dairy
farm and was then to all appearance
iif excellent health. The telegram
gave no definite cause of his sudden
departure and his relatives here ‘are
of the opinion that it must have been
some sudden acunte illness that caused

his death. Telegrams were sent from

here the same day to his brothers
Matt and Jalmer at Hibbing and these
gentlemen are expected ‘tomorrow
morning and one of the boys will
leave lmmediately for Medicine Hat
to attend the funeral which it is ex-
pected will be held at that place.
Adolph was born on Feb, 14, 1893,
and was at his death slightly over 29
and one-half years old. Since com-
pleting the public school at Rosebank
be has spent most of his time as’a
cowboy in Montann and Oregon and
was at one time employed in the
dalry department of the Winnipeg
Agricultural College. Besides his par-
ents at 'wood are left to mourn
three s s, Mrs. Gust Nakken of
this place, Mrs. Carl Stromberg of
Dakota Junction and Mrs. Felix Ar-
lington of Medicine Hat, and four
brothers, Matt, Jalmer, Sigurd and
Alfred all of whom mdre or less have
made this community as their home.
